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the York Observer, and Nisgara Gleacer, who each threw
down a glove in my favour, as recorded in No. 74 of the Scrib-

bler. .

black and indiscriminate run,

It is necessary thal I should pow briefly state the circum-
stances of the grievance of which I had to complaiu; theu ex-
patiate upou the shameful and unconstrutiopal pature of the
condnct pussued 1 order to stop the publication of my work,
and the consequences to be apprehended from it by the public;
aud conclude with the recommendation of such weasures as ¥
conceive would be most #fficacious in preventng in future such
outrages upon the LIBERTY or Toe PRESS, and the rights and
pravileges of mdwnduals.

As usnal with the editors of papers in  Canada, upon setting
up the Scribbler, uaderstandiug that the regulations of the post-
office in British North- America, did vot admit of printed pa-
pers goiug free of postage as they do at home, under the act
of 4 Geo I1L. c. 24,% I addressed the deputy-post-master-gen-
eral at Quebec, enquiring at what rate per anoum I should be

® According to the strict letter of that act they could not be
conveyed free of postage in Canada, upless directed to some
member of the British Parliament at any place whereof he shall
have giwen notice in writng to the post master-general ; but
such notice is always dispensed with at home,and papers direct-
ed to any M. P. to any place where he never was, go free uo-
der this form, Wmn.
