HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
Friday, May 1.

The Bill to amend the Judicature Act of Lower Canada.

Mr. Attorney General Syt moved the second reading of
the Bill to.amend the Bankrupt Law.

Mr. Attorney General Smrrn said a Bankrupt Law was of
the utmost importance in a commercial country, where it was
necessary that the Law should afford relief to persons who
were unfortunate in their commercial transactions As the
Bankrupt Law which bad heretofore existed was about to ex-
pire it was the duty of the government to bring the subject be-
fore the House, and propose any smendments to it which they
might think necessary. He added that some of the members
might object to the law being in force in Upper, as well as in
Lower Canada. This he considered would be productive of
much and serious inconvenience, as most of the commercial
business in Upper Canada was transacted in Mountreal. He
said it would be better to throw out the Bill than ta limit its
force upon one section of the Province. He would move that
the Bill be referred to & Select Committee, to propose amend-
ments.

Mr. DEWrrT thought the law could be modified w0 as to af-
ford a protection to the creditor, as well as to the debtor.

Mr. Attorney General Ssrra would state that the Bill
should receive the most careful cousideration; and he was
anxious that it should be referred immediately to a select com-
mittee to be amended.

Mr. DuGGAx said the principle of the Baukrupt Eaw he
liked, ard le believed with some amendments it would afford
general satisfaction.

Mr. McCONNELL was opposed to the Bill.

Mr.. DRumMosD thought it would be advisable for the
House to consider well before passing the Bill. He would.il-
Justrate the evils of the present system by the following spec-
dote: A short time since, & young man of good address obtain-
ed goods on credit from different Montreal merchantd, to the
amount of £2,500. He weat to a country village und:opened.
a store.  The payment for those goods were made, and le obs
tained & renewnl upon similar terms of credit. - On the expira-
tion of the period when the money was due, this young person
called upou the merchants and said he should be unable to pay
his debts, unless he obtained four yearscredit. This was natu-
rally objected to; and a friend of this young man (to whom be
owed about £50, but which was no doubt well secured to him)
placed him in the Bankrupt Court. Hisassets were made out ;
he hed no goods, but & few debts, which were sold at auction
for about £15. He shortly. after obtained his discharge, and,
within. two months after, opened in the same place & larger
shop, and was supposed to possess property to the amount of
£3000. This evil, he contended, the present Bankrupt Law
could not prevent. He should therefore oppose the second
reading of the Bill, unless the hon. mover would consent that,
on being referred to & select committee, protection should be
given to the creditor, and some measure introduced to remove
the evils which be (Mr. Drummond) complained of. He be-
lieved the Board of Trade was opposed to the present Bank-
cupt Law.

Mr. Attorney General Smirn said some of the members of
the Board of Trade had suggested to him certain amendments;
and from this he had understood, thatin the event of those
smendments being made, they would be eatisfied with the Bill.

Mr. M’DoxaLp (Cornwall) did not consider that the coun-
try was in a fit state for a bankrupt law, especially in Upper
Canada.

Mr. Attorney General DrAPER #aid that the Bankrupt
Tiaw had been a subject of discussion in many countrics. As
facr back as the reign of Elizsbeth, and again during the reign
of Charles the First, it was found necessary to provide means
which wouald prevent any fictitious couveyance on the part of
the debtor. He believed that the Bankrupt act protected the
creditor, and not, as had been asserted, encouraged fraud. s Ir
fraud could be shewn, there were means in that act to pllllll)!l
it; but if the fraud was independent of the Bankruptey it
could be no argument against the utility of the act. Another
principle before a Bankrupt Law existed was, that he who
came first, had, perhaps, twenty ehillings in the pound, and
frequently, he who came after, had nothing but & bill af costs
to pry. The bankrupt act, on the contrary, equally divided
the property of the Bankrupt amongst his creditors. He re-
collected, while in the Legislative Council in 1841, Lie atten-
tion wae directed to this subject und Le devised measures to
obviate the laws between debtor and creditor in Upper Canads,
that many legal gentlemen said, * If you pass that Bill, you’ll
ruin our profession.” Aud from official returns Le could
show, that since the passing of the Baukrupt Act in Upper
Canada, litigation had decreased but he was not prepared to
shiow that it arose from thet cause.

Mr. MorFATT did not like the present Bankrupt act, but
should have no ohjection to its being referred to a epecial Com-
mittee for amendment.

Mr. BALDWIN esid he was prepared to vote for the second
teading of the Bankrupt act, provided tliat it received ‘some
Her ded that in the event of its pass-,
Ing, that ite juriediction extended over both sections of the.
Province.

Mr. Mergrrr made some remarks upon the evil of impris-
onment for debt.

Mr. Attorney Genersl Smita said, from the remarke made’
by some hon. members, he considered the necessity of & Bank-'
rupt act established. Uuder the former system or before the
passing of the Bunkrupt act, he contended that there were
means by which a Baukrupt could bold his property in defi-
ance of his creditors. He recollected a creditor having expen-.
ded one hundred pounds to obtain an estate held unjustly by
Bankrupt, but was unable to do it. This difficulty was also
removed by the Bankrapt act.

