WHY HE WAS SELEQOTED FOR HIS§ PRES-
ENT PLAOCR IN PREFERENOE TO
“ BUOKSHOT " FORSTER.

Horrible Stories of the Cruelty Per-
petrated by His Ancestors
in Irelend.

¥he Tenantry Died by Hundreds from
Yack of Food and Clothing--A
Startling Picture.

The Canadian I[rish are up in arms about
the appointment of the Marquis of Lansdowne
to the Govermor-Generalehlp of Canada.
They are probably not aware that it might
have been worse for them. It is poaitively
asgerted that M:. Giadatons had to choase
between the Marquls and Mr, William E,
Forster, ex.Chlef Becretary for Ireland, and
known to all ulfrapatriotic Irishmen as
«Backehot.” Mr, Forster was the cholce of
two members of Mr. Gladstone’s Oablnet at
least. Theso axe Sir Charles W. Dilke and
Mr, Chamberlaln, and Mr, Gladstone’s refusal
to appoint thelr favorite 15 sald to have been
much resented by both gentlemen. Thelr
motives in pressing the appointment of
Forater are not above susploion, It iscald
that it was Intended ae a sort of honor-
able banishment for bim. Mr., Forster,
a3 {8 well known, attribates kls virtusl dis-
miseal from the Irlsh Secretaryship to Dilke
and Chamberlaln, particularly the latter, and
he has loit no opportunity to thwart the
plans of both, They, therefors, determined
his exlle. Forster hlmself, it may be ad<ed,
sought the appointment as & vindication.
But Gladstone does not llke Forster, and he
also folt no donbt that it would be a perilons
experlment to send him to the town where
D'Arcy MocGes met his fate, therefore Lans-

downe wad chosen.

It may seem Strapge that the opposition to
Lansdowne should bs so great among the
Irish. Heis aa Irlshman himseif, born by
accident in Eogland, He is a descendant of
the most noted of the Norman-Irish families,
the Gsraldines, “ who channeled deep old
Ireland’s heart by constancy und worth.” His
wifa 18 an Irlsh lady, daughter of the only
Irishman who has been Lord Lieutenant of
Ireland for many years—the Duke of Aber-
corn. He 18 an Irlsh landlord, too, but right
here comes the objaotion.

THEB LANSDOWNE ESTATRS,

The Marqais of Lanedowne Inherita a large
landed property in Southwest Cork and
Eerry, the anclent patrimony of the O'Sulll-
vana, which was confiscated by Bir Willlam
Petty, his maternal ancostor, A Cromwelllan

soldler. HIsannnal froome trom this land 1s
$175,000. Nota penny of this is spent In
Ireland. The O'Sullivan sept have never

acqulesced in Lansdowne's title. As tenauts
under English law they refuaed to pay renta ;
they have shot the ogents of thls Lansdowge
snd of his ancsstora; the blood of bis
balilft; without nomber has bedewed the
grassy slopes of Kerry. That the balliffs
were mearly all of the O'Sullivan sept
did not matter. The Lapsiownes psst
and predent retaliated. They rack-rented,
they vvicted, and they pauperlz'd the coan-
try. The most tigld, tigorous and merciless
agents have been gelected to do these thinge.
The most hate] men in the Bouth of lrelsad
at the present time sre Simusl Mnrray
Huseey and Towasend Trench, the agents of
the Lansjowne estates. Thelr treatmert of
the tensntry has heen characlerized as In-
famons, Thils has been the verdict not only
of Nasby (D. B. Locke), Radpath and Wil.
llam O’Brlen, but of so conservative a man
as Charles Rassell, Libersl mewmbsr of Par-
liament for Dandalk, the leader of the Eog-
lish bar, who was sent specinlly to Ireland by
Mr, Gladatone to report on the state of the
tenantry. Mr. Russell published Lhls ex-
periences 1n the Dublin Freeman and London
Daily Telegraph in s serles of lettera, which
have been sfnce publiatied in book form.

In this volume i3 stated how the Lans-
downe family came ko possession of their es-
tate. In Beptember 1654, Dr. Petty came to
Itsland a8 Phyelclan Gencral to the Eaglish
army. Until Jene, 1659, his salary wag 20
shillinga per day, and he had private pra>-
tice. Within a few years ke wa2 owner of
60,000 acres in Kerry, and, as he states In his
will, be had in-lreland “ without the Oounty
of Kerry in land, reversions snd remainders
abont £3,100 -more.” In'theeame document
he qusintly adds that he dies ¥ in the prac-
iice of auch religious worsbip as I find estab~
lished by the:law of my country." . This was
the founderx of fhe Lisnsdowne eatites, ' '

