As to the claim in respect of the vessel " Ariel," it is ad-
judged and determined that the United States of .America are 
liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we assess and 
award the amount of compensation to be paid on account there-
of to Great Britain on behalf of the owners, master, officers, 
and crew of the vessel, as follows, that is to say: 4,950 dollars, 
with interest from the 10th September, 1889, until this day, 
amounting to 2,456 dol.  3e, and making a total of principal and 
interest of the sum of 7,406 dol. 3e. 

As t,o the claim in respect of the vessel " Kate " it is ad-
judged and determined that the United States of Âmerica are 
liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we assess and 
award the amount of compensation to be paid on account tÉereof 
to Great Britain, on behalf of the owners, master, officers, and 
crew of the vessel, as folloves that is to say: 3,050 dollars, 
with interest from the 10th September, 1889, until this day, 
amounting to 1,513 dol.  31e, and making a total of principal 
and interest of the sum of 4,563 dol.  31e.  

As  to the claim in respect of the vessel " Minnie
' 
 " it is 

adjudged and determined that the United States of America 
are liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we assess 
and award the amount of compensation to be paid on account 
thereof to Great Britain, on behalf of the owners, master, 
officers, and crew of the vessel, as follows, that is to say: 8,460 
dollars, veith interest from the 10th September, 1889, until 
this day amounting to 4,197 dol.  57e, and making a total of 
principal and interest of the sum of 12,657 dol.  57e.  

As to the claim in respect of the vessel " Pathfinder," 
seized 27th March, 1890, it is adjudged and determined that •  

the United States of America are liable to Great Britain in 
respect thereof, and we assess and award the amount of com-
pensation to be paid on account thereof to Great Britain, on 
behalf of the owners, master, officers and crew of the vessel, as 
follows that is to say: 800 dollars, with interest from the 
27th March, 1890, until this day, amounting to 370 dol.  67e,  
and making a total of principal and interest of the sum of 
1,170  dol. 67c. 

As  to  the claim in respect of the vessel " Wanderer," it is 
adjudged and determined that there ds no liability on the part 
of the United States of America in respect of such claim.
