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LEGAL PERSONALITY, PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES

ARTICLE 31

The Organization shall have legal personality.

ARTICLE 32

The Organization shall enjoy in the territories of its Member States the privileges
and immunities required for the exercise of its functions. Such privileges and immu-
nities may be defined by agreements concluded by the Organization.

AMENDMENTS

ARTICLE 33

1. Any suggested arnendment to the present Statutes and its Annex shall be trans-
mitted to the Secretary-General who shall circulate it to the Full Members at least
six months before being submitted to the consideration of the Assembly.

2. An amendmaent shall be adopted by the Assernbly by a two-thirds majority
of Full Members present and voting.

3. An arnendment shall corne into force for ail Members when two-thirds of
the Member States have notified the Depository- Governrnent of their approval of
such amendrnent.M

SUSPENSION 0F MEMBERSHIP

ARTICLE 34

1. If any Member is found by the Assembly to persist in a policy that is con-
trary to the fundamental airn of the Organization as rnentioned in Article 3 of these
Statutes, the Assembly may, by a resolution adopted by a rnajority of two-thirds of
Full Members present and voting, suspend such Member from exercising the rights
and enjoying the privileges of membership.

2. The suspension shall rernain in force until a change of such policy is recog-
nized by the Assembly.

WITHDRAWAL FROM MEMBERSHIP

ARTICLE 35

1. Any Full Member rnay withdraw from the Organization on the expiry of one
year' s notice in writing to the Depository Government.
