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inconsistent with Cambodia's neutrality, withecut praiudice to
Cambodia‘'s right to acquire the necessary military equipment,
arms, munitions and assistance to enable it to exercise its
inherent right of self-defence and to maintain law and order ;

(b) To refrain from interference in any form whatsoever,
whether direct or indirect, in the internal affairs of
Cambodia ;

(c) To refrain from the threat or use of force against
the territorial integrity or political independence of
Cambodia, or in any other manner inconsistent with the purposes
of the United Nations ;

(d) To settle all disputes with Cambodia by peaceful
means ;

(e) To refrain from using their territories or the
territories of other States to impair the sovereignty,
independence, territorial integrity and inviolability,
neutrality and national unity of Cambodia ;

(f) To refrain from using the territory of Cambodia to
impair the sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity
and inviolability of other States 5

(g) To refrain from the introduction or stationing of
foreign forces, including military personnel, in any form
whatsoever, in Cambodia and from establishing or maintaining
military bases, strong points or facilities in Cambodia, except
pursuant to United Nations authorization for the implementation
of the comprehensive political settlement.
