At noon, Monday, April 20,
bells from 38 churches throughout
Seville will ring out to mark the
opening of the Seville’s Universal
Exposition —Expo’92.

Official ceremonies will take
place on the esplanade in front of
.the monastery on Cartuja Island,
site of the exposition. Leaders and
dignitaries from the 110 countries
participating in Expo’92 will hear
His Majesty King Juan Carlos of
Spain declare the world exposition
open.

Balloons bearing the national
flags of participating countries then
will be released into the atmos-
phere. One balloon, with the
Expo’92 identification on it, will be
used to let loose a flock of doves.

The exposition will close October
12, 1992.

The pavilion is divided into five
main components: courtyard, pre-
show area, an IMAX theatre, an ex-
hibition hall, restaurant and art
boutique.
