Mr. Motamedy has also held several
important posts in the Iranian Government, both in the Foreign
Ministry where he served as Director of the Political Division
and lster as Chief of Protocol as well as in other Government
departments, He was Minister of Roads and Communicstions in two
Cabinets and Under-Secretary of State to Prime Minister Feruqi.
