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On motion of Mr. McCleave, seconded by Mr. Danforth, it was ordered,—
That the thirteen petitions for divorce Acts, and one petition for an Act of
Incorporation, filed after December 28, 1960, the last day for filing, reported
upon by the Clerk of Petitions in his Twenty-fifth and Twenty-sixth Reports
on February 9, 1961, together with the said Reports, be referred to the Stand-
ing Committee on Standing Orders for such recommendations as it may deem
advisable.

Mr. Broome, seconded by Mr. Knowles, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-68, An Act to amend the Juvenile Delinquents Act, which was read
the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The Order being read for the second reading of Bill C-67, An Act to
amend the Pension Act;

Mr. Churchill, seconded by Mr. Balcer, moved,—That the said bill be
now read a second time.
