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jGurnalisrn as well as in business. Ail these
activities have been refiected in a very real
way ini the able manner in which lie addressed
this house this afternoon. On hehalf of bon.
members on this side in particular I should
like to congratulate hirn very warrnly on
bis achievernent in winning the constituency
of Brandon in the recent by-election. lis
actions on that occasion speak even louder
of bis abilities and attainrnents than bis
words this afternoon, eloquent as tbey were.

Tbe hon. member for Stormont also made
an exceptionally fine address. H1e bas been
in the bouse now for some tbree years. We
bave beard hirn on different occasions, and on
ecd occasion bave admired bis facility in
speaking in either English or Frenchi and in
always contributing something of value to the
debate under discussion. May 1 say to my
hon. friend that hy bis speech this afternoon
lie bas greatly enhanced the already very
bigli reputation wbich lie holds as a member
of tbis bouse.

Naturally I arn more tban pleased to join
with the leader of the opposition (Mr.
Manion) in recording tbe expressions of de-
ligiht witb wbicb the people of Canada frorn
Coast to coast ha--e learned of the decision
of tbeir majesties to visit Canada in May
and June of the present year. The king and
queen, wben tliey corne to tbis country, wilI
receive a riglit royal and truly loyal welcome
from the people of Canada.

I should also like to join witli tie Leader
of the Opposition in my expression of admira-
tion of the fine personal qualities of their
majesties, of the beauty of their home and
family life, and above ail, of the manner in
whicli tiey bave consecrated their lives to
the public service. .I believe it is literally
true that no sovereigns in the history of
Britain, and it is a fine bistory, bave ever
devoted themnselves more wbole-heartedly and
completely to tie service of their sub.jects.

The visit of their majesties to Canada will
lie a great historic occasion. It will be the
first tirne that tic citizens of this country
will bave bad the opportunity of personally
welcoming on tbeir own soil their king and
qucen. We are ahl deligbted that their
majesties have found it possible in conneetion
with their visit to Canada to, pay a visit aise,
to our good neiglibour, the President of the
UJnited States, and to spend a few days in tbe
Unitcd States wbile they are on this side of
tbe ocean. It is not only the first time that a
Britisb sovereign bas visited the North Amer-
ican continent, but it is the first time that a
Britisli sovereign lias been in the western
liemisphere. Taken altogether, 1 arn sure the
visit will lie one wbicb will go down in the
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annais of history as of outstanding importance
in the story of the great empire of whicli
Canada is a part.

The bouse miglit be interested in just a
word regarding one or two features of the
visit. The arrangements with respect to the
royal tour bave heen plared by the govern-
ment in tbe liands of an interdepartrnental
cornmittee cornposed of prorninent members
of the public service under tie supervision of
the senior members of the cabinet. The corn-
rnittee will work in close cooperation witb
provincial and municipal authorities.

I should like te, stress, in speaking- of the
visit, how difficoît it is both for the cornrittee
and for the members of the governmnent to
seek to meet the wisbes and demands of
different localities as to having- their majesties
visit tbern while tbey are in Canada. The
main purpose of tie visit, of course, will lie
to enable tbeir majesties to see as muci of
tie people of Canada as tbey can, and to
enable tie people of Canada to sec as mucli
of their majesties as tbey can. For that
reason it lias been found necessary to eliminate
rnost of wbat otberwise there miglit bave been
in the nature of functions and ceremonies.
Tbeir majesties are undertaking a very extcnd-
cd tour, and I sbould like to empliasize how
generous tliey have heen in consenting within
the space of one montli to travel from one end
of Canada to the other, thereby visiting aIl
tic provinces of the dominion.

There have been and naturally will lie
many disappointmnents that it is not possible
for the king and qucen to visit certain
localities. But may I say tbat, baving person-
ally gone carefully into the wliole matter of
the itinerary witli the members of tic coin-
mittee and witli tic railway authorities, I
know that the itinerary bas been worked out
witi tbe utrnost care, having regard to wiat
the distances are in this country and to wliat
tic strain is certain to lie upon our royal
guests during tic time tiat ticy are icre.

Their ýmajesties bave expressed a wîsb not
to travel at nigiht in order tbat they rnay sec
as mucli as possible cf the country and of tbe
citizens of Canada. Wien one eliminates
travel by nigit on great journeys sueli as ticy
wiIl lie taking. and confines travel mostly to
the day time, it will lie seen at once that tbe
ar-rangements wvhici bave been made as to
localities to be visited go perhaps about as
far as it is possible to bave tiern go. The
itinerary will lie gone over again witi great
care hy the railway autiorities wien tliey are
fixing the minutes--I migit alrnost say the
seconds-to lie given to the different localities
to be visited, in regard to train services the
movemnent cf trains and the like, and if it is
at ail possible in any way to make any ex-
