CONSIDERATION OF TAXATION REPORT BY
JOINT PARLIAMENTARY COMMITTEE

On the orders of the day:

Hon. Marcel Lambert (Edmonion West):
My question is addressed to the Minister of
Finance. On Friday last I asked the Secretary
of State for External Affairs, who was then
leading the government, whether the govern-
ment would give favourable consideration to
referring the content of the Carter report and
related provincial reports on taxation to the
committee on finance, trade and economic
affairs, or to a special Senate-House of
Commons committee, for study prior to the
presentation of a government white paper.
Would the hon. gentleman care to comment?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Minister of Finance):
Since the Carter commission was appointed
not by us but by the government of which
the hon. gentleman was a member I feel it
would be better and more in the interests of
the expedition of business here if the com-
mittee to which this subject was being re-
ferred were to have before it for considera-
tion not only the recommendations of such a
commission but the recommendations of the
government.

Mr. Lambert: Perhaps the minister would
also consider the impact of provincial reports
on related subjects, since—

Mr. Speaker: Order. This is obviously not a
question.

Mr. Colin Cameron (Nanaimo-Cowichan-
The Islands): Do I understand the min-
ister to suggest that the committee would
have before it only the government’s white
paper, not the report?

Mr. Sharp: No, Mr. Speaker. At that time
the committee could have before it any docu-
ments it wished. I feel it should have before
it the government’s recommendations, at any
rate. It will, of course, also have the Carter
commission report, which is public property
and which can be referred to the committee
at any time.
