to raise the young birds. Would the minister
give immediate consideration to securing the
services for this purpose of Mr. Al Oeming,
head of the Alberta game farm and Canada's
leading zoologist and naturalist, who is the
best qualified of all people in North America
in raising cranes, so we may have a successful
experiment along these lines? Mr. Speaker,
the minister nodded his head, and I was not
sure whether he agreed with my suggestion.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon.
member was making a suggestion rather than
asking a question, and I did not think that
was in order at this time.
