Discussions are continuing between Saskatchewan and
the Federal Government to this end, however, and no
development work will commence until an agreement is
reached.

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ments are currently in force in Wood Buffalo National
Park: (a) Timber Berth No. 367, June 8, 1955; Timber
Berth No. 378, January 11, 1956; Timber Berth No. 408,
May 24, 1956. (b) Timber Berth No. 367, July 31, 1972;
Timber Berth No. 378, May 31, 1975; Timber Berth No.
408, July 31, 1981, with provision for one 2l-year
renewal. (¢) Timber Berth No. 367, 13.4 square miles;
Timber Berth No. 378, 26 square miles; Timber Berth
No. 408, 216 square miles; (d) Swanson Lumber Co., Ltd.,
600 Bentall Building, 10180—102 Street, Edmonton 15,
Alberta.

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): Yes. (a) Previous owners of
each were: (i) Kicking Horse Forest Products Co. Ltd.,
in Golden, B.C. holding cutting licences for Timber
Berths Nos. 40, 292, 328, 329 and 342; (ii) Selkirk Spruce
Mills Co. Ltd., Donald, B.C., Timber Berth No. 117. (b)
The acreage involved was approximately 31.85 square
miles. (¢) The amount paid for the purchases was
$2,943,032.
