The first petition is signed by 1, 156 residents of Manitoba
who fear an escalation of the nuclear arms race and cal! upon
Parliament to support the minority report on security and
disarmament, and to refuse to allow testing of the Cruise
missile in Canada.

The second petition argues that the nuclear arms race could
end in a nuclear holocaust, and it urges Parliament to press for
an early signing of a strategic arms limitation treaty and
actively support the convening of a European conférence on
military detente and disarmament in Europe.

Finally, N4adam Speaker, it is with a great dca! of pleasure
that 1 presenit a petition signed by citizens of the United States
of America who live near the Grand Forks airforce base in
North Dakota, and in Minnesota, who are working for a
nuclear freeze and the stopping of aIl testing and deployment
of the Cruise missile. The petition is sent to the Parliament of
Canada as a form of international support for Canadian
opposition to the Cruise.
