A Message was brought from the House of Commons by their Clerk, to return the 
Bill (97) intituled : “ An Act to incorporate the North Shore Electric Railway Com­
pany,” with an amendment to the amendments made by the Senate to the said Bill, to 
which they desire the concurrence of the Senate.

The said amendment was then read by the Clerk, as follows :—
In the Amendments.

Page 1.—Leave out the words “ Shawenegan to ” and after “ l’Hermite ” insert 
'“,but such line shall not run within four miles at any point of the Great Northern 
Railway.”

On motion of the Honourable Mr. Clemow, seconded by the Honourable Mr. 
Boulton, it was

Ordered, That the said amendment be agreed to.
Ordered, That the Clerk do go down to the House of Commons and acquaint that 

House that the Senate doth agree to the amendment of the House of Commons to the 
amendments made by the Senate to the said Bill, without any amendment.

The Honourable Mr. Mills moved, seconded by the Honourable Mr. Scott,
That when the Senate adjourn to-day, it do stand adjourned until Monday next at 

eleven o’clock in the forenoon.
The question of concurrence being put thereon, the same was resolved in the 

affirmative, and
Ordered, accordingly.
