Barrie, March 19.—Toronto can hang 

up one O.H.A. championship. De La 
Sglle corralled the junior honors here to­
night by holding Barrie to a 5 to 4 score 
in the second game of the Junior final.

The Toronto team won the first game 
in Toronto on Saturday night by 6 to 3 
and carried a three-goal _Jead for the 
game here tonight.

The 6 to 4 victory for Barrie gives 
the Toronto team the round by 10 to S.

A big delegation of Toronto fans came 
up with the Toronto juniors, and they 
raised a big noise when the green and 
white squad .came thru with the title. 
The ice here tonight was hard under­
neath, but two inches of water that 
gathered during the day under the hot 
sun was npt conducive to first-class 
hockey.

There was much overstating of the 
puck, and jt slowed up the passing that 
junior teams usually excel in. Credit 
must be given to the Barrie team, they 
are a game little outfit and when De 
Le. Salle took to trying to save their 
lead by a purely defensive game the Bar­
ris colts tore In like tigers and had the 
Toronto delegation sauiy worried.

Many fans were of tne opinion that 
the Toronto Irishmen should have taken 
the offensive.

Barrie camé within one goal of tying 
it on the round In the last period. They 
were bombarding Koster from all quar­
ters, and It looked as ft they might get 
the needed goal at any stage.

The gong was sounded for full time, 
but it was found that there was half a 
minute to play. Green went down from 
the face off and with three men check­
ing him he gathered In the counter that 

. made It 10 to 8 on the round.
Clever Clean Hockey.

It was a thrilling fixture and with 
real hard Ice would have been one of the 
greatest battles of the season. Both 
sides played clever, clean hockey. De 
La Salles can thank their defence for 
the title.

De La Salle kept shooting 
the puck up the Ice In the last two 
periods, ud It put them at a disadvan­
tage to stall off the whole Barrie team 
coming In like wild men.

De La Salle scored the only two goals 
of the opening period. Barrie got two 

\ to Toronto’s one In the second,
1 Barrie outscored Toronto three to 
in the closing round.

The sticky ice made the game look 
slow compared with the article supplied 
at Toronto on Saturday night. Combina, 
tton could not be worked to advantage; 
the boys overskated the puck, and the 
rubber lay dead when it got in close to 
the nets, where the water was deepest.

Barrie put up a brave effort to pull 
down the lead of the opening round, but 
found the good defence of the Toronto 
aggregation too much to overcome.

Koster Unbeatable.
Koster was unbeatable. He stopped 

them from all ranges, 
times Meeking wriggled his way in, but 
the Toronto goaler turned them all aside 
with ease. It was pretty work. Cain and 
Spring worked ■!?!«? Trojans and drove 
out the Barrie puck. De La Salle tack­
ed on two more goals In the first period, 
tv make their lead five on the round. 
This meant that the Barrie boys had to 
get six more goals than De La Salle In 
forty minutes—a hopeless task. Cain and 
Dye went down the ice fifteen feet apart 
for the first goal. They passed it back 
and forth, until Cain was clean thru. It 
was an easy matter to net It. The sec­
ond tally went to Dye. White was carol­
ing the disc out from behind his owsn 
net, when Dye poked it away, recovered 
quickly, and shot it past Moore.

Barrie moved White up to the forward 
line at the start of the second period 
and it made a vast difference In the 
northern town's attacl^ White was the 
life of the front line and he bothered 
Koster with a hard shot from the right 
boards. He gave Barrie something to 
cheer for when he Clipped In two goals 
In the first ten minutes. This put Barrie 
on the same footing as when the game 
started, three goals down.

