MILES INTERVIEWS TORAL

The Conference That Led to Blood-
less Surrender of the Whole
of Eastern Cuba.

General Wheeler's headquarters, before
Santiago de Cuba, Juiy 13, 4 p.m., via King-
ston, Jamaica, July 14.—(1,30 p.m.)—It ap-
pears that on Monday General Shafter did
pot again demand the unconditional sur-
render whizh General Toral had refused on
Sunday, but he offered as an alternative
proposition to accept the capitulation cf
the enemy, and to transport the Spanish
officers and troops to Spain, they to leave
all their arms behind, and there to accept
their parole. It was this proposition which
General Toral declined yesterday.

This morning it was decided to hold a
personal interview with General Toral.

Under Spreading Mango Tree.

The Americans were met by General
Toral and his chief of staff under a spread-
ing mango tree, at the bottom of the val-
ley, about half way between the lines, The
icterview that foliowed lasted almost an
hour. The situation was placed frankly be-
fore General Toral, and he was offered the
alternative of being sent home with his
garrison, Or leaving Santlago Province, the
only condition imposed being that he should
not destroy the existing fortifications and
ghould leave his arms behind. This lat-
ter condition the Spanish General, who
does not speak English, explained through
his interpreter was impossible. He sald the
laws of Spein gave a gemeral no discre-
tion, He might abondon a place when le
fcund It untenable, but he could not leave
his arms behind without subjecting himself
to the penalty of being court-martialled and
shot.

His Government, he said, had granted
him permission to evacuate Santiago. That
was all. Further than that he was power-
less to go.

Toral Saw It Was Hopeless.

Without saying so in words, General Miles
sald the tenor of General Toral's remarks
rll betrayed his realization that he could
not hold out long. When General Shafter
explained that his reinforcements were com-
Ing up, that he was completely surrounded
pnd that new batteries were being posted,
General Toral simply shrugged his shoul-
fers.

“I am but a subordinate,” said he, ‘“‘and
I ebey my Government. If it Is necessary
we can die at our posts.”

During the course of an interview, Gen-
eral Toral said the bombardment of Sun-
day and Monday had done little damage.
He admitted the shells from the guns of
the fleet had destroyed four houises, but oe
msserted that only half a dozen soldiers of
the garrison had been injured. He also
volunteered the Information, when Gen.
Miles gallantly Inquired after General
Linares' condition, that the latter would
probably be compelled to suffer the ampu-
tation of his left arm at the shoulder.

LAST BEFORE THE FALL.

Monday’s Attack on Santiago Was
the Conclusion—Tuesday the City
Surrendered to Americans.
General Shafter's headquarters, near San-
tlago, July 14.—A desultory fire was kept
up all Monday. Every few minutes shells
were tossed into the Spanish trenches. The
greatest damage was inflicted by Hallett
Alsop Borrowe’s dynamite gun, worked by
a number of Rough Riders. One shell blew
a Spanish gun Into fragments and another
tore an immense gap In one end of a Span-
ish trench,’ causing the Spanish soldiers
who were hot killed to rush pell-mell out

at the other end,

Here they were met by an accurate”vol-
ley from the men of the Sixteenth In-
fantry, who had a perfect range op that
end of the trench. The first volley. kill»d
and wounded many and drove the othars
back again into the trench in great dis-
order. g

The - fleld n*gmp are being tﬂed. but
thie resulis are not yét entively latlntactory,
owlug to the-difficulty of getting a perfect
renge.

On the whole, the offensive operations
were weak, so far as giving a basis for a
new proposition to surrender,

Siboney and Altares are being burned,
and this improves the sanitary outlook
somewhat.

POLICY OF EXPANSION,

Will Uncle Sam Adopt England’s
Open-Docr Course ?—Lord
Farrar's Remarks,

New York, July 14.—The Tribune prints
the following from its London correspon-
dent, with reference to the meeting of the

Anglo-American League on W, ednesday:

The most ‘significant remark which was
made at the meeting ,was Lord Farrar's
declaration that prudence was as necessary
as enthusiasm In the direcicn of a movv:-
fn.en‘t.jor the promotion of better relations
Detween two countries,

He emphasized the statement by an ex-
plcit reference to the policy of expansion
upon which the American people were en-
tering, and by a pointed reminder that
the “open door” was England’s principle
in the development of her commercial em-
pire, whereas other nations closed the door
in establishing colonies; consequently, he
urged that it was a matter of the utmost
Importance for England to ascertain whe-
ther the Americans, in their career of ex-
pension, would keep the door open or closed.

