The Australians, who negotiated most 
of the territory between the Ypres-Roul- 
ers railway and the Ypres-Menin road, 
appeared to have had comparatively little 
trouble in getting through with the ex­
ception of a narrow stretch just south 
of the Polygon Wood where the Ger­
mans held on tenaciously for a time. 
They had to fight their "way through a 
more or less intricate trench system to 
Polygon Wood and encountered a great 
number of blockhouses which turned a 
vicious machine gun and rifle fire against 
them. The troops apposing them were 
Poles.

The men made a good start in getting 
over the top and swept through the 
eastern portion of Polygon Wood. The 
Germans in redoubts on the eastern 
slopes of these woods surrendered, and 
within a comparatively short time the 
Australians were surging across the race 
course on the level below.

North of Polygon Wood the Austra­
lians covered the ground assigned to 
them in two hours and twenty minutes, 
the average of their advance being 1,200 
yards. The entire Australian operation 
was accomplished with exceedingly small 
casualties.
A Proud Day.

It was a proud day for those British 
troops who forced their 
western end of Zonnebeke village. Not 
since the bitter period of April 1915, 
when the British were compelled to with­
draw from this place, had an allied sol­
dier entered it The wound of this de­
feat was healed largely today.

In the sector north of Zonnebecke the 
offensive proceeded systematically until 
the final line was rushed.

The Germans were active throughout 
last night and put down a heavy bar­
rage fire before this morning’s attack, 
but it did little damage. Much machine 
gun fire and sniping was encountered at 
many places, but for the most part the 
Germans did not make an attempted 
stand.
