GERMANS WOULD LWETO.
MAKE TROUBLE FOR ENGLAND

Berlin, Aug. 22.—“What Will' Swes
den Do?” is tne leading question asked
in official and diplomatic circles here
today. An apparently authentic report
via Stockholm, that England plans a
blanket embargo on all goods to Swe-
en and will permit exportation only
if in each case Sweden gives a guaran-
tee that the goods in 'quest’on will' not
be re-exported, is considered the most
sensational and significant news of the
economic world war, not excepting the
black listing of American and other neu-
tral firms.

“I cannot believe that Sweden will
tolerate it,” a prominent German said
today, and this is the view held in other
well-informed circles. The alleged Bri-
tish embargo is regarded here as of the
utmost importance as a test case and if
Sweden, the strongest and most inde-
pendent of the nearby neutrals, ‘bows
down to what Gerinan ~haracterize
as “England’s economic yoke,” itcis felt
that Holland’s turn will come next in
the not distant future and that, there-
after, England will go out to get com-
plete economic control of Norway, Den-
mark and Switzerland.
