Begrix, Jan. 21.—The preamble of the
East African bill says:—“German colo-
nial principles do not allow. the govern-
ment to indemnify Germans for losses
in other conntries, nor to help a priva‘e
enterprise to a successful issue.  In
the sphere of economics  the
intervention of the Empire can as a rule
only be used against other powers. The
opposition of eavage natives and other
local and natural obstacles must he dealt
with by the colonists themselves.
Neither is it consistent with Ger-
man policy to intervene and
establish state institutions among a bar-
barous people, Bnt by her Cnogo acts
Germany hias bound herself to assist in
the work of civilizing Africa, the first
essential to which is the suppression of
the hunting and exportation of slaves.
The East Africa Company is too
weak to  defend itself
the attacks of slagve traders and must be
supported by the Empire.
