Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 24.—Frosen 
fast in the icefields of the north, the 
Philadelphia barque Alkaline lies be­
yond the reach of mails and telegraphs, 
while anxious friends and relatives of 
the crew wait for spring to bring them 
news of the loved ones.

The Alkaline was caught in the ice 
last October, while working from the 
west coast of Greenland, bound for 
Copenhagen and Philadelphia.

His crew of 12 men were also shipped 
from this city. She sailed last summer 
for the North. The vessel left Ivig­
tutm on October 4th, but owing to the 
weather put into the harbor further 
south on October 17th, since which 
time she has not been heard from.

It is believed that Captain Jensen 
found the ice barrier too great and de­
cided to work back to Ivigtutm.

Both Asked Him, However, and Now

in Prison.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 24.—In the 
opinion of the operating officials of the 
railroads they have not been confront­
ed for many years with a condition so 
serious as is contained in the nine-hour 
law which by its terms becomes effec­
tive on March 4th. In personal inter­
views and in correspondence with the 
interstate commerce commission, the 
officials have indicated an intention to 
conform to the act, but they express 
the belief that it will not be possible 
fully and immediately to comply with 
the requirements.

Petitions of a considerable number 
of the railroad companies have been 
filed with the interstate commerce com­
mission requesting that an extension 
of the time of the going into effect of 
the law be granted them. The principal 
reasons assigned in all the petitions 
for the requested extension of time are 
the inability of the companies to ob­
tain the services of competent, effi­
cient and dependable telegraphers, and 
the financial hardship, particularly at 
the present time, which the employ­
ment of thousands of additional men 
will impose upon them.

Some minor reasons are given in a 
few of the petitions, but the two refer­
red to constitute the burden of all the 
statements made by the carriers and 
constitute what the act itself terms 
good cause for an extension of the time 
of the effectiveness of the act.

The commission by the wording of 
the act is placed between two fires, 
that of the railroads which desire an 
extension, and of the labor organiza­
tions, which demand an enforcement of 
the statute. Thousands of telegrams 
and letters on the subject have been 
received by the commission, most of 
them protesting against the granting 
of an extension! In the circumstances 
it is certain the commission will act 
with care and deliberation.

Next Thursday, the 27th, the inter­
state commission will £ccord to a large 
number of railways a formal hearing, 
at which an effort wilF’be made to 
thresh out the matter of the extensions 
of the law. An effort also will be made 
to establish whether “financial hard­
ship” and an “inability to obtain tele­
graphers” constitute what the act it­
self terms the “cause for an extension 
of the time of the effectiveness of the 
act.”
