SIX RUSSIAN

Washington, May 30.—The Japanese
legation to-night gave out the following
cablegram from Tokio:

losses on both sides in the titanic combat
were great. 2

Early in the battle an officer of the
Almaz, while watching Rojestvensky’s
flagship, the battleship Kniay Souvaroff,
for a signal, saw the flagship shudder
from stem . to.stern as if upder a blow
from a gigantic hammer, and. hesitate in
her course,  while the wayes rose high
from her armored sides. Then she com-
menced to list and sink. The officers be-
iieve that the debut of the submarine
boat as an effective agent in naval war-
fare, or perlaps a large mine, caused
the disaster to the Kniaz Souvaroff.

The "damage, however, 3as so exten-
sive that the flagship soon went down,
leaving the deck officers and many of
the crew struggling in the waves.

KIVE TIMES IN BATTLE.

Tokio, May 30.—9 p.m.—(Delayed in
transmission.)—Admiral Togo’s supple-
mentary report, which reached the navy
department this afternoon, makes the
Russian defeat a staggering disaster, un-
equalled in naval® history. Practically
every ship of a omce splendid- fleet was

"gither sunk or captured, representing a
"loss of tonnage exceeding one hundred

and fifty thousand tons. The remainder
of the fleet has been dispersed, some go-
ing to Vladivostock, others to the China
coast. Admiral Rojestvensky, gravely
wounded, occupies a cot in a Japanese
hospital, a prisoner of war.

Tokio, astounded and elated at the first
measure of victory, seems to be unable
to grasp the still greater triumph that
Admiral 1ogo brings to the nation. Be-
fore the eombat a partial victory with
operations around Vladivostock during
the summer was generally expected. No
one dreamed of annihilation at the first
meeting. Later reports indicate . that
the fighting was o. the most desperate
nature. On’ Saturday and Sunday there
were persistent torpedo attacks, follow-
ing heavy gun fighting. Admiral Ro-
jestvensky appears to have been hope-
lessly outclassed in gunnery.

It is reported that it was necessary
for Admiral Rojestvensky to change his
flagship five times during the battle. He

finally took refuge on the torpedo boat

destroyer, where he was captured.

Admiral Togo’s later dispatches given
to ‘the punie early this evening created
the highest enthusiasm, High officers of
the army and prominent officials hurried
to the navy department and offered con-
gratulations.

The entire staff of the Bank of Japan,
headed by a band, marched to the navy
department and cheered in honor of the
victory.
