cause. The work done in this Coun­
ty in the election, now- so happily 
over, can only be appreciated by those 
who have performed it, and we be­
lieve that nothing but its magnitude, 
which is, alone, the measure of our 
victory’s importance, could have 
maintained the spirit and effort by 
which we have secured success. The

Sunday’s issue has this 
chilling, despairing record :—

The death damp. It chokes a city like 
a dead man’s grasp on the wretched 
murderer’s neck. The clammy breath is 
growing more stifling every day. Men 
are falling by hundreds now'. Aud the 
prospect of another week is terrible be­
yond conception. Negroes, refusing to 
work,are kept in idleness, and then falling 
sick are deserted by their race. Nurses 
and physicians reach but half of them. 
The most horrible outlook men were ever 
forced to face.

Accident at Dorchester Penitentiary. 

Last week two carpenters named McDou­
gall and Penny were seriously injured at 
the Dorchester Penitentiary, by the falling 
of the stage on whichathey stood, caused 
by a load of plank in the act of being 
lowered by a steam derrick, striking it.

Serious Railway Accidf.nt.—Yester- 
day morning about 7 o’clock, a brakeman 
named Thomas Gilfroy was in the act of 
coupling cars on a freight train at Athol 
station, Cumberland County, on the I. C. 
R., when he was jammed between two 
cars at the hip and so dangerously injured 
that his recovery is considered doubtful. 
He is a married man and belongs to Hali­
fax.—Times, 13th,

Killed on the Intercolonial. -On 
the 14th inst. three men while walking the 
track near Gilbert's Island in the vicinity 
of St. John, found the body of a man lying 
on the track with the head crushed almost 
to a jelly and the limbs mutilated. The 
body was conveyed to the depot and was 
identified as that of Thos. Farley of Hali­
fax, w'ho has a brother living in St. John. 
The accident was caused by a train going 
East. An inquest was held "and a verdict 
returned in accordance with the circum­
stances.

Bosnia to be crushed.—A recent Vien­
na despatch says it is clearly intended to 
crush the resistance in Bosnia by over­
whelming masses. It is rumored that one 
half of the Austrian army will be employ­
ed. Another Vienna despatch states that 
Bereka on the Save is being bombarded 
and it is hoped will surrender to-morrow.

Russia has urged Austria to declare the 
annexation of Bosnia. Austria, however, 
adheres to the occupation in accordance 
with the treaty of Berlin.

Lord Dufferin 
Excellency the Governor General expects 
to sail from Quebec on either the 12th or 
19th October,—most probably the latter 
date. A short interregnu m will thus occu r 
between the date of His Excellency’s de­
parture from Canada and that of the ar­
rival of his successor.

Lord Dtffferin has been presented with 
a farewell address by the Ontario College 
of Physicians and Surgeons, to which he 
has sent an interesting and learned reply. 
His Excellency attended the farewell 
cert given in the Music Hall in his honor 
by the St. Jean Baptiste Society of Quebec. 
The president of the society presented him 
with a framed address in French, to which 
he replied iu suitable terms.
