Mr. A. H. Swinton has endeavored 
to show the relation existing between 
the appearance of insects and sun-spot 
cycles, and gives a tabulated record to 
prove that certain insects are most nu­
merous during the years immediately 
fullowifig a minimum of sun-spots, and 
vice vedsa. If this theory may be ap- • 
plied to all species, a period of insect 
scarcity should now follow the remark­
able Activity of the sun’s surface for 
sometime past.

The'strength of hoisting cables for 
mines has been investigated by a French 
commission. Greater care is found to 
be necessary with metallic cables than 
with those of textile materials, on ac­
count of liability to corrosion, and pre­
ference is given to the latter for most 
mines.

Croll, in his “Climate and Time,” 
says : “Here is one way of conveying 
to the mind some idea of what a million 
of years is. Take a strip of paper an 
inch broad or more, and eighty-three 
feet four inches in length, and stretch 
it along the wall of a large hall or 
round the walls of an apartment some­
what over twenty feet square. Recall 
to memory the days of your boyhood, 
so as to get some adequate conception 
of what a period of a hundred years is. 
Then mark oft from one of the ends of 
the strip one-tenth of an inch. The 
one-tenth of an inch will represent one 
hundred years, and the entire letfPbT 
of the strip a million of years. |t is 
well worth making tbe experiment, Just 
in order to feel the striking impression 
that it produces on the mind. Could 
we stand upon the edge of a gorge, a 
mile and a half in depth, that had been 
cut out of the solid rock by a tiny 
stream scarcely visible at the bottom 
of this fearful abyss, and were we in­
formed that this little streamlet was 
able to wear off annually only one- 
tenth of an inch from its rocky bed, 
what would our conception be of the 
prodigious length of timo that this 
stream must have taken to excavate 
the gorge ? We should certainly feel 
startled when, on making the necessary 
calculations, we found that the stream 
had performed this enormous amount 
of work in something less than a mil­
lion of years.”

By an improved method, the quan­
tity of blood in living mammals has 
been ascertained to be between one- 
twelfth and one-thirteenth of the 
weight of the body. Under normal 
conditions this proportion varies but 
little.
