Near the door of the court room they
stand grouped close together,

Mr. Wedron, dignified and placid as
usual.

Mrs. Lamotte, with head proudly
poised, and eyes that seem wells of pent-
up anguish. ;

Frank Lamotte, who during the time
Mr. Belknap was occupied in giving his
testimony, has quietly re-entered the
room, seeming to have recovered, and
looking almost compesed, looks with the
rest, and is once mote, for a moment,
startled out of all semblance of oalmness;

The time enn
for him to aprear; Le ¢:d not come
knew where I should find Lim, wnd s
out for ‘Forty Rods.’ I w.s Getormin
to let that right erd Svlil's troubles

‘Half way between the saloon and Doc-
tor Heat 's I saw him. He passed closc
v me, as I came up from Mill &venue,
and reeled across the road. He wus not
going toward our rendezvous, but aAWay
from it.

‘I falloweqd stealthily. I did not make
my nearness known. I think he was too
drink to knaw where he was going or
where to stop.
