THE LIFE TRAGEDY OF
~ THE QUEEN OF PORTUGAL

e o TS

Nature designed Princess Amelie of
Orleans for the happiest and brightest
of girls, but circumstances have ren-
dered her career most stormy. From
the very beginning of her 'life sorrow
was ever dogging her light footsteps.
She was born in exile, but with inher-
ent light-heartedness passed a joyous
childhood in the neighborhood of Twic-
kenham and in Scotland, although the
atmosphere of ‘home sickness” was
particularly marked in a circle that in-
cluded all the Orleanist princes and
their families, among whom the sub-
ject of constant discussion was the ul-
timate succession of one of their num-
ber to the throne of France.

The little Princess first, however,
learned the true significance of poli-
tics whea her father, the Comte de
Paris, consented to recognize the Comte
de Chambord as head of the Bourbon
family and King of France. This ab-
negation on his part secured his re-
turn to his beloved country, and the
pretty Princess found herself, while
still a child, living at the Chateau
d’Eu, near Treport.

It was there that the handsome Duke
of Braganza wooed and won his bride.
It is strangely characteristic of Royal
persons that, having fully understood
the penalties of reigning, the dangers
that encompass a throne, and the won-
derful peace and safety of private life,

! they should put aside that peace and

privacy, abandon the joys of intimate
home existence, and deliberately take
up the burdens and difficulties that be-
set the path of monarchs.

Perhaps Amelia might have chosen
the easier way, but her Orleans blood,
her inherited ability for Queenship and
her exceedingly beauty, that was cer-
tainly meant to decorate a court, im-
pelled her to become the Crown Prin-
cess of a country that seethed with
discontent, .and groaned under social
conditions that were a disgrace to mod-
ern civilization,

THE QUEEN’S ENERGY,

Her marriage brought her infinite joy
and inexpressible grief. The French
Republic, alarmed by the high mar-
riages of the Comte de Paris’ two eld-
est daughters, and dreading pressure
from abroad, again exiled the Prince
and his family, who once more return-
ed to England, which country the
Comte de Paris never left for France
again. This step determined" Pringess
Amelia in her attitude as future Prin-
cess of Portugal, and her fine charac-
ter developed along lines of determina-
tion to relieve her adopted people and
to strive to engender more content.

From the first she put aside, as much
as possible, all unnecessary form and
ceremony. She was so intensely Royal,
and so convinced of her position and
misssion, that it never occurred to her
but what whatever she did must be
right, (

Although she was only twenty-three
when the Crown Prince came to the
throne, Her Royal Highness had al-
ready established a certain standardof
improved living among the poor of Lis-
bon, and had herself initiated - some
kind of sanitation in the dark and
winding streets. After she became
Queen, her dominant spirit grew even
more manifest, and various Ministers
of the Crown had not infrequently to
rue the day when their opiniong on
home policy differed from that of Her
Majesty. The Portuguese — like the
Spaniards — never speak of the “King
or Queen,” but write of and address
them as “os Reis,” or “The Kings.”

HER LAZY SUBJECTS.
In this fashion the individuality of a

King and his Consort become merged _

together, and when—as was certainly
the case with the late King Carlos and
his spouyse — tHe' Queen proved the
stronger , chardéter of the‘two, it is
certain that ‘m#ny.refornis and actions
attributed to the King were* the out-
come of the Queen's advice. ° :

Masterfulness,.and a strong desire to
manage other peoplé’s affairs ‘are fhe
dominent - notes in< ‘Queex - Amelie's
composition. She is almost too Royal
and too confident. She has done many
good things for her people, but a true
Portuguese does not want to be done
good to, he only wishes to be left alone
in his poverty, and dirt and sunshine.
This side of the national character
Queen Amelie has never grasped, and
she loved to manage her lazy subjects
as she managed her easy-going hus-
band and her affectionate sons. On one
occasion the queen nearly caused a re-
volution at her Court by photographing
with Rontgen rays one of her ladies
who was celebrated for her wasplike
figure.

The Queen, after developing the pic-
ture give a lecture on the evils of tight
lacing and held up her unfortunate sit-
ter as an awful example. All the ladies
were ordered to let out their waists,
and the grumbling and discontent
threatened severe trouble.

FACED POVERTY.

