The Street Railway Plans.

It is understood the St. John Railway
Oompany swill- break ground for the east
gm at the cormer of Princess and
rma n streets, and at first proceed
np Prificess to the Centenary.church cor-
mer. This; However, will not be attempted
until the'frost is out of the ground, which
may not be for a fortnight or three weeks.
May 1 is locked upon as an extreme date
for the commencement. A large gang of
excavators will be placed to work under
the comipany’s own section bosses.
Whether the Carleton branch extension
will be commenced at the same time as

~the east end addition is not yet decided.

Two gangs will, of course, be necessary, if
such a course is adopted, with a double
system of euperintendence. It is supposed
the company will decide upon rushing the
east end loop through with a specially large
force and then turn attention to Carleton.

If the mew tracks in the city proper
afe commenced by May 1 practical work-
men say they should be completed in five
weeks at the outside. The “special work,”
such as curves and switches, takes a great
deal of the time, and the mew loop will
be rather serpentine in its course, as its
name suggests.

PRESEYTERY WOULD
PREFER NO FUNERALS ;
HELD ON SUNDK

Co-operation of Other Denominations
to Be Sought--Delegates to Gen-
eral Assembly Chosen.

At the quanterly session of the St. John
Presbytery here Tuesday, Rev. F. Baird
presented a report on young people’s so-
cieties, and it was decided to allot a time
at the October meeting to discuss young
people’s work.

The jubilee of Rev. J. McGregor McKay,
which will be in June, was discussed, and
the Presbytery will communicate with the
Truro Presbytery, where Or. McKay was
ordained, relative to the matter.

Rev. J. A. McLean, convenor of the
committee on church work, dealt with
Sabbath observance, saying it was difficult
to gauge just to what extent church work
was affected. All along the lines of the

C. P. R. and I. C. R. men were working
on Sunday. Speaking of temperance, he
said total abstinence was more generally
prevalent than three years ago, and social
usage is favorable to the advance of tem-
perance. At Grand Falls, with a 7,000
population, there are eight licensed sa-
locns.

In regard to church extension; the report
gaid there were very few families in the
Presbytery who do not attend some church
and a special effort has been made towards
having all children attend Sunday school.

Referring to elections, the report stated
that pure elections were few and far be-
tween. The spinit of religion seems per-
meating every department of life, and a
readiness to help those who need is becom-
ing greater. The report showed sucecess.

Against S8unday Funerals.

‘_A;t the afternoon meeting Rev. J. W. A.
Nicholson introduced the following mo-

Resolved, that this presbytery -express its
strong disapproval of holding funeral ser-
vices on the Sabbath day, except in such
cases as the undertakers or doctors con-
sider necessary, interfering as it does with
the regular religious services of that day.

The report of the home mission com-

The home
misesion committee of the general assembly
have granted $500 towards the New Bruns-
wick field on the representation of the
Presbyteries of St. John and Miramichi
for a missionary for the lumber woods. No
man could be had last season and it was
thought better to wait till next year be-
fore appointing anybody.

$250; Dorchester, $300; Grand Falls, $400;
McAdam, $200; Waweig, $250; Hampton,
$200; (Nashwaak, $200; Springfield, $285;

Concerning the last grant a great deal
of discussion took place and it was agreed
ithat the grant should be given condition-
ally for one year, the home mission com-
mittee in the meantime to canvass the
whole situation and see what can be done
towards amalgamating the congregation
with some other of the city churches.

WORDEN DID NOT
RECEIVE ORDER

Jury in Bay Shore Collision
So Find

'"WERE OUT FOUR HOURS

Criticizes Signing of Train Orders by
Proxy--Urges Stricter Following of
Rules in Transmitting and Signal-
ing Orders.

After being out pearly four hours the jury
in the Bay Shore collision case brought in
their verdict to Dr. F. L. Kenney, coroner,
at 2.30 o’clock this morning, as follows:—

“We find that the said Wm. Rogers was

instantly killed in a collision between van
and engine No. 2104 and engine 992 on the
main line in the yard at Bay Shore on the
Canadian Pacific railroad on _the 23rd day
of March in the year of our Lord 1905, and
Oliver Carrier died of injuries received in
such collision while being conveyed to the
General Public /Hospital in an ambulance
on the forenoon of the 24th day of March
in the year aforesaid, between the hours of
12 and 1 o'clock;

“And we do further say that the collision
was due to the fact that Yard Foreman
Worden was not informed of the contents
of order No. 102 ‘received by the night oper-
ator in charge at Bay Shore station on the
night of the accident;

“And again we say that, apart from the
fatal consequences following the signing of
the name of Allen Worden, contrary to the
rules of the road, to the order in question,
thereby destroying the purpose which the
faithful completion of the order was intended
to serve, other employes of the road at Bay
Shore, in asking or permitting the habit of
having their names attached to order by
proxy, are proportionately neglectful of their
duties in disregarding the rules of the road.
We would recommend that the railroad com-
pany insist wupon _ stricter compliance
with the rules regarding transmission and
signalling of train orders than has hereto-
fore prevailed in Bay Shore yard.

