1 have thus far endeavored to give you a
short skeich of the history of Carleton Chap-
ter for a period extending over 100 years
from Jan. 9, 1805, to Jan. 9, 1905, and I have
but a few words to add in conclusion.

In looking over the old records there are
two things that stand out quite prominently
and which I have not particularly referred
to. The first is that the chapter was not
opened nor any business transacted until af-
ter all present knelt in prayer. Freemasonry
requires a belief in the existence of God.
We are taught to implore His aid in all our
laudable undertakings and our ancient com-
pan.ons never appeared to forget their duty
in this respect.

The eecond thing that attracted my atten-
tion was the many amounts from time to
time appropriated from its limited treasury
for the relief of the wants of the rsick, the
needy and the infirm, and the =assistance
of the widows and orphans of thoss who,

The celebration of the 100th anniver-
sary of Carleton Royal Arch Chapter of
Free Masons took place in the Masonic
hall, Germain street, Nov. 27, and was
a brilliant success. The exercises consist-
ed of an historical sketch of the chapter
by William B. Wallace, K. C., and a
variety of instrumental, musical and liter-
ary selections. The room called the blue
room was the scene of this part of the
proceedings. It had been lavishly and ar-
tistically decorated for the event with
bunting and flowers.  The proceedings
terminated with a most enjoyable dance.

The programme, which was printed on
a very neat folder, consisted of recita-
tions, and vocal and instrumental num-
bers all of which were enthusiastically
received and encored. It was opened with
an overture by the orchestra, Miss Mil-
dred Isaacs followed with a recitation.
The historical sketch by Mr. Wallace,
then followed.

Others who took part in the programme
were DeWitt Cairns, vocal solo; Messrs.
Btokes and Jones, instrumental duet, Lo,
Hear the Gentle Lark; flute and clario-
net; Miss Ida King Tarbox, vocal solo;

Mr. Weallacs's Address. .

The historical sketch by Mr. Wallace,
grand high priest, was as follows:

Friends and Companions:

It is a universal practice, followed by in-
div.duals, societies and nations, with ap-
propr.ate ceremonies to celcbrate the natal
day of their existence, and we thls evcning
are assemb.ed together, ip the fast fa..ng
mellow light of the t, to honor the .00th
anniversary of the founding of Carleton R.
A. Chapter. The well preserved records of

this Misonic body have been carefu.ly com-

piled and are of greal ass.stance in deter-
mining what occurred. so many years ago.
On them are inseribed the events and occur-
rences of its several convocations, together
with the names of many old and trusty com-

n.ons whose voices are now a part of the
melody of the past

Prev.ously to the year 1790 there was a
general chapter in the city of St. John which
worked under the warrant of a lodge called
Hiram No. 17. At and before the time of the
organization of what was afterwards called
“The Carleton Chapter” (for it did not get
its name until Nov. 29, 1803), the warrants
of Maszonic lodges allowed the conferring of
the chapter degrees by general chapters so
held under th.m. Such crapiers, it further
appears, could hold their mectirgs under one
or any memper of lodge warrants, upcn noti-

fication to the grand lodge by issuing such,

warrants.
The Organization.

On the evening of Jan. 9, 1805, nine Royal
Arch Compan.ons, with a Bro. Brown, of
St, George's Chapter, Maugervlle, assembled
in the lodge room of ‘‘Sa.nt John Lodge No.
29,” in this city, and decided to open a

and ten days afterwards they again met and
eiecied the tollow.ng officers:

The first candidate to receive degrees under
the Scotch warrant was Robert Payne, who
was exalted on Dec. 18, 1822.

On Sept. 23, 1823, by the recommendation |
of Murray Pringle, Sir Parrick Walker, ofi
Edinburgh (Scot.), was elected as representa- |
tive of the chapter near the Grand Chapter|
of Scotland. In i825 a Grand Chapter was|
formed in Nova Sco.a, and it assumed juris-!
diction in New Brunswick, appointing Comp. |
Benjamin L. Peters (who had formerly been |
a member of Carleton Chapter but did not|
join under the Scotech warrant), for districts
of St. John and St. Andrews. After the ap-
pointment of Comp. Peters the Grand Lodge'
of N. S. suspended Albion Lodge No. 52 and,
subsequently, 1n 1827, notify.ng the chepter
of the fact, confirmed this suspension.
Comp. Peters, under the direction of the
Grand Chapter of N. S., called upon the
chapter to come under its jurisdiciion and
adopt its comstitution. This was followed by
a threat by the Grand Lodge of N. S. of
expulsion from masonry of all those who
might be exalted in the chapter until they
;8hould acknowledge the Grand Chapeer cf
i N. 8. In addition to cla.ming Mason.c juris-
diction these grand bodies cla.med Carleton
Chapter could not confer the Mark degree
under their Scottish Chap.er, ‘‘as it was not
particularly spec.fied (here.n.’”” The chapter
appealed to Scotland, but there does not ap-
pear to have been any sat.sfactory answer
to their appeal. {

Created Some Friction. |

The action of Nova Scotia seems to have|
creaied considerable friction, but the com-
pan.ons did not act as if they were the least
downhearted or disposed to yield, for on
Jan. 9, 1828, they observed the anniversary
of the founding of their chapter, Comp.
Thomas Weimore, their first H. P., then his
majes.y’s attorney-general for th.s province,
being present, whom, despite the appoin ment
of Comp. Pe.e:s, they aduressed as ‘‘Daputy
Grand Master of N. B.,” and it is recorded
that afier chapter closed ‘‘the companions
being seated, a few bo.tles of cho.ce Maderia
was introduced, the standing toasts of the
K.ng, and Royal Craf;, the Supreme Grand
Royal Arch Chapter of Scotiand hav.ng been
drunk with much ‘eclat.’ :

After this the interest in the chapter
gradually dwindled, there be.ng a few scat-
tered comvocations until Sept. .1, 1833, when
the companions ceased to assemile, the cause
set forth in the minutes for this state of
affairs being the action of the Grand Lodge
and Grand Chapter of N. S.

Up to this time Carleton Chapter had
drawn its mater.al from St. Jchn Lodge No.
29 and Union Lodge No. 38, al.hough .ts re-
