Cockney Pleasure-Seekers — Attrac=
tions of the Seaside—Brighton,
Margate and Plymouth—Windsor
and Hampton Court—Other Re=
sorts.

SUBURBAN RESORTS.

Iondon househclds in June become
harassed by the constant recurrence of
one momentous interrogation point—
Where sholl we spend the holidays,which
are almost upon us? What is the besé
single cay’l excursion within reach from
the town? How cain we have a pleasant
litile family and cousinly fete for the fre-
quent four-and-twenty hours’ release
from business, which will recur a number
of times during the coming three months?
The difficuliies of the questiopn by no
means consist in the deasth of choice; on
the contraiy it is-the multiplicity and va-
riety of aitractions, which locm in every
directicn, which ccmplicate the dilemma.
Never was *lace Dlesscd with a wider
choice of suburban entertainient than
London; an: when Ispeak of chis choice,
I refer to a civenit of {ifty miles in a’l di-
reciions, which constitutes the real sub-
urhs of London. Is not Brizhton called,
an’ rizhtly, “I.-ndon-by-the-Sea”? And
cdo not the Whitsuntide excursion ireins
carvy you, if you will, to Margate in the
east, Plymou.i in the south, Leamington
aad Kenilworih in the west, and Cam-
biidge an i Pelerborengh in the north? It
is a gocd sign 12 the Londoner, of what-
ever rank an degiee, that as soon as he
gets a heliday, his drst thought is to get
out inio the cpen air. You won’t finl
him spend’ng his ‘4iay o2& wandering
aimless through the streets. Ilolid:ys
'have been a matter of the cultivation of
centuries by the Lon<-ncrs, and if you
read the history of English pastimes,than

| which no history is m-ie enfertaining and

instractive, you will find that the Lon-
doner has always, from time immemorial,
hastened cif out of the city heat and dust
when he has proposed to enjoy himself.
To climate e is quite indiFerent; I have
seen 8’ Cockney party, boisterous over a
whitebait dinner on the balcony of the
Crown and Anchor at Greenwich, erected
just above the waters of the Thames, ut-
terly chlivious of the fact that a fog con-
cealed every craft on the river, or that a
fine 1ain was gradually saturating their
holiday - apparel. The fivst thing, on a
holiday, is to get out of sizght of London.

Al why n t? The very-poorest may
lcave St. Paul’s miles away if he will. For
a paltry penny he can go to umbrageous
L‘hcl_sea or to Greenwich, or tu Battersea,
or to War ning,ilat peculiar purlien which
has become famous as the birthplace of
Arihur Urton, Hutcher.

TIE SEASIDE.

Many are aquatically inclined; and this
is not astonishing in the inhabitants of a
sea-girt isle. To such the choice is nar-
rowed but still ré’ains ifficuli.  Shall it
be “to Bright.n and back for ‘arf a
crown?” Brighton, .o be sue, is fifty
miles away,. on the Sussex coast; there-

fore, & jaunt of a hucdrel miles. ' How
many Americans woul’ think of making
a trip of a hunired miles to spend the
Fourth of . July? But here, it costs just
sixty-two cenis the return journey; the
train goes in a little less than an hour,
and the Londoner may have a leng ‘day—
from 9 in the morning ¢ill 5 at night—on
the glittering sanls an'1 the stately chalk
white cliffs.© Margate, the elysinm of
cockney scasides, 2amsgate, a place fora
cosy picnic, the pretiy inlct of IHerne
Bay, even the picturesque harbor of Ply-
mouth, with Mcount Idgecumbe Island
lying just off the shore, arc within easy

Jreach. All have their partisans, and all,

on a holiday, are scenes of the utmost
Jjollity imaginable. The city clerk, with
check ciravat and squeaky boots and a
flower in his batton-hole, is there with
the grocer’s daughter, all calico and
smiles anc check-roses; the haberdasher
of St. Paul's churchyar! is there, with
his ¢cl! lady” and her lusty offspring;
gay kncts of bachelors are there, off on
“ga bender” ; groups of maiden ladies, not
cuite so rim as usual; even awful city
dignitaries, bringing with them a turtle-
soup and baron-of-beef air, are not want-
ing. There are comfortable little picnic
parties in the interstices ‘of the cliffs; the
bathing machines are emitting, constant
contributions to ‘‘the Driny” in the shape
of ladies, old and young, fat, slénder and
Hebe-shaped, who creep down the steps

costumes, and keep up a chorus of little
squeaks and screains, and splashing and
puffing all up and down the Feach; par-
ties in wagons dash by, singing and shout-
ing; the paralytic and gouty, who have
come for the ‘““air,” and are drawn along
the sands in little invalid c.lrnag(.s by
ponuerous ﬂunne) s, finl themselves in a
vem:-est of noisc and iun, and are fain to
retreat to the “crescents” and squares,
where they have token u;, their abode. A
lay at the seaside, to the Londoner and
his family, is full f jleasures and happy
reminiscence, unemvitiere! Iy the reccl-
lections of a ccstly outlay; and it is one
of Lon:. on’s greaicsi advertages that
there ave sc many se.:.de Jesoris within
easy reach of it.
THE HCSP:TALITIES CF ROYALTY.

