The fsrmers in the dairy districts make a
great mistake in not feeding their cows with rich-
er food. If it requires twenty-five pounds of hay
per day to keep 8 cow in a condition in which
she can neither lay on fat vor give milk, it is evi-
dent that the butter and cheese which we get is
derived from the food she eats over and above
this twenty-five pounds necessary to keep her in
a stationary condition. To feed only twenty-five
pounds would manifestly be absurd. Twenty-
five pounds of hay are required to keep the cow
alone going, and if we feed anotber five pounds,
all the milk is derived from the five pounds ex-
tra feed. You feed thirty pounds of hay per
day, but it:is only the five pounds that produce
milk. Now do you think it would be better to

feed another five pounds, and get as much milk
for it as you have from the first thirty pounds ?

But you say the cow’s stomach will only kold

thirty pounds of hay or straw. Very well, then
take out a few pounds, and supply the place with
some ricoer food such as pea or bean meal, mix-
ed with a little corn meal or shorts. In this way
you can get the cow to eat the other extra five
pounds. You will get more and richer milk,
and more and better manure.

ter and cream, or curd in the fall of the year,
than at any other season.
the milk of a dairy in August contained 3§ per
cent. of batter and 3 of curd.

During
the yesr the Directors have received 1,318 Pro-
pou'l-. and jssved 1,027 Policies ; the sum sas-
sured being £496,440, and the Annual Income
derivable therefrom -£13,171. 5. 4.~ The re-
maining Proposals bave either been declined, or
awaited completion at the end of the year.

The  Annual Income of the Society now
mounts to £141.804. - 11. 9. o

Thejsum of £59,265. 3. 6., which includes
Bonusus to the amount of £5,136. 7. 1., has
been paid to the representatives of deceased
assurers. The number of persons thus deceased
is 152, and is under the average provided for by
the Society’s Tables. The total Claims paid
from the establishment of this SBociety is £405,-
022. 16, .

The balance of reccipts over disbursements
at the end of the year is £56,783 18s 9d—this
has been added to the Insurance Fund, which
now amounts to £614’7,029 17000 2d, invested o:
mo! of Real Property, Government an
oth:';';?ouritiu. To be able to pay all olsims,
meet all expenses, and at the same time to create
such a Fund, shows the prosperous nature of
the business, and the secure basis on which the
Society rests.

The Directors bave reluctantly declined 131
Proposals ; this has been done after careful ex-
amination. The policy acted upon from the first
hes been one of prudence, and the Directors
have chiefly segarded the permanent welfare of
the Society by avoiding unususl risks.

. These results have been attained by earnest
sud vigorous exertivn ; the compatition existing
smong well-established offices, together with the
formation of new Companies, has scarcely sffected
the STAR, nor is it likely so to do It bas attain-
ed strength ; it /is, moreover, sssociated with a
Religious Society which has consolidation, in-
fluence, and vitality. During the space of 23
years, the STAR has grown in public estimation ;
