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THE RESULT IN QUEBEC
The latest returns from Quebec give 

the following as the result of the elec­
tions. Liberals 31, Conservatives 2V, 
Nationals 4, and Dne county to hear 
from. This is somewhat different from 
the reports in the St. John papers but it 
gives the conclusion which had been 
reached in Quebec at eleven o'clock to­
day. The election in Chicotuimi does 
not come off until next month. It was 
thought yesterday that it was sure to 
return a Conservative, but the way the 
vest of the province has gone may 
change that. But granting the seat 
to the Conservatives, the new House 
will be divided as follows: Government 30 
opposition 35, which of course means 
that Mr Ross and his colleagues will have 
to step down and out. llis attorney 
general, Mr Taillon, has been defeated. 
Mr Mercier will, %o doubt, be 
able to form a new govern 
ment and will have a good working 
majority. Considering the tremendous 
odds against which the liberals had to 
contend their success is a matter of sur­
prise. By taking an active part in the 
contest the dominion government have 
made the defeat then's. They cannot 
shirk this conclusion. The great pro­
vince of Quebec has pronounced against 
them, and when the elections for parlia­
ment are held the liberal majority will be 
yet greater. There is no mistaking what 
this signifies. The downful of tory ism is 
at hand. No one would have been sur­
prised had Mr. Ross been sustained, for 
although unscrupulous tory sheets in 
this province represented that the 
Quebec people were maddened by race 
prejudice, the Quebec papers support­
ing the government did not think so, 
and were confident of success to the 
last. In point of fact the result is not an 
outburst of national passion: the nar­
rowness of the majority proves it. 
Quebec has been awakened, that is all, 
and will no longer consent to be the 
bond slave of Sir John Macdonald.

THE EUROPEAN SITUATION.
It is us well not to place veiy much 

reliance upon the alleged news from Eu­
rope. A story has lately been set afloat 
to the effect that Russia, France and 
Turkey.had come to an understanding 
and the latter is to very soon demand 
that England shall evacuate Egypt. 
This story is probably the emanation ol 
the same fertile bruin that hatched the 
canard about the Sultan’s intention 
to refuse to receive Sir William 
White, the new British min­
ister, and who succeeded iu 
about convincing people that in the 
Bulgarian matter, England stood alone 
with all the powers of Europe arrayed 
against her. There is more truth pro­
bably in the latest report, which says 
that if hostilities begin England will not 
be implicated. This is understood to be 
the view of the British government, and 
while it does not mean that En­
gland will not in any event become 
actually engaged, it does signify that in 
Salisbury's opinion England is not nec­
essarily interested in preserving the 
autonomy of the Balkan principalities. 
In other words, the tory premier is pro 
pared to see the Berlin treaty knocked 
to pieces. We do not know that he is 
very far wrong in abandoning this won­
derful piece of political patchwork which 
Beaconsfield and he claimed so much 
credit for; but we do know that if Glad­
stone had been at the helm, and Prince 
Alexander had been deposed,every Jingo 
in the three kingdoms and Canada would 
have called out for Salisbury and a 
“spirited foreign policy.” The empire 
has, in fact, little interest in continental 
muddles, but there is a lot of writers in 
the old country who have studied 
too much about such matters to be 
willing to stop writing about them, 
and so the traditions of the last century, 
and the early part of the present one, are 
mixed up with the live isiues of to-day. 
As well condemn the British government 
for not adopting the views of Agamemnon 
or Cyrus as to blame them for not adher­
ing to the old time notions of European 
politics. Yet it is quite possible that 
England may be found before the present 
complication is at an end to try her hand 
in that teirible game of chance known as 
a general European war. That the 
existing condition of things can long 
continue no one believes. Yet it is safe 
to say that the rulers of Europe do not 
want war. Not one of thorn probably has 
any desire for conquest; but between the 
people of the several countries there is 
deep and bitter hatred. We in Canada 
can have no conception of what th's 
race hatred means. It permeates 
the whole mass of society, and 
ambitious leaders and soldiers of fortune 
know how to use it and force their rulers 
to courses, which they would not other­
wise adopt. The British empire and the 
United States are happily strangers to 
these dangerous passions, which will con­
tinue to do their evil work in continental 
Europe until education and popular gov 
ernment have made ns great advances 
there as in the countries governed by 
English common law.

