If, by some change in the laws of
the physical world, or some derangement in our visoal
organs, “days of darkness’’ were appointed unto us,
—if, instead of the regular recurrence of the morning's
dawn, after a few hours of gloom, the return of light
was occasional and completely uncertain,—we should
have a more vivid conception of its value; the in-
creased suspension or partial withdrawment of the
beautiful and glorious illumination, would bring us to
a proper appreciation of its worth. When the Savieur,
on oné occasion, restored sight to two blind men, he
«gtraitly charged them™ (or he threatened them se-
verely, as the original signifies), that they would keep
the miracle secret; but instead of doing this, they
published it abroad “ throughout all that country.” —
Ecstatic feelings of joy and gratitude led them to
overstep the bounds of duty; but, unjustifi:ble as was
their conduct, it admits of some apology, acting as
they did, under those deep impressions of obligation
which a gift so distinguished would produce.

What but a very
sinful disregard of the purity and integrity of the fuith could
cause individuals, who are themseives members of the
trae fold, to offer the right hand of fellowship to those
who dishonour Christ, by refusing to receive His appointed
ambassadors as their priests and guides, but arrogantly
“heap to themselves teachers;” or to those who, refusing’
to be guided by the example of their Saviour, or the
teaching of His Bride—the Church—scorn to bring their
unhappy infants to the waters of salvation, and mock at.
those that do so; or to these who, refusing to believe the
fullness of the Divine promises, deny the saving eflicacy
of the Holy Sacraments, thus awfully closing the appointed
channels of salvation to the perishing sons of men; or to
those who count Christ’s own doetrine of election as an
idle fiction, and who, therefore, treat His really elect with
scorn, and systematically endeayvour to trample thent »
under their feet; or, finally, to those who boldly deny the
““ noity of the faith,” and are vehemently trying to rend
the body of Christ into a thousand sects? I repeat, my

have admitted, or seek to admit, to the government of a
Christian nation, and to the power of legiglating for the
Bride of Christ—the Church of the Eternal God—indivi
duals who deny every article of the Christian Faith, and
count the Blood of the Covenant an unholy thing! O,
Sir, surely if we repent not, God will visit such a nation
as this! And shall the Chureh herself commit fornicas
tion with the gods of the people, by receiving as a Chief
Shepherd of her Lord, one, whose principle recommenda~
tion is that he has offered sacrificg on their unhallowed
altars? :

4. But in nothing is this heresy more andaciously de~
veloped, than in those systems of education which the
State, both at home and here, has of recent years estab-
lished. After having resolutely refused to enforce the
religious training of the people, and thus lost all possible
right to interfere in any thing that can at all affeet their
moral or religious interests, the Government insists in
obliging .the people to maintain a system of education for
their children, which seeks to incnleate religion without
a creed, and worship withouta Chureh! Thus, after prac~
tically denying all faith, nsurping the whole authority of
the Bible and the Church combined, and gfflcially declar-
ing what is and what is not essential to Christianity ;—
the tyranny of ‘scepticism bas seldom been more strik-
ingly manifested than in this conduet of those modern
governments who, while they cry * All Hail” to the
Great Head of the Charch, * betray Him with a Kiss!”—
what can be more inconsistently tyranmical than,—
after refusing to support the Church of Christ, under the
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hope that it will please God to bless this whole Society
