Overseer McQueen remarks that, the decrease in quantity of fish caught was
made up by theremunerative prices obtained on local as well as on American markets.
The falling off in bis division, he chiefly attributes to the extremely severe winter
which kept the river locked until the 20th March; thon, the water remained so high,
that fishermen lost a fortnight or three weeks on that account, during the best por-
tion of the season. No violations of the law came under the Overseer's notice.
