Susan Forestell, an elected 
student representative to the 
UNB board of governors, was 
dismissed from her position 
on July 30, 1987.

It was charged that Forestell 
had tried to negate the deci­
sion of the board to sell Rosary 
Hall, after the majority, of the 
board's members had voted 
through a matt ballot to sell the 
property.

Forestell objected to the use 
of the matt ballot, since it clos­
ed the avenues for debate and 
discussion, and that board 
regulations did not allow for 
use of matt ballots.
