each Party, which Commission shall
make such investigations as are ne-
cessary into the life history of the
halibut in the convention waters and
shall publish a report of its acti-
vities from time to time. Each of
the High Contracting Parties shall
have power to fill, and shall £111
from time to time, vacancies which
may ocour in its representation on
the Commission. Esech of the High
Contracting Parties shall pay the
salaries and expenses of 1ts own
members, and joint expenses ineurred

The High Contracting Parties agree

four members, two appointed by each
Party, which Commission shall make
such investigations as are necessary
into the life history of the halibut
in the treaty waters and shall publisk
a report of its activities from time
to time. Each of the High Contract-
ing Parties shall have power to fill,
and shall fill from time to time,
vacancies which may occur in its re-
presentation on the Commission.
Each Party shall pay the salaries
and expenses of its own members,
and joint expenses incurred by the
Commission shall be paid by the two
High Contracting Parties in egqual
