I should be glad if you would secretly inform the Goverament
to which you are accredited that the Governments of Franee iﬁt
Great Britain, having regerd to the reselutions woted at GEHEY
by the Assembly and the Council of the League of Nations, are
for their part disposed te tt!iri unoffieially te Finland for
defence of her national inde i;;i es all indirect assistance
in their power. A :

The details of this assiBtamce, which will in the normal
way teke the form of the despatch of technical missions, the
supply of material and grant of loams, are at present under
examination. It will be put inte practice with all possi ble speed
and the twe Governments would propose te inform the Swedish and
Norwegian Governments of their action in the hope of finding them
similarly disposed and ready to afford all necessary flcilitECl-

The French and British Governments are, in fact, convinged
that the fate of Finland could in no eircumstances leave unmoved
the Swedish and Norwegian Goveyfiests in view of the threat te
the whole of Northern Sillﬁlllviigihiah the subjugation of
Figland would involve. The Swedish and Norwegisn Goveraments,

'iti}i;rjlirving to thcn:cliol the right to take, when the time
gcomes, such measures as their own interests demand, will doubtless

be prepared to examine immediately imn a spirit of mutual leltdnrij;
