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mutton suet, the sekotion being left to the attend-
ing physician.

Letters should never be written in the sick room
for they are extremely likely to carry away with
them germs of the disease, and thus transmit it to
susceptible localities.

When the patient is thoroughly convalescent,
the peeling of the patient's skin can be facilitated
by giving him every two or three days a warm
bath.

Should death occur, the body should be wrap-
ped in a sheet soaked in the zinc solution made
with the usual strength, and at mce placed in an
air tight coffin, a^id immediately hermetically
sealed. It should never be, exposed to the view
of relatives or friends The funeral also should
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DISINFECTION.

All articles of small value, which are likely to
-y tii« inwouoii, snouid be completely burned.
