It seeks to improve the positioa of women
in paid employmeats, and will eadeavour to assist in the study
of ccomomic problems by women. The Womea's Departmeat
has already completed arrangcments for three Fellowships
of Ecomomic Research. Casmadian womea gradsates during
the preseat academic year are 10 imvestigate phases of
women's work at McGill University, the Uaiversity of Toroate
and the Usiversity of Mauitoba. Two of the subjects chosen
are “Womea in War Iadustrics,” and “The Employments of
Women and the Minimum Wage in Winnipeg.” The era of
WOMEA'S CO-operatlion in economic and social work is developing
with extraordinary rapidity. and the aim of the Women's
Department is 10 assist in this development.
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
