Thinking only of 
the miaaions entrusted to hie direc­
tion, he has opened a campaign for 
a Ruby Jubilee Fund of $40,000, to 
be devoted tp the support of more 
than 200 Sisters teaching in the 
negro schools in the south.

Once manual labor of every type 
waa held in high esteem in thia 
country, but unfortunately it has 
come to be regarded with disdain 
and aversion by the present genera­
tion. There is a growing tendency 
to escape from manual labor and to 
avoid jobs that require the soiling 
of hands and the wearing of over­
alls. Manual labor has become 
almost as unpopular among us as it 
was in Europe before the War. 
This, instead of being a sign of 
cultural progress, is really an indi­
cation of decline. Civilization rests 
largely on the humble foundation et 
common labor. Manual labor is 
productive. It creates the things 
that are required tor our material 
welfare. The comfort of millions 
depends upon this solid basis. It is 
pivotal in human life. Without 
it the entire social structure would 
go to pieces. Accordingly, it should 
not only receive due and fair com­
pensation, but also he accorded a 
measure of honor and social 
respect.

The influence of manual work for 
the training of character and the 
upbuilding of the spiritual person­
ality is very considerable. This 
accounts for the importance which 
the early monks attached to work 
of this kind. Manual work engages 
much more all the faculties of man 
than any other activity, even 
though it be of a more elevated 
nature. It requires physical effort, 
attention, ingenuity, humility, 
thoughtfulness and self-sacrifice. 
Hence, the supreme value of manual 
training in education. Enterprise, 
resourcefulness, sturdiness and in­
ventiveness are especially found 
among tljose who from their earliest 
days have been accustomed to 
manual labor. They have learned 
to grapple with the difficulties 
which recalcitrant materials present 
and in this manner have acquired 
the qualities and habits that make 
for success. At all times out of the 
shops have come forth the forgers 
of the destinies of nations.

It will be for the benefit of the 
nation if manual labor is reinstated 
in the place of honor which it one 
time occupied among us. It will 
not only increase the wealth of the 
nation, but also make for a better 
manhood and womanhood and 
augment the total volume of happi­
ness and contentment. — Catholic 
Standard and Times.

CATHOLIC MAJORITY IN 
CZECHO-SLOVAKIA

Prague, Nov. 12.—Tabulated re­
sults of the 1921 Census, which have 
just been made public, show that 
Catholics in Czecho-Slovakia are 
still in an overwhelming majority, 
notwithstanding the defection of 
the so-cal.ed Czecho-Slovakian 
National Church. Out of a total 
population of 13,611,849, there are 
10,864,BB0 Catholics, according to 
the census. In considering these 
figures, it is pointed out that most 
of the leakage from the Catholic 
Church to the National Church took 
place during 191H-19. Consequent­
ly the census of 1921 may be accept­
ed as a fairly accurate statement of 
the relative strength of the various 
religious denominations in Czecho­
slovakia. The official figures are :
