A French paper of a recent date estimstes
bher national debt at sbout §$1,200,000,000,
and she cannot negotiate even a small losn
from foreign capitalists, without grest dif-
ficulty, er army, when on a pesce
ing, comprises about 400,000 meo; and
when on a war footing, as st present, from
700,000 10 750000 men. She bas mede
great efforts dering the lsst ten years io
increase ber pavy, but it is insignificant
when compared with the pavies of France
or Englaad.

For many centuries she has, with the ex-
ception of intervals of pesce sufficiently
long to recuperste her energies been in a
stgis of almost constent war with other
Earopesn Powers. Since the development
of liberal ideas in Europe, she has warred
with velentless and unyielding  feroeity
agsiost their extension, encountering io her
chequered career many terrible defeats;
but she has been singularly fortunate in
mearly all instances, in finally accomplishiog
the ends at which she asimed, in eubduing
the revolutionary movements which pro-
voked her antagonism, and in preserving
ber territorial dominions. She bas been a
fauhiul expooent of the maxim, that “ they
should take who have the power, and they
should keep who can.””

Itis
commonly ascribed, however, 1o Peru and
Chili. One writer says it was carried to
Spain from the mountains near Quito. I
found its way into Eogland by aoother
route, having been brought from ‘South
Awerica to Virginis, in 1584, and thence
carried over to England by Sir Walter
Raleigb, in 1586. Oa its first introduction,
it encountered many prejudices, some per-
sons utterly refusing to taste it, declaring it
was fit ooly for swine.
