Progress of Proteetantiem.
The pretent year is one of extreme importance 

in tbe history of the Roman Catholic ee well ss 
tbe Protestent Chnrchts. Io the former, tbe 
approach of the (Ecumenical Council Is stirring 
up en amount of dissatisfaction that begins io 
alarm even the organs of the Church, and in­
dicates the imminence of great losses, of which 
the rec‘01 nnvemeot of Father Hyacinthe is • 
significant txample.

A must gratifying feature in the history of the 
Protestant Churches will bs the more than com­
mon success of lbs Protestant min oOs. It is 
not often that » year witnesses the Constiaoixa- 
tion of a whole couctry like Madagascar ; the 
conversion ol which to Christianity bis, ever 
since the baptism of the Queen, made rapid pro­
gress. The accounts from tbe island continue of 
the most cheering nature, and the time when 
paganism will be exttnot seems to bs near at 
hand. There are said to be no less than thirty 
Roman Catholie priests et the capital, who, 
powerfully aided by tbe political io fluence of 
France, are straining evrry nerve to gain for 
tbeir Church not only a Cm footing, but a seen 
daney. But all tbeir sflb.ta bare thus far been 
ia vain. Tbe Que-n, with tbe majority of the 
people, prefers to smbr-ce the form of Chris­
tianity whiob tbe devoted missionaries of tbe 
London Missionary Society bave now for half e 
cuiury labored to introduce. We base tor 
Weeks hem searching ihe organs of tbe Roman 
Catholic Cburcb in ibis couutry tor an account 
of the wonderful occurrences of Madagascar, 
but they observe • profound silence. To»y will, 
notwithstanding, continue to tepresent the for­

A letter from Rome, of the 22id of Srpt., 
ia the Jtalit, of F.urrnce, report»

The fullowiog details as to the Catlo'io hie­
rarchy will not be without lntrr-et. That body 
ie c< mpo«ed of the Pope, ss supremo heed, tbe 
cardiralu, pstrisrobs, sichbubops and bishops.
By the rule» there ought to be »-vtnty-iix car- 
d-osle, but that number is rarely stuined. At 
this moment, for example, the Sacred College ia 
composed of only fifty-nine members, including 
two hats reserved in petto, tor persons unknown. 
That is to say, in fact, that three princes of the 
Church sre only fifty-seven. The oldest of these 
high dignitaries is eighty-nine, end a Spaniard, 
and the youngest, a Fienctm»o, Prince Lucien 
Konspitte. Among them are four over eighty, 
thirteen mote than sevrn'y, twenty five who 
have passed sixty, ten over fifty and fire between 
that age and forty. Cardinal Antoneili, Secre­
tary of Stale, is eixt-feur. Like Prince Boca 
parte he received the purple very young, at 
about forty-one. Tne Court of tbe Vatican, 
which has not acceptad the natural aud logical 
suppression of certain bishoprics effected in Italy 
after the unification of that kirg-lom, reckons 
over 1000 See» in the Catholic world i but in 
reality they do cot quite reach 1 000, for official 
documents in the Roman archives give the fol­
lowing figures : Petrierchical dioceses with 
residence. 7V ; sen in partibus 234 i tots', 981. 
Out of that number 281 will pr-bab'y abstain 
lor one reason or a'oth-r. from appearing in tbs 
Council, and about 700 will probably be present. 
E-ch of these prelates will be accrmDenied by a 
tbeOl"gi«n, lomeiimes by two, acd have el least 
one piiest for secretary. Many archbishops will 
arrive wi b a poxtive suite, so that tte average 
Dumber of tcclesiostioa accompanyiog eico pre- '' 
late may be taken at three, making, with tbe 
bishop, tour, and 700 multiplied by lour gives 
2,81)0 ecclesiastics.
