Gladstone re­
peatedly acknowledged his indebted­
ness to the Bible for his phraseology. 
Charles Fox said more than once that 
he owed to the perusal of the Bibje his 
vocabulary. The variety of expres­
sion to be found on the part of dif­
ferent writers is strangely commingled 
with unity of expression due in large 
part to the fact that all of these men 
are writing with at least one great pur­
pose in view. For we have in the 
Bible a style which is more or less 
uniform from beginning to end—even 
the style of expression. j
