A WISCONSIN TORNADO.

Terrible destruction wf Life and Pro-
perty.

Manison, Wis., May 24.—By the tornar
do lust night the sacrifice of property and
lite is appalling.  Twenty-five to thirty
barns and farm houses were blown down.
Some were utterly destroyed, and the
debris carried twelve and fifteen miles.
Twelve or cighteen persons are known to
be killed.,  Large numbers are seriously
injured.  Teams and wagons are report-
ed carvied in the air and dashed to the
ground,  Near Oregon  two valuable
horsesg were taken a hundred feet in the
air, cafried fifty rods, and dashed to the
earth, killing them instant]y. Further
reports from the tornado disty ictindicate
that the loss of life and property is far
greater than at first reported.  Reports
indicate that 30 lives have been lost,
and from 50 to 100 injuredin this county
alone. The track of the storn every-
where is marked by désolation and
ruins: its width was from o quarter to a
halt mile.

THE STEVENSVILLE MURDER.

Bertie, May 2 John Francis Smith
alins John Whithy, was to-day arraigned
on a charge of the murder of a man nam-
ed Allen, a few weeks ago, ina-bush near
Stevensville.  The evidence adduced at
the inquest pointed almost conclusively
to Smith as the guilty party.  After dili-
gent scarch he turned up in the Buffalo
Workhouse, were he was serving a term
of three days, on the expiration of which
he was easily persuided to eross over to
the Canadian side, where he was taken
into custody and brought before the Mag
istrates for examination,  Smith made a
full confession of the murder, and also
acknowledged  having  committed  a
similar deed last tll, near St Catharines:
He was committerl to Welland Jail
trial.

DONEGAL.

Notwithstanding the unfavorable seed-
ing weather of the past month, the crops
generally in this vicinity’ promise well.
The farmers, however, have the good
sense not to depend wholly on grain rais-
ing but devote much of their land to
meadows and pasturage. They find the
raising of stock and cheese making less
laborious and uncertain. Many of them
are now turning their attention to the
utility and absolute necessity of drainage.
Both observation and experience show
that one year's erop will almost compen-
sate for the cost of proper drainage, es-
pecially on low grounds,  The more the
land is cropved, and the primitive soil
exhausted, the necessity for under-drain-
ing becomes more evident, as the clay
lands become more compact and liable
to retain on their surface the spring rain
to the detriment of spring seeding anc
the destruction of winter grain.  Mr. Me-
Cleland, of the 12th con., has already
sunk some 200.rods of drain, and so far

has not met with a stone to obstruct his |

progress. Mr. Gray has also done much
in the way of drainage. A walk over the
farms of these pioneers tells why they
are more progressive than their neigh-
bors.
