(New York Times) LR et
Among people who understand the|
fuel situation there appears to be a
unanimous opinien = that the coal
shortage next winter will be serious;
though it niay not he quite 'as bad
as the one just passed. = The reason
is threefold: first, lack of adequate
transportation faclutxes. second, lack
of labor, ‘and third, lack of the pro-
per executive power to remedy. the
troubles.

The war has tried the railroads al-
most to the breaking ‘point. The con-
stant drain on the insufficient number
of ears has necessarily meant that
some product or industry would have
to suffer. It has long been a habit
of railroad men to meet a crisis or
rush in transportation by shifting the
coal cars:to sidings and letting them
wait there wuntil such time ‘as they|
could be taken care of. When the
roads began to be overwhelmed by
large shipments of food and ammuni-
tion to the allies and teo our ¢amps
the first measureé taken'to relieve the
econgestion was the usual stalling. of
the coal freight, It is still happen-
ing this year. Many railroad yards are
stocked with cars of coal waiting for
an _opportunity to be hitch ed. to
train.

The railroad situation is naturallv
making itself felt at the mines: Every
coal mine has an average output for
a day and makes adequate réquisition
for cars-to meet this output. When
the railroads were running freight at
a normal rate the requisition was us<
ually met. Even if the ghipping sta
tions were at times overwhelmed ani
found they - could mnot take care of
as many cars.  as were filled, ,the
mines did not suffer to any great ex-
tent, and the work went on as usnral.
The. mining -heads were assured of a
sufficient number of trains to keep
the mines going at good speed, if not
