ONE BILLION
WAR TAXES

Canada is Largely Paying as
She Goes

Almost Eqgual to Total Rev-
enue Before the War

Ottawa, Aug. 24.—— During the
present fiscal year the people of Can-
ada will pay in extra taxation for
the war at least one billion dollars,
or a little over one-third of the to-
tal year’s revenue, The extra taxa-
tion is now almost equal to the total
revenue before the war. In 1914-15
Canada’s total revenue was only
$133,073,481. For the present fiscal
vear it will reach nearly $300,009 -
000. For 1917-18 the total revenue
was $261,125,459.

War taxation for the last fiscal
vear netted the Dominion Treasury
approximately $76,000,000, made up
as follows:

Tax on trust and loan companie:,
$267,600; tax on insurance com-
panies, $385,000; tax on banks, $1
115,500; tax on railway and steam-
ship tickets, telegrams, cheques
ete., §2,230,000; extra postage on
letters, ete., $5,800,000; business
profits war tax, $21,275,000; i
creased customs duties (7 1-2 per
cent.) approximately $45,000,000.

At the last session of Parliament
further war taxation was imposed
for the current fiscal year, which it
is estimated will yield anothe
$30,000,000. Customs revenue, ow
ing to decreased imports, will fall oft
by perhaps ten or fifteen millions,
as compared with last year, but to
offset the decrease from this source
the business profits tax will yield
this year probably close to thirtv
millions, making for the three years
for which it was originally enacted
a total revenue of approximatelv
$60,000,000, as compared with an
original estimate of only from twen
ty-five to thirty million dollars. In
addition this year there will be th-
revenue from the excise taxes on
matches, tea, coffee, tobacco, auto-
mobiles, jewelry, gramophone re-
cords, etc., netting probably some
fifteen million dollars. Present in-
dications are that the income tax
will further yield for the first year
of its operation nearly fifteen mil-
lion dollars.

Paying During the War

The above figures show that Can-
adua is paying during the progress
of the war a formidable share of its
cost out of current taxation. In
this connection it may be mentioned
that the interest and pension pay
ments attributable to the wa.
amount for the entire war period to
date to approximately $80,000,000,
or only a little more than was raised
by the war taxation of last year. Of
course, in this connection, it should
be borne in mind that Canada is
enjoying a fictitious war prosperitv
which makes present taxation bear
comparatively lightly.

Taxes on War Orders

The total amount of war orders
on munitions alone already executed
in Canada is now over $1,000,000,-
000, and when peace comes and
normal conditions are restored, tax-
ation on profits from war orders
now yielding many millions per year
will naturally vanish suddenly. In-
cidentally it may be noted that two
firms last year dealing largely in
war orders contributed a little over
$4,000,000 between them to the
business profits tax.

It is noteworthy that the opera
tion of the business profits tax has
thus far been accompanied by a
minimum of friction or @dispute.
Federal Tax Commissioner Bread-
ner and the very competent staff
with which he has surrounded him-
self thave been able to apply the
act with the utmost fairness and
discretion. In all cases where there
have been any disputes as to the
amounts collectable the inspectors
have gone into. the books with the
business heads, and an amicable
and fair adjustment has always
been reached. There are hundreds
of instances where the amount of
business tax fixed upon by indivi-
dual companies in accordance with
the sworn statements as to profits
and capital investment has been
doubled or trebled after an audit by
the taxation inspectors, but in no
case has it been found necessary to
take legal proceedings to secure an
adjustment. It is furthermore, to
be noted that the collection charges
on the business profits tax have been
remarkably small. For last year the
total cost of collecting $21,000,000
from this source was only some
$40,000.

G. A. Ward Tells of His Re-
cent Visit to Scranton,
Penn.

WAR SPIRIT STRONG

Fuel is Scarce Even in the
Great Anthracite
Centre

Ex-Ald. Geo. A. Ward, who has
been attending the annual convention
of the International Typographical
Union, held this year in Seranton,
Pa., reports a very interesting and
enjoyable visit to this, the greateut
anthracite coal mining dity in the
United States. Mr. Ward had this to
say of his trip to the Courier to-day:
‘““As to the war, it certainly has a
firm grip on the people of the neigh-
boring Republic. It is an earnest,
serious business with them. The Am-
erican delegates attending the con-
vention represented every State in
the Union, and the occasion gave an
excellent opportunity of guaging sen-
timent in connection with the pres-
ent world struggle. But you are
instantly struck with the fact that
the American people, as a whole,
have a mighty high opinion of them-
selves as to what they have accom-
plished, in connection with the pres-
ent conflict. From their viewpoint,
nothing really started happening to
the Germans until United States
troops got into the fight. So much
for the rank and file of the people.
On the other hand, their public men
and the greater portion of the Am-
erican press, willingly give to Great
Britain, and particularly Canada, the
credit due for the glorious part they
are taking in the struggle, and the
wonderful achievements they have
attained. But if this high opinion of
themselves stands out as a promin-
ent characteristic, it is easily offset,
as far as the Canadian visitor is con-
cerned, by the friendly feeling to-
wards the average Canadian. One
‘does not soon forget the warm hand-
clasp and the hearty welcome as the
visitors from the Land of the Maple
Leaf makes himself or herself known.
And their hospitality is proverbial
In Scranton this was as much in evi-
dence as in any of the American
cities T have visited of late years.
For the enjoyment of the thousand
delegates anid visitors to this conven-
tion, neither pains nor monev were
spared, and added to this the gen-
erous treatment received at the thands
of the craft in Wilkesbarrie. who had

Outside, pernaps, the item of rent
in the lapger cities and towns, the
United States is g much cheaper
place to live in than the older-settled
provinces of the Dominion.

The city is
not situated in what might be called
an agricultural district. The most
of its food supplies have to be
brought in from a considerable dis-
tance. It is all the more singular,
therefore, that canned goods should
sell there two for 25 cents; round
steak as low as 19c¢; roast of beef
from 18c¢ up; cured shoulders, 27¢,
coffee per pound, 22 to 28c. In the
matter of footwear, a very import-
ant item in connection with the ex-
penditure of the average family,
there is a remarkable difference be-
tween American and Canadian
prices. Any shoe T have paid $7.00
for in Brantford during the past two
years, and, by the way, prnices are
as tTow in Brantford 'd¢ anywhere else
in Ontario, can be bdirght in Buffalo
or Scranton to-day fér $3.50, and I
saw in many stores in the latter ecity
as pretty an Oxford in tan or black
as a 'man would want to wear for
$2.50 and less. As matters stand
to-day, the Canadian advocate of
free trade has many a strong argn-
ment upon which to base his case.”
