which occurred at Racine and Welling­
ton avenues last night one man was 
instantly killed, another severely 
wounded, and six others sustained 
slight injuries. The dead:

Peter Miller, shot through the head 
, by IL C. Banter and instantly killed.

The injured: John McGuire, shot in 
the right,arm and right cheek by H. 
C. Baster,injuries severe but not fatal; 
Edward Yarranton, cat on head with 
brass knuckles; Benj. Bernard, cut on 
head with brass knuckles; Wm. Pott- 
getter, bruised about head and body; 
Louis Jeckiske, cut about face and 
head; James Gibbons, bruised by be­
ing struck with a club.

There were no other participants in 
the riot save those that were injured, 
and all were arrested by the police 
with the exception of Gibbons, who 
made his escape. The fatal shot was 
fired by Baster, who is a superinten­
dent employed by the Baker-Vawter 
Printing Co.; at 1102 to 1108 Mariana 
street, a short distance from where 
the trouble occurred.
