More eruptions occurred in 1793-4,
lasting for almost 18 months, and terri-
fying the inhabitants of the plain be-l
low. A wall of lava a mile wide swept
down the mountain in 1822, and twelve 1
years later the Village of Caposecco |
was destroyed and the heat of the lava |
felt ten miles away. The lava almost |
reached Naples in 1855, and the inhabl- |
tants were again terror-stricken. In !
1867 there were more eruptions, and in l
1872 a fatal overflow, several tourists |
and students upon the mountain losing
their lives in the storm of ashes. Since
then there have been eruptions at in-
tervals of a few years, none of them,
fortunately, being very serious. As has
been said, the observatory staff at
Vesuvius, toward the maintenance of
which much British money has gone,
was able to collect valuable information
on the supject of volcanoes and earth-
quakes. Perhaps the miost important
generalization from a practical point of
view which can be based on the data
thus collected is that = eruptions are
more likely to occur and are more ser-
fous when the moon is at the full, or
new, and that the mild eruptions occur
when the moon is in its quarters.