B';‘h LAFONTAINE ssid he was opposed to the principle of the

Mr* MUNRO €onsidered that it required many amendments.

Mr. DRUMMOND said Wie would move in amendment that the
second reading of the Bill be deferred to that six months,

Mr. M’Doxarp (Cornwall) said, as the Attorney General
had consented to amending the Bill at a select Committee, he
should not oppose its second reading, with the proviso, that
should the Committee not make the amendments he considered
necessary, he would oppose the third reading.

Mr. ERMATINGER said, under those considerations, he
should also vote for the second reading.

The amendment was put to the vote—Yeas, 18; Nays, 40.

CLERGY RESERVES.

The Select Committee to whom was referred the Petition of
George Roe and others, praying that the Clergy Reserves may
not be divided among the several Churches in Canada, but re-
tained under the management of the Provincial Government,
and sold according to the present Jaw ; and to whom also were
referred other Petitions signed ‘by upwards of seven thousand
inhabitants of the Province, on the same subject,—beg leave
to Report :—

That they find with great regret, from the numerous Peti-
tions laid before Your Honourable House, that the long egita-
ted question of the Clergy Reserves, has again become s sub-
jeet of discussion and contention in this Province. 5

The excitement which so unhappily existed on this subject
for many years, and which produced such disastrous couse-
quences to the peace and prosperity of the Province, was at
length set at rest by the Imperial Statute, 3rd and 4th Victoria

The Imperial Legislature lntended that Statate to bea fiual
settlement of the question, and, notwithstanding the inequality
of the division, it was accepted by the inhabitants of this Pro-
vinee as such.

Under these circumstances, it 1s deeply to be regretted, that
the Church Societies of the Dioceses of Quebec aud Toronto
should have adopted the course of again agitating the question, |
by claiming the absolute and uncontrolled conveyance to the
Church of England of a share of Clergy Reserves, according to
the proportion of funds assigned by the Imperial Act for the
benefit of that Church,

Your Committee beg leave to quote from the Report of the
Sclect Committee on the same subject, which was presented to
this House during the last Session, as conveying in concise, yet
forcible langaage, the objections which offer themselves to the
proposed division, The extract is as follows:

« After a careful consideration of the subject, Your Commit-
tec have come to the conclusion, that while the advantages of
dividing the Clergy Reserves as prayed for, are very doubtlul,
the disadvantages are very certain and obvious.

“JIn the first place, it will be difficult, if not impracticable,
to make a satisfactory division ;—in order to approximate to &
fair-divisiou, au enormous expence must be incurred in valuing
each lot separately, and even then there will be a rivalry as to
choice and location, aud suspicions will, (with or without rea-
son,) be created of fuvouritisin towords some particular sect or
sects. ;

“ According to the present law, the management and disposal |
of the lands are in the hands of & Goverament responsible for |
the same, nnd over which the Legislature can exercise an active
supervision.

“Should the proposed distribution take place, they would be
placed beyond the control of Parliament, and vested in Eccle-
siastical Corporations, responsible to no one, and which would
dispose of thew to their own advautage, und without reference
to the general good. "

“The progress of improvement in Canada has, it is generally
believed, been greatly impeded by the sccumaulation of its un-
cultivated land in the hands of owners who will not biing their
property to sale, but retain it as & matter of speculation, and
in e.xpectl(inn of a future increase in value, not from any ex-
penditure of Capital, but from she industry and skill of the
ueighbouring agriculturists,

“The conveyance of such a lirge quantity of land to Cor-
porations, not desirous of disposing of them st their present
prices, and which iutend not to sell, but to lease, would in Your
Committee's opinion, greatly i this evil, and would have
& tendency to substitute an inferior order of Tenantry, for sn
independent body of Yeomen. 2

“Great apprebension is expressed by the Petitioners, Test
the interests of those occapants of Clergy Reserves who hold
by lease or otherwise, should suffer by the proposed transfer of
their lands. The Government very properly gives such occu-
pants every opportunity of esrning the purchase-money fr9m
the cultivation of the land iteelf, and thus enables many an in-
dustrious man to become a freebolder and owner of property,
which Le could not in any other way hope to acquire.

«Thie is not likely to be the case when the lands are vested
in private parties, whose object is to sell at the highest prices
and receive the highest rents.

“ Your Committee, therefore, earnestly recommend, that the
intereste of sll partics now occupying those lands should be
fully protected and provided for in any arrangement that may
be made.” ;

Your Committee beg to express their entire concurrence with
the above extract, and would further suggest that the late Or-
der in Council allowing an extended time to the purchaser of
Clergy Reserve Lands—an extension conducive alike to the
gettlement of the Country, the prosperity of the. occupant, and
the advantageous sale of the lands—is an additional proof of
the benefits to be derived from leaving the management of those
lands in the hands of a Government having no iutereet differing
from that of the great body of the people.