' WHAT HE LEABNED, - i,

«In the famine years,” says Mr. Russell;
¢ thia estate was mot only the sceue of the
most awful miseries of that awiul time, but
it was also the Dlacs from which a- large emi-
gration took plage under -the ausplces of the.
Iate Mr: Tienoh (the agent),: whioh has left
to this day.bitter. memories bebind At.” Many:

the glens; thay dled at the rellet works and
they dled In thelr houses, Bo that whole
streets . or villages were left without an In-
habitant, . . In li(tle more than a year
3,500 paupers leit Kenmare for Amerlca, all
free emigrants, without any ejectnents hav-
1ng to ba brought against them to enforce it,
or the slightest pregsure put upon them to go.
Only some gixty paupers remalned 1o the
(work) house, chargeable to the property of
which X had care, and Lord Lansdowne's
ectates at Jength breathed freely.”

: BMIGRATING ONLY TO DIB.

Nothing need be added to this language.
« Lord Lanslowne's estates at length breath-

ed freely,” The asslsted emigration and the
famine had done its work, asslsted by Mr,
Trench. The history of the consequences of
Lansdowne's clearances is told, says Mr. Bus-
sell, ston the hillsides of Kerry, and the tra.
ditlons of the place keep alive the stary of
the Lansdowne ward in the Naw York hoepl-
tal, where many of these 1li-starred emigrants
fell victims to disease and death.”” Mr. Rus-
8ell falls to mention that therv was a Lans-
downe ward in the Monireal workhouse also.

But thess were in the days of the predeces-
sor of the present Marguis, Lst us ses how
it has been during the rale of the future Gov-
ernor Geperal of the Dominion of Canada.
«The present agent,” says Mr, Bussell,
ttgeems t0 have denled strenuvously the ex-
i{stence of distress on thv Lansdowne sstates
in 1879.80, end to have refased to act upon
any of the several rellef commlittees estab.
yshed in the nelghborhood,” Butin April,
1880, #the agent applied for fands to promote
a new amigration scheme.” He told the Nun
of Kenmare that i when he saw distress com-
ing be sald to his noble master that it would
be the best thing that had ever happened for
landlorde—they would bave thelr tenants at
thelir mercy.”

The Nun of Kenmare also says that during
the time when Lord Lansdowne's agents sald
there was no distress on the estates managed
by him « ghe had tosupply clothes to cover
the children of the Lansdowns tenants. Bhe
had done 80 In consequence of the statementa
made to her by the schooimictress that for the
sake of decency they could not otnerwice
allow the children to attend the schools, even
if thelr parents were willlng to permit them
to do s0.” A member of ths Balief Commit.
tee told Mr. Busseil that ' wers it not for the
relfet glven by our committese a great
number of the Lacsdowne tensnts would have
died.” 71'nis wes in 1880. The causes are
not far to seek. '

« [ belleve,” says Mr, Russsll, ¢ the cases
to be exceedingly few in whiloh the tenants
could, aut of the Iand, pay the exlstlag rent 1t
they reserved to themselves a pafficlency of
food and clothing for decent maintenance,
In one house, aud in one houee only, on this
eatata did 1 ses a pieca of bacon havglng up
in the kitchen. I was struck with this and
with the otberwise greater comfort of the
dwelliosg. I complimented the tenant on
what I presumed wae hid greater industry or
his better managsment, His answer was pl.
thy and to the polnt. He ssid ¢I could
never afford that or to live anyway decent
out of the land.’ ¢ How then do you sfford
it? His anawer was satisfactory. Hs was
an ex-policeman with a penslon of £45
a year,” .

THE ¥ BILENT BYSTEM."

The rents have been rsised recently on
what the French call ¢ the sllent system”—
that 1s, there {8 no general rafae, but « when
a new tepant came in, or the son waa substi-
tuted for the father or for the mother, the rule
ia that an increase then takes place. * *
The tepant may either sgres to pay or go.”
Among the other charges made by Mr. Rnsgell
agsinet Lord Lanedowne ate that he borrows
money to make improvements from the Gov-
ernment at the rats of 1 par ceunt Int-reat
after two years (co interest being oharged for
the two firat yesrs), and that he obliges the
tensants to pay 5 per oent lnterest; that he
obliges tenants to buy llme barved at his
own kiin _and pay at the rmate of 2e
6d per barrel, when i 1a being sold else-
where at 18 34 ; that the sone or daughters
of tenants ars nef permiited to marsy without
permisslon of ths iandlord or agent under
penalty of forlelture of temanoy; that the
rents havo besn raised on abp average thres
diffsrent times in {wenty.five years; that in
1875 the average increass was 25 per oent,
uThe tenants are practically without alterna-
tive. They muit submit.” This wae in 1880,
belors the Land Act was passed, But as the
tenants wors obdliged to take leases lu 1875
they are even now without redress, Hore 15
the store of one of the tenanta glven by Mr.
Buseell, It isthe first one in bis book, aud
is taken as.a gpacimen cage: T

From what has been said It will be seen
that the Irlsh have little reagon to love Lord
Lansdowne—that he is an extermipator of
their race. Ho may, in the langnage of the
Dublin Freeman, appesr - to the ordinary
Englishman or Canadgian “a great Whig
magnate—to the Irlsbman he is a man who
has inherited the traditlons of the most
cruelly managed estate in all afiicted lre-
Iand.”