Spring and Ingoldsby, subbing for Cain, 
kept out the Barrie forwards for the

While Uhlan, 168; Lee Ax worthy, 
1.58%; Lou Dillon, 1.6814: Major Del mar, 
1.59%, and The Harvester, 2.01, all have 
records below Hamburg Belle’s record of 
2.01%, none of those trotters ever trotted 
as fast In a race as the daughter of 
Àxworthy did, and her record conse­
quently stands as the fastest ever made 
by a trotter In a race. It Is a remark­
able fact that seven of the world’s cham­
pion trotters since the fastest record was 
placed below 2.2U have never held he 
world’s race record. These seven are 
Uhlan, 1.68; Lou Dillon. 1.68%; The Ab­
bot, 2.03%; Sunol, 2.08%; Jay Eye See, 
2.10: Saint Julien, 2.11%, and Rarus, 
2.13%, Sunol and Lou Dillon did not 
make racing campaigns, but the others 
did.

Commencing with the time when the 
world’s race record for trotters was first 
placed belong 2.20, the gradual rediuctton 
of the record—in races—was as follows: 
In 1859 Flora Temple, 2.19%: In 1887, 
Dexter, 2.19: 1869, American Girl, 2.19; 
1869 Lady Thorn, 2.18%; 1871. Gold­
smith Maid, 2.17: 1874, Goldsmith Maid, 
2.16, and a little later. 2.14% r 1877, Gold­
smith Maid, 2.14%; 1880, Maud S„ .2.13%t 
1890. Palo Alto. 2.13%; 1891, Nancy
Hanks, 212: 1891, Delmarch, 2.12: 1892, 
Martha Wilkes, successively, 2.12. 2.10, 
2.09%. 2.08%: 1893 Alix. 2.07% : 1S93, Dl- 
rectum. 2.05% : 1894, Alix. 2.05%: 1901, 
Cresclus, 2.06, and a little later. 2 03%: 
Hamburg Belle, 2.01%. It has been nearly 
eight years since Hamburg Belle, driven 
by W. J. Andrew's, the Buffalo trainer 
svt the mark which still stands, and 
while some very great trofttentr* have 
appeared during that period only one has 
beaten 2.02 In a race, that one being 
Fa-tot Frisco, he racing to a record ef 
2.01%, driven by E, F. Geers.

Peter Volo got In a heat In Just 2.09 In 
a race driven by Tommy Mturnhy, and 
when the greatness of these later trot­
ters is enlarged upon, that of Hamburg 
Bello assumes greater proportions. In 
the race in which she set the record 
which has not yet been beaten she de­
feated the mighty Uhlan. sMlll holder of 
the world’s record In an effort against 
time. No other trainer and driver has 
appeared with Andrew* aWWty to put a 
trotter right on edge to do his very best 
on a certain day, and certainly none has 
ever possessed greater race generalship 
or greater skill In the sulky. He not 
only showed it when he conditioned Ham- 
burg Belle to defeat Uhlan and then 
drove her to victory and again In 191», 
when he scored the same success when 
he prepared and drove Lee Axworthv in 
that notable match race with Peter Vole 
a horse that, until that day had never 
been beaten.

Since the time when the world’s race 
record was first placed below 2.20 only 
ten trainers have driven trotters' that 
have held that record at various times 
and Andrews Is the only one of the ten 
still actively engaged In training heroes, i

London. March 19.—Knockalong,
Europe’s most famous horse. Is dead. He 
was ridden to death by the Bolsheviki. 
After a career which won him prizes ft» 
horse shows all over the continent and 
In England, and a brilliant war record 
on the eastern front, he met a most 
humiliating end.

Just prior to the war Walter Wlnans 
bought the gray thorobred from Lteut. 
Swan, of the Rifle Brigade. He was ex­
hibited at the international horse show 
Olympia, and at Richmond, and sent to 
Petrograd, where he easily won the em­
peror’s prize.

Capt. Bertram, known to horse lovers 
the world over, rode Knockalong. Very 
recently. whHe running riot in Retro- 
grad, the Bolsheviki broke into the stable 
where Knockalong wa* kept. The mob 
took the horse out and rode him all day, 
without food or water. Knockaloi* 
finally dropped in his tracks, lay un­
attended two days, and died.