Rumblings in Portugal,
Lisbon, July 14. —The Government {s
anxious regarding the internal situation in
Spain. A republican rising in that country
would certainly stimulate a similar rising
in Portugai, where republican ideas are
strong and widespread. The Government
has recalled the military officers who are
on furlough, preparatory to placing troops
on the frontier. The summoning of the re-
serves Is contemplated.

Spanish Gunboat Captured.

London, July 15.—A despatch to The Da'ly
Telegraph from Manila, dated July 9, says:
““The Spanish gunboat Leyte, which was
towing General Monet’s column from Maca-
bore, on meeting with an American war
ship, cast off the boats, which surrendered
to the Americans. In the meantime the
troops in the boats, fatigued and famished,
were compelled by the sa’lors to beach the
boats, the soldiers making the best of their
way to Hagonoy.
Regarding the Irene affalr the despatch
says: *‘This is only one of several sign'fi-
cant Inecidents whieh are likely, sooner or
later, ‘to develop into serious trouble,”

Catch Them in the Harbor and They
Are Worth $13.50 Each,

Liguor Alofie~is & Cheap Commod-
ity and Cubans Are Dropping
Dead in the Streets From Starv-

Key West, July 14—A Cuban by the

Their rations are largely rice and beans,
without even bacom, Jerked beef, Blanco
reports, sells for 30c a pound, bread of poor
quality  for 50c, lard $1, meat 70c, corn
meal 25¢ and rice bHOc.

Dropping Dead in the Streets.

Those of the reconcentrados who have
sufficlent influence with the dispensing au-
thorities sometimes contrive to ‘get ome
wretched meal a day, but the others starfé.

streets, Even among the Spaniards, star-
vation is rapidly sapping their loyalty, and
large numbers of men are banding together
awaiting thd finst Amgfican attack on
Havana as a signal for revoit. The grocery
and provision stores are empty, and the
only articles on the Havana wharves are
about 1000 barrels of cement, wet and
useless. Only liquor is to be had cheaply.

The Spanish
ships now In the harbor, be says, are the
gunboats Conde Vonadito, Marquise de la
Ensenada, Nueva Espana, Filipinas and
Nanez Pinzon, several of which are unfit
for service.

The guns have been removed from the
crulser Alfonso XII, for shore batteries,
Rlanco says, and the cruiser has been con-
verted into a hospital ship, There are also
in the harbor several smaller warships of
the nature of converted yachts, Including
the Flecha, Aguila Magallanes and two
others. The werchant steamers Josefa,
Adela and Maria Horrera are also in “the
harbor. {

CASUALTIES OF THE SANTIAGO BATTLES

.

Retrospect of the Part of the Campaign Just Closed as Seen-

in Washington—Major-General Miles Will
Subdue Spain’s Easternmost Possession—Uncle

Men to

Sam’s New Fortifications—Will This Fall

Washington, July 14.—The first chapter
in the land campaign of the United States
against Spain closed to-day, when the
Spanish colors gave place over Santiago to
the American flag.

Next wiil follow the transportation of
the Spanish troops back to their native
land and the capture of the Island of Porto
Rico, unless peace soon intervenes.

The siege of BSantiago has lasted two
weeks, and was remarkable in many re-
spects, and in none more than the heavy
percentage of loss through death, wounds
or sickness, 'of the soldiers and sallors en-
gaged on both sides. Looking back over
the record of these two weeks, it is seen
that a great Ironclad squadron has been
destroyed, that nearly 1000 Spanish sailors
have been drowned or killed by shell and
flame, and that an untold number of Span-
ish soldiers have died in the trenches of
Santiago,

On the other hand, about 250 American
soldiers have been killed, and in round
numbers 2000 more have been sent to the
hospitals from wounds, fevers and other
allments,

The Charmed American Fleet.

The American fleet had a remarkable ex-
emption frony disaster in the many engage-
ments It has had with the forts at the en-
trance of the harbor and with the Spanish
squadron.

“Next Is Porto Rlco,’” sald BSecretary
Alger, after receiving, news of Santlago’s
formdl surrender, ‘‘and then if need Dbe,
Havana.” The secretar: was In éxcellent
spirits. He has been more anxious than he
dared show as to the condition of our sick
soldiers and looked with apprehension upon
the possibility of a prolongation of the
struggle In the umbealthy valley of Ban-
tiago.

The secretary sald ‘that the. Porto Riean
expedition ‘will go forward dmmediately. It
will comprise new men entirely. The war-
riors in the trenches before Santlago have
distinguished themselves and it is not deem-
ed prudent to bring them In unnecessary
contact with mew troops, In view of the
danger of spreading contagion.

The sick soldiers will be nursed back to
bealth and brought to the United States
as soon as they can be safely removed. Im-
mune regulars will be ordered to Santlago
to garrison the town, and, as stated *a the
despatches yesterday, two of the regiments
are aiready under orders to proceed.