In the same way, and always with
the best intentions the Queen frequent-
ly interfered in the nursery arrange-
ments and the up-bringing of her cour-
tiers’ children. King Carlos, who let
everything slide with his easy smile
and pleasant ways, was really far more
popular than the domineering Queen,
who lived by rule, observed the laws of
health, doctored the sick, tried sweep-
ing reforms, and not infrequently ran
directly opposite to indolent, shiftless
Portuguese ways.

Yet when the pinch of national pov-
erty came a few years ago and the
Ministers were at their wits’ end to find
money for the Civil List, the Queen
cheerfully gave up a large portion of
the Royal income.She cut down house-
hold expenses, reduced her personal ex-
penditure to a minimum, and faced—as
only a good and brave wocman <can—
comparative poverty with the upmost
cheerfulness.

Her belief in the “divinity that doth
hedge a King” was quite extraordinary,
and it was the shattering of that belief
that has been one of the bitterest blaws
aimed at the Queen’s heart during the
weeks of her fearful trial.

HEEDLESS OF CEREMONY.

For many years, she, with the King
and her children. were accusfamed io

assist at High Mass on the Feast of the
Epiphany at the quaint old cathedral
in Lisbon. Not a soldier was in the
streets, there were no tickets demand-
ed at the doors, Royal servants show-
ed the poorest into seats, and there
flocked in among the throng of com-
mon people, “os Reir.”

When they visited the wild neigh-
borhood of Ewvora, near to the confines
of Algarves, the old kingdom of the
Moors, the Royal family went about
absolutely unheralded and unattended.
They motored to the villages, walked
into the most wretched cottages, and
when they entered some hoary church
the whole population’ would follow at
their heels, as heedless of ceremony as
Their Majesties were of danger.

It was this over-confidence in the
loyalty of the people that proved the
King’s undoing, for he refused to see
what had at last begun' to dawn on
Queen Amelie, the growing discontent
of the nation. She even suggested a
temporary absence from the Kkingdom
for His Majesty.

A TRAGEDY QUEEN.

Yet if he had acceded to her wish,
she was prepared to hold the reins of
government as Regent or to stay bhe-
hind and help her young son, the la-
mented Dom Luis, to take up the !
reins. But for once Queen Amelie’s
dominant power failed. She, who had |
ruled her husband from the hour of |
their marriage, found that entreaties
and commands were alike useless. All
her prayers failed to shake King Car-
los’ determination to stand by a ship
that he knew was sinking to its doom.

Queendom has turned to dust and
ashes in the hands of the unfortunate
Amelie, but her high courage, and the
splendid traditions of her house, will
help her to live down the horror and
disappointment she has suffered, and
which are still to be her portion. King

Manuel has not been trained in the
Queen’s school, and that he will revert
to the bad old ways of his forefathers
is one of her fears. The Crown Prince
Luis was, on the other hand, entirely
his mother’s son, and with her to guide
him, would have endeavored to fight
the corruption and decadence of the
Portuguese. For the moment her life
work seems to be ended, but her love
of power, her aptitude for ruling, and
her peculiar fault of interfering in
matters beyond her ‘domain, are likely
still to embroil her in State affairs.
With happiness at her hand, she has,
through ' temperament and circum-
stance bécome one of the most tra-
gic and pitiable women in the world.

STATESREADY FOR . -
FISHERIES TREATY

Main Features 6f'~Nev; Convention Have
Been Agreed Upon by Two
Gountries.

WASHINGTON, April. 1.—A tenta-
tive agreement has been reached be-
tween Secretary Root for the United
States and Hon. Jantes Bryce, the Bri-
tish Ambassador, in the negotiation of
questions between the United States
and Canada along the boundary. |

The main features of the fisheries
treaty provide for a joint high commis-
sion of two members for each country
with power to settle all details and
will include all inland boundary
adopt regulations. The convention
waters between Passamaquoddy Bay,
New Brunswick, and Puget Sound,
and will remain in force four years.
The conventien may then be abro-
gated upon one year's notice by either
contracting party. The treaty is mo-
delled after the recommendations - of |
the Joint High Commission of 1892, |
appointed to consider fresh water dis-
putes.

An agreement also has been reached :
between the United States and Great!
Britain upon the arbitration treaty |
similar to that negotiated. in 1904, be- |
tween Secretary of State John IIuyf
and Sir Mortimer Durand, British Am-
bassador to United States.