“We wonld also recommend that a suitable
place be.provided dat or near Sand Point for
the reception of accident cases where first
aid can be promptly applied and such cases
have a place of shelter whilst waiting for
the ambulance.

“We would also recommend that perman-
ent provision be made of a room on the
west side for the purposes of holding
coroners’ inquests.”

The Clesing Testimony.

The first witness, Herbert Robson, sub-
car inspector at Bay Shore, said he did not
hear any conversation between Cormier and
Worden but heard Cormier tell Campbell
to go and tell Worden he had orders. When
Campbell returned he said he had told Wor-
den and that Worden had said it would be
all right.

Wm. B. McKinnon, of Fredericton, a
brakeman, told about accompanying Carrier
to_the hospital.

Terminal Agent Gilliland, of the west side,
testified that Cormier said he had received
the order and had sent Campbell out'to tell
Worden to come in and sign and Campbell
returned and told him he had seen Worden
who had sald it was all right, he would look
out for that and on the strength of this in-
formation he had signed Worden's name.

The cause of the accident in opinion of
the witness was Worden not having re-
ceived the order and engine 992 being given
her order before Worden had signed his.
He did not remember the signal board being
reported to him as out of order and did not
know it was until the 25tb ult. He did
not think if it was in order it would have
had the slightest effect in preventing the
accident and it never was any service. He
did not know of any operator signing other
persons’ orders.

Mr. Gilliland said that although the rules
say a fixed signal is necessary at a train
order station and the Bay Shore was such,
he did not think they applied to the Bay
Shore as it was within the yard limits,

On hearing Cormier’s story he had doubts
if Worden ever received an order or if he
did must have misunderstood it.

Addresses of Counsel.

This concluded the evidence and the ad-
dresses to the jury were then made.

Representing Wm. Rogers’ relatives, J.
B. M. Baxter contended Rogers’ death was
due to engine 992 getting superiority over
the other yard engines without the latter
being warned. It might be that Campbell
calléd to Worden but he did not credit this

t he believed Cormier sent Campbell out.

e believed the C. P. R., through its offi-
clals, had failed to protect the life of Mr.
Rogers.

Mr. Mullin, representing Cormier, said Cor-
mier was not called to make a statement
though present. He would not permit Cor-
mier to make a statement now. (The coroner
had offered to allow him to do so just as
Mr. Mullin started). Under the rules, Mr.
Mullin said, Mr. Gilliland was obliged to
admit there should have been a signal board
at Bay Shore.

Mr, Mullin said “Worden’s evidence brought
home to the C. P. R. negligence of provid-
ing the proper signals.at Bay Shore. It
was most reprchensible and improper for
the C. P. R. to confer with a witness who
had not completed his evidence at the in-
quest. He asked what there was to throw
doubt on young Campbell. What motive was
there for Campbell not to deliver the mes-
sage? Was Worden’s statement after the ac-
cident, ‘I suppose we'll be blamed for all
this,”” the talk of an innocent man? He
asked the jury to weigh carefully this piece
of uncontradicted evidence. So far as his
client ‘was concerned he was acting straight-
forward. ‘“What has he done more. so than
the C. P. R. itself in violating a rule?”
He asked them not to hold young Cormier,
who has his whole lite before him, respon-
sible for this accident.

Mr. Taylor, for the C. P. R., said it was
to Mr. Baxter’s interest to lay blame on the
signal board but he did not do so. It was
inconceivable that Worden, having received
orders, would go about his work withqut
communicating to any of his crew. The sig-
nal had nothing whatever to do with the
case. The evidence of all but Mr. Worden
showed that they would not mind it. “Do
you think if that signal was out of order,”’
he asked, ‘‘and most necessary you would
be content to report it once or twice?”’ The
rules showed that if the signal was out of
order flags or lights could be used. The
answer was made there were no lights; six
months without lights! It showed that that
train order signal was not held in much
import or the operator would secure it im-
mediately. The responsibility, he felt, had
to be put upon the yard foreman or the
operator.