But when these resorts are naneld, but
one resource of h_li’ay pleasure ave
been considercd. Tasies differ, and there
are protatly some thouasanis - f Lernlon-
exs who do not caic a rusl: for the
“countless laugh <f the waves of the
sea.” They may pay their 1acney and
take their choice in a score of directions.

The valley of the Thaives cffers a be-
wildering val'cty of aitractions. The
rather u'rly but far from conif rtless
little steainboats, with thcn amia sle fun-
nels waich do not e'q,vct, the "ridzes to
to move for them, lut gcod natuledly
bend to then: and s go uirler, which ply
on the river, ‘will mke you, for a few
pennies; to nobler palaces anl rural. pa-
radises. Why not take the girls down
to L.ichmond Park, with a hariper of se-
ductive cold chicken, sandwiches, ale
and sherry, and have a cozy lunch of it
under the big oaks of the many centur-
ies’ glunth “With the tarae deer looking
on, and just .under the ivied walls of
Lord Lussell's Fevershaiy Lodge?  Why

not make an excursicn (o Kew, the most

endless parterres, lawus, horLlcultural
miracles ; upufcch fairy land of flowers
and shxubs setween walls, and all free
to everybody? Why not wander through
the historic roowms of Windsor, H‘lmpton

in the most cutrageously  funny bathing |

wonderml garden in  the worhl with:

Coui, Eton, and sce the rel’cs of royalty
and the t-iumph ¢f art collected there?
They ave open to “he public, and the pub-
lic is not slow to avail iiself of the boon.
At eitner or all of the places there is op-
por:uaity for sighf-seeing and for pleas-
ue mehing. An hour inthe palace at
Hampuon Court, an hour of merry-lunch-
‘o under the magnificent folinge of
Bushy Park, an hour’s pull on the Wind-
ing Thames, an hour of rest by the big
fountein, an hour of boisterous frolic in
loybrinths of thé  “maze,” fills
out a very telerable day of merry-
making, at- a very trifling cost.
Hampton Court on a holiday is
a perfect beehive of busy pleasury-
seekers, and the hospitality of royalty is
justifled by the good nature, the absence
of all mischief doing, and the- healthy,
hearty interest which the motley maulti-
tudes display. All along the Thames are
tempting sojourning places, which, if less
famous than Windsor and Hampton, are
not less attractive to the Cockacy taste.
There 1s Twickenham, which we read of
in Pope, though the liitle humpsback-d
poet’s famous grotto has di“sr)poz\*'*d
there’s Strawberzy Hill, the beautics of
which are so: charmingly descilyed by
Hozace Walpole, wio lived the_e; there
I3 Putney, the home of Piti, and tihe
scene of the Univer ify rnces; there is
Beaconsfleld, where Burke lived and from
which Mrs. Disr:.eli took her iigle; there
are Mortlake, and Fulham, and Hammer-
smith, an Kingston—all places oi’ resoz L,
with-a gcod & “eal ol layvn anci Joliaze, an 1
delwht. al river views, an cozy inns and
giroves and Hlecsant elpanses.
FAMPSTEAD AND HIGHGATE.

Bat the London heoliday-maker has siill
othes resonrces.  Fora irifling matier o?
thice pence he may eitier mount &, 'bus,
or take an uancdeiground railway train,
and ere long finl hizasclf at Hawmpstead
acd Highgate. These are siill two of the
preiviest village-like spois imaginable,
althouzh the growta of Loudon is rapid-
ly encroaching upon them, and eve long
they will probably be swallowed up in the
thickly-setiled, vast iietrojolis. They
stand on ‘the surnaii of two lLeantiful,
shady hills, on the ncrthern horder of
London; and the view of the town from
themn is pericctly amazing. Deycond them,
however, on the coflier side, arc ©- road
expanses cf heath, an! copses of foresi;
while many fam5us inns are ¢lusterel in
that historic ‘ neighticrhcod.  Through
Lighgate runs the roac on which Whis-
tin; rt.)n ma.e his jotrney to London; ard
for miles alcng this road the country is
beautiful, and the rural attractions delight-
ful. I have not eveh menti-ned a multi-
tude of other delightfal resorts wichin
easy reach of London. The Crystal
Palace at sGydenham, the Surrey Z-ologi-
cal “ Gardens, - the military wonders of
Woolwich, the camp at Aldershot, in
London:itself the vast Regeni’s Park and
the South Kensington Museum, W altham
Ahbey and Harrow in the norch, Roches-
ter, ‘with its ruined eastle, Cavu rbury
end its cathedral, Straiford with iis me-
morials of Shakespeare, the bright, cheer-
ful watering resort of Leamington, the
grand relics of Kenilwwvorth—all are with-
in easy disiance of the metropolis, and
are invaded in the belidays Ly gay mulii-
tudes of excursiomists an? swht-seers,
sccording to the ¢asies of each. Irota-
bly thore is no city in the wcrld—nol
even Paris—wlich presenis so many and
such varied atiractions, in its su round-
ings, to the comimon people, as this rauch
maligned * centre of thie tezrene globe.”