A (IIINI8 « OMIXU.

London, Oct. 12—F. W. Rus­
sell, the Unionist-Liberal represent­
ing South Tyrone, in an interview yester­
day, said- “I believe the Irish question is 
nearing a crisis. Sooner or later the 
forces led by Parnell must come into 
collision with the power of state and 
when that event is reached, tue govern­
ment must either smash Parnell or be 
smashed. The real struggle will take 
place not on Home Rule but on the 
question of land.

Sir Richard Sutton, the English yachts­
man, whose Genesta failed to capture the 
America's cup, is a mighty hunter as well 
as a seaman. He leases 25,000 acres of 
the best deer forest in ScotlAd.

James H. Blanvelt, the well-known 
financier and business man, who disap- 
jeared so mysteriously a week |ago, has 
jeen found, and is now in charge of a rel­
ative at Brooklyn, N. Y., suffering from 
mental trouble.

Twenty years ago water was not al­
lowed to Austrian soldiers while on the 
march. Now an unlimited supply is per­
mitted, and to this fact is attributed their 
freedom f rom sunstroke during this year’s 
autumn manœuvres, when the heat was 
extraordinary.

Maxwell the condemned murderer, 
who is awaiting execution in St. Louis, is 
said to have become completely un­
nerved, and to show in every movement 
his distress. He rolls and tosses all 
night, talks and starts in his sleep, and 
is said to be liaunted by a vision of the 
murdered Preller.l

Reading some of bis poems to a party 
of friends the other evening, Dr Oliver 
Wendell Holmes specified several which 
he said he originally had published 
anonymously. Since then no less than 
three different persons bad deliberately 
and circumstantially claimed the author­
ship of them.

Richard Cauteler, a Baltimore sports­
man, made a remarkable record the 
other day on the marshes of the Gun­
powder river. He began the day's shoot­
ing with 115 shells and a 12-gauge gun. 
At the close of the day he had 100 reed 
birds, 12 water partridges, 5 blue wings, 
2 rail birds and 5 plovers.

Colonel Gouraud, who has done so 
much to introduce Americau electrical 
appliances in Europe, has spent the past 
summer in this country, and will present­
ly return to England with his family to 
look after his telephone interests there. 
His wife is a daughter of the late George 
M. Snow, for many years a well known 
jou rnalist ia New York.

Dr. Luuwig Braunfels, who died a year 
ago at Frankloi t-on-the-Main, had spent 
twenty years in making a collection of 
the works of the Spaniard, Lopez de 
Vega, who wrote 1,000 pieces lor the 
theatre. When the doctor died he had 
obtained all but two volumes, ana this 
collection, with other rare and costly 
editions of old Spanish literature, has just 
been purchased by the Prussian govern­
ment for the Royal Library of Berlin.

A physician has given a novel distinc­
tion between the fine arts and cookery, 
which he considers to rank ns an art 
with music, sculpture and painting. He 
says: “The difference between cookery 
and music or painting is, that while the 
objects which give use to sight aud sound 
remain outside the body, we are obliged 
to swallow the substances which excite 
sensations in our nerves of taste.’’

The African traveller, Robert Eduard 
Flegel, died recently at Brass, near the 
mouth of the Niger, lie was born at 
Wilna in 1855, and went to the west coast 
of Africa in 1875, starting on an expedi­
tion to the Cameroon country four years 
later. In 1880 he entered the service of 
the German African Society, exploring 
in their interests the regions watered by 
the Shari and Binuo rivers until com­
pelled by illness in 1883 to return to 
Lagos. He had started on another ex­
ploring expedition when overtaken by 
death.

The great King-Remington suit in­
volving the title to nearly $3,000,01X1 
worth of property, was ended on Satur­
day by tne tiling of an opinion by the 
Minnesota Supreme Court, in which the 
decision of the court below in King’s 
favor was fully sustained upon every 
point. By this decision Col. King re­
covers real estate of the value of $2,000,- 
000 in Minneapolis, besides a money 
claim of at least $500,000 more for pro­
perty wrongfully sold by the defendant. 
Mrs. King recovers not less than $500, 
000 of her property, in addition to a 
money claim of $150,000 for real and per­
sonal property illegally converted by the 
defendants.