While Your Committee believe that the management and
sale of the lands might be conducted in a more economical
manner, they are at the same time of opinion, that the expenses
gaid to be incurred have heen much exaggerated, for although
the charges for valuation have been large, these charges can’
only be considered as an advance by the Crown Lands Depart- |
ment, to be repaid by the purchasers when making their pay- |
ments, :

Your Committee are therefore unanimoasly of opinion that
the division sought for by ove ont of the many denominations
interested in the said lands, is inadvisable, and they strongly
recommend that no change or deviation from the present sys-
tem should be I by the Legislature. :

All which is nevertheless respectfully submitted.

The Church of England having in each division of the Pro-
vinee a Society open and not exclusive in its. composition, in~
corporated by an Act of the Legislatare, with the necessary
power of holding and disposing of real estate, the object desired,
so far as that class of our population is concerned, can be con-
veniently provided for through the instrumentality of those
Societies. The Church of Scotland being also entitled, under
the Imperial Statute, 3 and 4 Vie. c. 78, to a definite interest
in these Reserves, there could be no difficulty in placing an ap-
propriate share of these Reserves, to be drawn by lot at the dis-
posal and under the control of the members of that Church, to be
vested in such manner as they may suggest, either in a Society
to be incorporated for that purpose or otherwise. This would
complete the arrangements so far as regards one half of the Re-
serves which yet remain unsold. The other half, which by the
seventh clause of the Imperial Act is placed at the disposal of
the Government to be applied to purposes of religious instruc-
tion and public worship, might, in the discretion of the Govern-
ment by similar measures, be made the means of gecuring a con-
siderable and permanent support for the Ministers of such other
denominations as it may be thought right to assist from these Re-
serves, and by such means these lands, instead of falling into the
hands of speculators at prices very far below their present value,
might be made to afford a lasting provision, and to a considera~
ble extent, for the support of religion among all classes of the
people. Your Committee can sec no possible objection to such
a policy, while on the other hand it appears to them that the
adoption of it is recommended by the soundest and best mo-
tives that could be urged in favour of any measure.

It has, indeed, been suggested that inconyenience might be
felt from large portions of the land being retained for a long
time unoccupied, and that persons who have leased or gone

WAR WITH MEXICO!

The mail brings us the New Orleans Picayune of the lst
Inst., in whicl we find as length the news previously received
by telegraph. 'We copy as follows :—

The brig Apalachicola, Capt. Smith, arrived at this port
yesterday, from Brazos Bay, whence she sailed on the 24th ult,,
and reports. that on the 22nd she left Point Isabel, where Ma-
jor Thomas, the acting Quarter-master, informed Capt. Smith
that the body of Colonel Cross had been found about four miles
from General Taylor’s camp, on the Rio Grande. From the
wounds upon the body, it seems evident that he was killed by
the langce,

Tt way further reported, that a person in Matamoras had
acknowledged that he was the murderer, and had the watch
and clothing of Colonel Cross in his possession.

General Taylor, it is reported, had made a formal demand
for thiesmurderer.

All gpen communications were permitted to pass by the
Commandant at Point Isabel, between that post and Matamoras.

"T'lie extravagance of a Government will ne-
ver be looked for among the items of salary ranging from £75
to £222. The necessities of men, it is true, may compel them
to accept of employment under the government for remunera-
tion barely adequate to their support; but the little saving to
be made by taking advantage of such necessity gives a ver:
petty air to the cconomy that ains at it.—British Canadian.

VICTORIA COLLEGE EXAMINATION.

[ We cheerfully copy the following from our respected con-:
temporary, the Cobourg Star.—Ep.]

We were unfortunately prevented, by other engagements
which caused our absence from home, from being present at
the late examination of the Students of Victoria College, to
which we were obligingly invited by the kindness of the Prin-
cipal,© We understand. that the exercises upon that occasion;
evineed much zeal and ability on the part of the teachers, and
no ordinary amount of promise on the part of the pupils. The
number in attendance was considerable, and in the mathemati-
cal department especially a great improvement was discernable.
The recitations on Wednesday evening, we learn, were highly
creditable in composition and delivery, especially the Essay on
the French Revolution, which, for its correct sentiments and
faithful portraiture of the horrors of democracy, when in the
ascendant elicited great applause. T'hese manifestations of
genius in the youth of our Colony naturally guicken the anxi-
ety, that our institutions of learning ehould be supported in a
manner ‘commensurate with the importance of a sound reli-
gious education to the best welfare of the land ; and the evi-
dence, with which upon this occasion we rejoice to be assured
they were most eatisfactorily accompanied, of a culture of
thoge principles of the heart which can alone beget the fear of
God and the right government of society, confirm us in the
hope that none of our public seminaries of education will ever
be wanting in a sound rcligious basis. 'We believe, indeed we
know, it has been the aim of the present worthy Principal of
Victoria College, the Rev. A. MacNab,—who, we regret to
understand is about retiring from the Institution,—with all
the means at his command, to foster and advance the work of
education on this solid and holy foundation; and with this
great object prominently in view, we caniot wonder that the
directing nuthorities of Vietoria College should evince a strong
repugnance to all those infidel echemes and plans which would
erect a godless fabric of learning on however magnificent a scale,
and appropriate to its support the noble endowment of a reli-