Mr, Russell, whose work {g here 8o largely
guoted, is the csame gentleman who i3 to
accompany Lord Coleridge, the English Lord
Chanceller, guring hia American vieit. His
inquiry Into the management of the Lans
downe and vother Irish estates was under-
taken at tke speclal request of Mr, Gladstons,

MR. HEALY TO CONTEST THE

Lio¥paw, Juue 12.—~1In the t1lal of the dyna-
mi'e connpirators, precautionary measares on
sn elaborate scale are belug taken to prevent
a rescue of the prigoners while belng oon-
veyed to and from Court; twelve mounted
policemen with drawn swords surround the
van contalning the prieoners, snd pelicemen
armed with revolvers rideinside. The strests
are also cleared tG allow of the rapid paseage
of the vehicle.

A man named Swesney has been arrested at
Qucenstown chorged with complicity in the
marder of Lord Mountmorsig st Ruthven, near
Clonbar, Galway, on September 25th, 1880,
Sweeney had taken psssage for New York by
the steamer which lenves Queenstown tomor~
row. The pilsoner 1ecently left Cong,
County Msyo, abruptly, and an ernquiry Info
his disappesrance wus ordered under the
Crimes Act.

LonpoN, Jone 12.—This afternoon, Mr.
Trevelyan stated that the body of Jury, the
Dublin hote]l keeper, whoso death it was re-
ported hnd been caused by puison, adminfs-
tered by the Invincibles, had been exkumed,
sud no teace of polson discovered. Mr.
Trevelyan alio stated that Peter Tynan
(* Mo, 1*) had boasted after the death of Jary
that he had poisoned him, and no doubt this
was generally belleved among the Invin-
cibles.

Mr. Gladstons accepted a resolution pro-
poeed by Lord Claude Hamilton and suap-
ported by the Conservatives and Parnellltes,
in favor of an early revlsion of the purchase
clonses of the Land Act for tha purpose of
glving faller cffect to the intentions of Par-
liament.

Loxoox, Jane 13,—In the trial of the dyna-
mite conepirators Inapector Majendie testifisd
that he examined the contents of Whitehead's
factory In Ledeom street, Bitmingbam, which
comprised 200 pouoda of nttro-glycerine, G00
poonds of nitric acid and 700 pounds of sul-
pha:lc acld. Ho niso examined n portion of
the Local Goveroment Board office wrecked
by the explosives, and gave it as hid epinion
that twenty pounds of nitro-glycerine caunsed
the damage. The prosscution then closed.

A THRRIBLE CALAMITY.

ONE HUNDRED ARD EIGHTY-EIGHT
CHILDREN PERISH.

TRAMPLED T0 DEATEIN A STAIRWAY

PANIC AT VICTOBIA HALL,
SUNDERLAND.

Sad End of a Conjuror’s Show.

Geiting Out the Bedles-—Hearirendiog
Scenes—Feeling in ¢he Town.

—

LoxpoN, Juns 16,—A terrible calamity, in-
volving the death of 178 children, occurred
in the town of Sunderfand, 1a the county of
Darbam, thia evening, From detafls thus
far recelved it appears that an entertainment
had been given in Victeria Hall by a gonjaror,
which was attended almost allogether by
children, several thonsand belng present. The
seoident oocurred at the clogs of the per-
{ormance. The body ttthe hall bad beon
entirely cleared of its occupants, when same
1,200 little ones came rushing down étaits
from the gallery. At tbe top of the first
filght of stalrs there waa a door whick opened
only twenty Inches, and thus but one child
was permitted to paas through at a time. At
this point, while the mass of children were
pushing forward, eome of them fell and were
unsble to rise owing to the others crowdiog
on. The result was that a great nomber
were pushed down, trampled on and euffo-
cated. The scene was terrible and no effort
oonld etop the mad

RUSH OF THB AFFRIGHTED CHILDERX.