25,060 Troops for Porto Rico.

The Porto Rican expedition will be com-
manded by General Miles In person, though
General Brooke, now in command at Camp
Thomas, Is expacted to be hls main depen-
dence. The ‘size of the expedition will de-
pend upon Gencral Miles’ wishes, although
it s belleved that 25,000 men will be suf-
ficient, At San Juan the navy will be
of greater assistance than it was at San-
tiago, owing to the possibility of approach-
ing the town more closely without risking
contact with mines,

General_ Brooke is. now on his way to
Washington, by direction of Secretary Al-
ger, so that he will be in a position to
make his views known to the department.

The experience gained In despatching
Shafter's. expedition, it is expected, will
aid the officlals iIn their determinaton to
make short work of the Porto Rican affair.
There will be plenty of transports avallable
for the-expedition, as the Government has
‘devised other means of removing the Span-
jards captured at Santiago to Spain than
by carrying them on these transports. That
the navy is ready to do its share at short
notice goes without saying.

Porto Rico is not expected to offer a very
formidable resistance.

The Fall and Its Effects.

It is believed that the moral effect of to-
day’s surrender at Santiago will be to
discourage the defenders of ‘San Juan
There i3, however, always the prospect that
perce may ensue before hostilities have
progressed against Spain’s easternmost
West Indian island, Rumors were afloat
tkis afternoon to the effect that the Span-
ish Government at last had made overtures
in that direction, but their basls probably
was the current belief that one more re-
verse to the Spanish arms would be suffi-
clent to compel the Spanish Government 1o
sue for peace, and this reverse was fur-
nished by the surrender of Toral's army,

The Navy Department has not been af-
fected by these rumors to the extent of
relaxing any of its precautions or abandon-
ing any of its plans, for Secretary Long
stated ‘unequivocally to-day that Commo-
dore Watson’s eastern squadron would cer-
tainly go.to Spain as soon as It could sall.

The territory surrendered to us by Gen-
eral Toral makes about 5000 square miles.

The Spanish soldiers to be sent to Spain
are estimated at 10,000.

Why -Not Gloat Over the Prize ?

Major Hopkins, the military aide to Ne-
cretary Alger, this afternoon hbad spread
before him a huge map of Cuba, showlng
the surrendered belt turned over to the
American troops. The line begins at Azcer-
raderos, about 15 miles west of Santiago
harbor, and then runs due north about
25 mjles to Palmo Sorigna. Had the llne

continued due north it would have pnssed'
west of Holguin, thus. taking the Spanish |
garrison at that point. Evidently General
Toral wished to avold the Inclusion of Hol-
guin, so the line turns abruptly to the,
northeast at Palmo and runs fo the coast

town of Boca del Sagua on the coast. The|
extreme width s about 50 miles.

The Navy Department had not heard up
to the close of office hours to wijlk exteunt
the American fleet was participating In the
Spanish surrender. With Santiago In the |
hands of the Americans, the way will
be clear for Admiral Sampson’s fleet to
enter the harbor and proceed up to the
wharves, as soon as the torpedoes and mines
at the harbor entrance are removed.

Now the Gumns Are “Ours,”

The fortifications of Morro Oastle, Boca
Cayo Smith, and others, are inoluded inthe
surrendered zone, The possession of these
fipe . fortresses, particularly Morro Castle,
will afford valuable garrison points for &
large number of men. The terms unden
which those strongholds are smrrendered are
not yet known in detall, but it is regarded
as likely that their blg guns pass with tl
surrender. While the fleet will soon be
free to move up to Santiago city, some
doubt Is entertained In naval circles whe«
tker any good could be accomplished hy
such a move, as it might subject some of
the sailors to the contagion existing within
the city.

Great attention will now be given to the
sick and feverstricken soldiers on the
ieland. In the opinion of the army !in'-
geons, the sick can be best treated by ree
moval to the high ground back of the loutb-
ern coast, where the heat is less severe
and where recovery could proceed without
fear of communicating disease to the rest
of the army. Becretary Alger is anxiong
to  bring the entige srmy back s ston ag
it can be done with safety to tbo men
themselves, and without jeopardy to tha
other troops in Florida and to the gencral
publle. The active preparations made to
deal with the emergency are such thac it ig
felt the question of disease can be coped
with sguccessfully,.now that the military
situation has been shmplified, i

To Transport the Spaniards, ;’

The plan of the War Department for res
turning the surrendered army of Gernenl,
Toral to Spain will mot necéssitate t‘he use’
of ‘American vessels, It isithe purpose of
the department fo ask for proposals ﬂmnv
all steamship companies which desire t,o’,
compete for transporting the Spanish troops
to Spain, and the most advantageous h‘&
will be accepted.