Mr, Mullin, in replying, said he noticed
that Mr. Baxter had-pdid much attention to
the train order sigmal but he did not do so
now. It was inconceivable for him to ne-
glect such an important piece of evidence.
The C. P. R. knew this signal was out of
order and the officials habitually violated
their own rules. ‘‘Are you going to hold
Cormier responsible because he is following
the path of the other officials,”” he asked.
Did not Cormier carry out the rules and
send out for Worden and get a reply which
meant for him to sign? All the trouble was
due to the lamentable lack of system of the
C. P. R., which corporation feel® they must
fix the blame on somebody. The accident
would not have occurred had the signals
been in proper order.

Coroner Kenney submitted several ques-
tions for the jury to consider. Cormier, he
sald, has borne a good reputation and there
was no evidence that employes were in
liquor that night. He read extracts from
what the witnesses had said and then rested
the case with the jurors.

Fredericton, April 5—The twentieth an-
nual meeting of the St. John River Log
Driving Company was held this morning at
the Queen Hotel. The president, John E
Moore, was in the chair, and those present
inciuded W. H. Murray, Chas. Miller, Fred
Miles, John A. Morrison, Geo. 8. Cushing,
N. H, Murchie, George McKean, Donald

THe accounts for the year were passed and
some routine ‘business was transacted. The
meeting elected the following directors:  A.

American Capitalists May Buy Out
Richard’s Concern and Erect Pulp
Mill,

(Newcastle Advocate).

Unless something goes astray, New Bruns-
wick will soon have one of the largest pulp
and paper concerns doing business and own-
ing immense interests within its limits. Geo.
D. Bayles, president of the Bayles Pulp and
Paper Company, of Binghampton, New York,
with a committee of the dictorate of the
company, passed through the province on
Friday en route to their homes. They had
visited the heart of the forests and were
going back to report on their visit to the
full board of directors of the company. They
have secured an option from the William
Richards company on that concern’s timber
lands and mills, and are particularly in-
terested in one piece of 166,000 acres along
the Southwest Miramichi and Taxis river.

| Their expenditure if the company decides

to locate here—and President Bayles says
that they probably will within the next few
months—will be between $1,000,000 and $1,500,-
000. “Pulp and paper manufacturing,” said
President Bayles, ‘‘are of course our primi-
tive object, but we want enough lumbering
possibly to ingure us on our investments
and we feel that we have it. Our inten.
tions are to within a few years start a pulp
and paper industry., This would mean -a
plant for New Brunswick like that which we
operate at Austin, Pennsylvania, where we
have 450 men employed.”” ‘The capitalists
did not interview the government and said
that they could see mo reason for so doing,
as they positively will not ask for assist-
ance unless it is a subsidy for building a
railroad.

Men Between 18 and 65 Liable to Be

Also defined
what is a ratepayer. Persons from 18 to
65 will be called out to open winter roads.
It exempts clergymen from this duty.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley explained that this
bill was to provide that owhen a town was
incorporated at its first election any per-

RUSSIA COULD  HAVE
NEW NAVY N 10 YEARS

St. Petersburg, April 5, 11.26 p. m.—
The committee appointed to investigate
the capacity of the Russian ehipbuilding
industry for carrying out Russia’s new
naval programi has reported, showing
that the present Baltic yards and machin-
ery shops expanded to their fullest capa-
city could deliver in three years eight of
the twenty-five big Dattleships and cruis-
ers and eight of the twenty-four smaller
cruisers contemplated. Given five years,
fourteen big ships and seventeen small
craft could be completed, while the whole
programme can easily be executed under
ten years.

The details of the programme have not
been officially published, but it is reported
that it comsists of ten battleships, fifteen
15,000ton armored cruisers of the Russia
type; twelve 9,000-ton cruisers of the
Bayan type; twelve cruisers of 5000 to
6,000 tons, exclusive of torpedo boats, de-
stroyers, submarines and mineships. Rus-
sia’s works aere capable of supplying ar-
mor for only two and one half ships year-
ly and the committee has not considered
armament,

A BEARDED LION

Whipped in His Cage by a Twénty-
Pound Raccoon.

James A. McCallum has a mountain lion
that he is now willing to part with to any
one as a gracious gift.