They came on pell mell, though, strangely,
without much shouting, and eoon one hun-
dred and reventy-eight of them were knocked
down and suffocated to death by the others
trampling upou them. ''he greatest number
of bodies, which were badly mangled from
the trampling, lay seven or elght deep. Many
victima and others Who were not kitled had
the clothing torn from their bodles, and this,
together with the bleeding bodles of the un-
{ortunstes, shows the terrible nature of the
siroggle. The ages of the one hundred and
gaventy-elght children known to have been
killed ravged from four to {fourteen years.
The excliement 1n the town when the news
of the dlsaster spread was terific, Great
crowda of people rushed to the acene, until at
last 20,000 persons surrounded the ball. The
fecling was so Intense tbat the authorities or-
dersd out the 68th lnfantry to preserve order.
The work of

of the vlctims was tegun immediately. They
ware 1ald out in the hall, and the parents of
those killed wers admitted for the purpose
of identifying the bogles of the children,
Most keartrending Acenes transpired while
the work of ldentification was in progress;
the mathers of the dead children constantly
uttered plercing ehrleke, and mauy of them
fainted on dlscovering the bodies of thelr
little ones.
LATEST PABTIOULARS.

Loxpox, June 17,— Victoria Hall, Sunder-
laud, where the calagpity occurred last even-
fog, has heen surrounded todsy by a dis-
tressed and excitad crowd, The stairway
from the gallery, &t the top lmndlng of
which occurred the pressure which led to
the acoldent, was from five to six feet wide
and the gallery door, through which the
children were allowed to pase only one at a
time, which clrcumstance i8 regarded as the
diract canse of the calamity, was fitted witha
bolt which lodged in a hols 1a the floor, tbus
narrowlog the passageway for the purpose of
facilitating ticket-taking when the audtence
wab entering the ball, The janitor eays the
gcvne behind the gallery door wae fearful,
Some children wers fixed 1ight in a heap and
actually gasplng for breath, so great was the
pressute of the crowd behind them. The
mejority of the cblidren ju the hail were
nnder tweive yestds of age. When the
disaster utsppened, ths jsuitor and his
wife and several bhsatlly snmmoned by-
standers went to work Immediately to give
the sufferers rellef. They fret sernt out of
tbe bullding by the other exit ways, the little
ones who were stiil in the hall, by this
means avoiiing fesra of u further orush,
Those who went to the rescue ol the unfor-
tanate sufterers founnd the werk of removing
the heap of. brulsed, crasted and sutfocited
bodles no eaey task. Two hundred chlidren
were rescued from the pile who were praoc-
tically uninjared.. Many otburs were found

Meny survivors had
thelr arms broken in the crush ; otheid are
sufferlog from broken ribs or ruptare of in-
ternal orgahs. Groham, the hell keeper,
gays that the oblldren who were not
tweaty yards from the door came pres
ging forward unaware of the tragedy, thus
meking mattera ten times worse than they
teally were. The scena {inslde ths Vic.
torla Hall daring the tduntification of the
bodles was painfal in the extrems and
befilss deacription, The 'sces of the desad
children were aimost in every case black and
swollen from suffocation, from which many
died. The lips were cracked and parohed and
the noses hleeding, and the parents, rushing
wildly about, would fall upon tho-bodles of

weepling, clasp the unoonscious forms jn thelr
arms, valnly endeavorlag to uote any sign of
lits. Many poor mothers swvooned away av
the firet eight of the dead, while others were
wild apd a'most violent in hysterical grief.
After the moving of the dead {rom the hall
today waa the occ-slon for renewed lamen-
tation. One witness of the calamity ctated
today that for the first five minutes atter the
accldent thera waa a graat lack of aselstance,
and from thie cause alone there were certaln-
1y one bundred lives lost. The weather was
warm and the passaxze wsy close, so Ins
ghort time after the catssiropho a stokening
stench came from the pils of corpses at the.
main outlet of the hall.

QNE SAD INCIDENT

was witacssed in the vicipity of the hall. A
lad was sitting on a ratling near Murion street
crying. A passer by tnquired frto the cause
of hlagrlef; * Why, sIr," 6ald he, *7T was in
that place and when I wag coming out a boy
that was dylng bit my bands, sud that's
him,” he added, pointing to the corpse ot a
child I5ing near by.

A HORRIDLE BOENE,

The rescuers’ firat eforts were directed to-
warda reaching the children who were appar-
ently aiive, but o tightly were the viotims
jammed together, that It waa regarded as
dapgersua to drag them out of ths helpless
mses, Jest the oftort woald reselt in pulling
cft the 1imbs of the Iiving ohildren as well ss
mutilating the dead. They therefore prooceed-
ed steadily and systemsatically to it off the
topmost. Fewof thoss who were beneath
had survived, and thelr mosnlogs and low
cries of pain oould be dietinctly heard amid
the excitement, and the crles of bereaved
patente and frende, who wore thronging the
adjacent streets, 'The disaster was referred o
in all the ohurches in Buandeatland to-day, and
by mauy of the preachers in London,and
prayers were cffsred for the parents and
frli nds of the vlcdims.
