Sugar.

The Grit campaigners say that 
the revenue from sugar has fallen off 
half a million and the price raised. 
The late Government established 
their sugar tariff in April 1875. The 
next fiscal year commenced the first 
day of the year. For three years 
that tariff prevailed. The average 
amount of duty collected was 
$2,303,888.66. The year 1879 was 
divided between the two tariffs.

The average duty collected in 1880 
aad 1881 was $2,224,497, being a 
loss only of $78,391, instead of half 
a million as stated. Moreover, the 
amount collected last year from 
sugar was nearly half a million more 
than the previous year and a quarter 
of a million dollars in access of the 
average revenue from sugar correct­
ed by the late Government. And 
sugar is sold lower than ever and 
made right in our midst. Our own 
vessels bring the raw sugar, our 
own coopers make the barrels, our 
own men do the work and our men 
make the profits.

In 1874 the Conservatives had charge 
for nine months, but during the last 
three months of the year the tariff 
was that brought in by the Mac­
kenzie Government.

The abolition of the duties qn tea 
and coffee aad on other articles 
placed on the free list, computing on 
the basis of last year, will reduce the 
percentage to 19.06 for the latter 
part of 1882.

If now we allow each Government 
the responsibility of the year of 
which that Government was in 
power three-fourths of the time, we 
have the following :

But the Mackenzie Govei nment did 
not pay its way, while the present 
administration not only paid its wav, 
but footed up the back bills of its 
piedeceseors.

farmers a home market for the produce 
of. the dairy, the garden, and the field, 
and oui: working classes employment 
wherever they choose to seek it, a 
home with their own families and 
surrounded by their relatives and 
friends and the means of furnishing 
their homes with the n ecessaries and 
many of the comforts and luxuries of 
life. It is because the policy which 
lias been adopted by the present Gov­
ernment has already secured for us 
these results, and if made permanent 
will secure them in a larger measure 
in the future, that I asl: for it the sup­
port of the people of this country 
and for myself the support of the peo­
ple of the county of Westmorland in 
this election. And now, geetleinen, 
I will allude briefly to the effect of 
this tariff on the poor man., It is 
claimed by the Liberal part^> by por­
tions of the press of the country, and 
by my hon. friend in bis address to­
day that this tariff is especially burd­
ensome to the poor man, and they 
point us to the increased cost of living, 
and to the tax on breadstuff's. But while 
they refer us to the duly of 40 cents 
per barrel on corn meal, they do not 
mention the greater saving effected by 
the removal of the tea and coffee 
duties. Although my lion, friend has 
not referred to it to-day, I have found 
in my canvass through the county that 
some who believe the duty of 50 cents 
per barrel on flour increases its cost 
by that amount to the consumer. I 
think that I can convince you that 
this is net .the case. It is well known 
that there is more wheat grown and 
more flour manufactured in this Do­
minion than our people consume. 
The surplus finds a market in Liver­
pool, London and the dties of Europe. 
The Liverpool prices therefore rule 
the prices in the Dominion. But in 
answer to this we are told that the 
millers of Ontario knowing they have 
the monopoly of the markets of the 
Maritime provinces, charge 50 cents 
per barrel more when selling to us 
than they could obtain in foreign 
markets. Now, I can show you that 
this is not the case by asking you to 
consider a transaction which is con 
stantly taking place among the farm 
ers of this county. Suppose any one 
of you had for sale a half tlozen firkins 
of butter. You get the market quo­
tations in St. John and find it will 
net you there, say 25 cents per pound. 
Your next door neighbor, a merchant, 
offers you 24 cents per pound, you 
consider his proposition in this way : 
By sending my butter to St. John, I 
will receive 25 cents per pound. But 
it involves trucking to the station, risk 
of loss, breakage, damage, and leakage 
delay in receiving the returns, risk in 
remitting, and risk of the consignee’s 
financial standing. On the other hand 
my neighbor offers me one cent le 
per pound, but no risk is involved and 
no incidental expenses incurred as lie 
takes my butter from the door and 
I place the proceeds in my pocket-. 1 
believe that nine out of every ten of 
the shrewd and cautious farmers of 
this country would adopt the latter 
course. The millers of Ontario are 
no less shrewd than the farmers of the 
county of Westmorland, and in dis­
posing of their flour are influenced by 
the same considerations that you 
would be influenced by in the trans­
action just referred to. When their 
flouY would net them $6 per barrel if 
shipped to Liverpool and at the same 
time they are offered ten cents less by a 
merchant in the Maritime provinces, 
they sell to the latter in preference, 
for the same reasons that you would 
accept the lesser price for your produce 
from your neighbor than you would 
expect to receive by shipping it to a 
distant market. I think by this course 
of reasoning you can convince you 
selves of the soundness of the princi 
pie that where a surplus of any article 
is produced in the country a duty 
the article does not increase its cost to 
the consumer in the country. My hoi: 
friend has referred to day to our sugar 
refineries. He has spoken of them as 
a means of enriching a few capitalist: 
at the expense of the consumers of 
sugar in this country. The facts are 
these, that while the present tariff en­
ables sugar consumed in this Dominion 
to be refined by our own peopl 
stead of being imported from the 
markets ©f Great Britain Slid the

of sqgar to-day at our own refineries 
is lower than its cost would be if im­
ported from New York under the 
Cartwright tariff.

At the same date the cost of 

granulated sugar at Moncton was 
$9.50 per cwt., for which a discount 
was made for car lots of 2£ per cent, 
or 24 cents, leaving the net cost at 
Moncton at $9.26, showing a dif­
ference in favor of the latter of 35 
cents per hundred pounds. But this 
is not all, for while a higher duty has 
been placed upon granulated and re­
fined sugars, used principally by the 
wealthier classes, the duty on mo­
lasses, so largely consumed among the 
poorer classes in this country, has been 
actually reduced from 25 to 15 per

Gentlemen, there is no argument 
which is used and no cry which has 
been raised throughout this campaign 
so utterly hollow and unsound 
this cry of oppression of the poor 
man. I ask you to answer for your­
selves this question : What is there 
that the poor man wants that he can­
not obtain in Canada 1 Why, even if 
he wants a farm and has no money to 
buy it with, he can get it in that 
great North-West without money and 
without price, and from the Pacific 
Railway Syndicate lie can purchase 
the richest and most productive lands 
on the face of the globe to-day at 
$1.25 per acre, and have six years to 
pay for it. If the poor man is a me­
chanic, lie can find steady employment 
in the wprk-shops and factories built 
up by the National policy. If he be­

longs to the laboring classes, he can 
find employment everywhere, in our 
mines, our ? forests, our factories and 
our fields. I can conceive of no spot 
on earth where the poor man can find 
more favorable surroundings than in 
Canada, and I venture to predict that 
during the next twenty-five years 
among our people, whether they be 
natives of the soil or emigrants from 
foreign shores, real want and pinching 
poverty will be almost unknown,

And now, gentlemen, I must briefly 
refer to a charge made against me 
during the canvass, and the only one, 
I am glad to say, which I deem 
worthy even à passing notice, and that 
is the charge of inconsistency. It has 
been alleged that I have suddenly 
changed my politics. Let us examine 
briefly the facts upon which that 
charge is based. They have referred 
to no public utterance and no public 
act of mine in support of it save one 
and that was the occasion upon which 
I occupied the chair at a meeting held 
in Sackville, in the interest of my 
lion, friend, at which lie and the 
the leader of his party, the Hon. Ed­
ward Blake, were the speakers. 
Previously to that time I had taken nd 
prominent part in Dominion politics, 
and no occasion had arisen upon 
which it had become necessary for me 
to give public expression to my 
political opinions. But it was well 
known among my intimate friends of 
both political parties that on some at 
least of the important questions before 
the country, I was ’ in sympathy not 
with the Liberal, but witli the Liberal 
Conservative party. It was under 
these " circumstances, as my hon. 
friend has already stated to you to­
day, that I complied with the request 
of my hon. friend to act as chairman 
on that occasion ; and I regarded my 
compliance with that request 
personal favor and an act which, to 
them at least, would have no political 
significance. Gentlemen, holding the 
views and opinions which I do now 
and which I did then, on political 
questions, there is no inconsistency 
in my becoming the candidate of the 
the Liberal Conservative party in 
this county ; and if there was any 
inconsistancy, in my occupying the 
chair on that occasion, that was an 
act for which my hon, friend and the 
gentlemen who composed this com­
mittee are at least equally responsible 
with myself. And now gentlemen, I 
would like to add one word on behalf 
of those who during the last four 
years have changed their opinions 
upon the questions now before the 
country, and 1 believe the result of 
this election will prove that there are 
hundreds of such persons in this 
county. I claim that it is nothing to 
their disgrace or their discredit that 
they have done so. It indicates 
•atlier that they read for themselves, 
that they look at figures and facts 
when placed before*  ̂hem, and from 
independent, judgments of their own 
upon these questions and when new 
facts are brought to light and they 
see good reasqns for changing their 
opinions, they ilo so ; and having 
done so have the manliness and frank­
ness and candor to acknowledge it. 
Gentlemen, there is no class of 
people that should stand higher in 
public estimation, infinitely above 
that pitiable class that meet a con­
vincing argument with the answer :
“ I have always voted for one man ; I 
have always stuck to one party, and, 
right or wrong, I intend to stick to it 
till I die.” It has been said that the 
man who never changes his mind has 
no mind to change. Although I have 
not changed my mind upon the 
questions now before the country, 
during the last twelve months, I have 
found it necessary at other times to 
entirely change my mind upon very 
important matters.

I enn < all to mind to-day an occa­
sion, years ago, when I listened to 
one of the first political speeches it 
was ever my privilege or my pleasure 
to hear. It was delivered by jny 
hon. friend beside me and from the 
same position we now occupy. I re­
member hqw strongly he condemned 
the Government of that day for com­
mitting this country to the construc- 
tionofa railway across this continent ; 
bow he described it as a work which 
itiwae rashness for the people of this 
country to undertake and beyond 
their ability to complete, and one 
which, if completed, the coat of oper­
ating would burden the taxpayers 
of this country beyond their 
strength. I remember too hew he 
described the country through which 
it was to pass, as a waste and bar­
ren region, which could never be­
come the abode of a civilised peo­
ple ; a land that must remain for­
ever the hunting ground of the 
savage, and, using the language 
which he has repeated in yonr hear­
ing again to-day, “the home of the 
wolf and the bear.” There was no 
one in the audience he then ad­
dressed upon whom his words made 
a deeper impression than they did 
upon myself, and no one among his 
hearers, on that occasion, went to 
bis home that night more thoroughly 
convinced that those statements, 
coming as they did from so high an 
authority and clothed ia-a-anch-for­
cible language, were perfectly un­
answerable. But, gentlemen, I bave 
been obliged long since to change 
my mind upon that subject. When 
the Macdonald Government pnr 
chased from the Hudson Bay Com­
pany their interest in the Northwest 
Territories for about $1,500*000, 
although it amounts to little more 
than one half cent per acre upon the 
quantity of feitile land embraced 
within that purchase, the Liberal 
party declared the price excessive 
and condemned the transaction as 
reckless and extravagant. When 
the discussion of the Canadian Pa­
cifie Railway contract arose, the 
same party placed the vaine of that 
land at $3 00 per acre and this it 
the value which my hon. friend 
has placed upon it to day, when 
speaking upon the question.
The Liberal party must have experi­
enced a most wonderful change of 
feeling npon the subject. During the 
discussion of the scheme of Confed­
eration, I remember and yon all re 
member, bow strenuously my hon. 
friend opposed the measure. And 
what were the îeaeons he gave for

doing so? Because it w.ould be the 
means of establishing free trade be­
tween the Provinces of this Domini­
on, (laughter agd cheers,) because 
as he then stated it would enable the 
old and long established and wealthy 
manufacturers of Quebec and Ontario 
to crush out our infant industries, 
(great laughtei and cheers,) because 
our moikcts would be flooded with 
cheap boots and shoes and hats and 
caps and ready made clothing, 
(laughter,) because cheap beef and

At. Ibis stage Mr. Wood came 
forward and stated that he had re­
ceived some telegrams which be was 
desired to read. The first was that 
Sir Charles Tupper had been elected 
in Cumberland by acclamation 
When the applauses subsided a 
message from Newcastle was read. 
It ran as follows 

Mitchell elected by acclamation. Made 
a most forcible and convincing speech, 
completely contradicting the statement of 
the Liberal press that he was not in accord 
with the Government. He came out 
strongly in favor of Sir John McDonald 
and the present Administration,

This dispatch was signed by 
Senator Mnirhead

Still another message was read, 
stating that Hon. John Costigan 
had been elected by acclamation 
for Victoria. These telegrams were 
greeted with tremendnoue applause.

Under these cheering influences 
Sir Albert commenced his second 
speech.

He was discursive on this occasion. 
He expressed general disapproval of 
Mr. Landry’s appearance on the 
platform, and gave it aif hia opinion 
that Mr. Landry had better devote 
himself to the Local politics.

He repeated his remarks about 
Wood being influenced by money 
considerations, and insisted that 
Mr. Wood bad not replied to several 
of his (Smith's) charges against the 
Government. He would sit down 
now but would reply to Landry if he 
thought proper as he understood that 
Landry was about to attack bin.

HON, PETER LANDRY
was cheered enthusiastically. As

congratulated the people on having 
a standard bearerof such ability as Mr. 
Wood bad shown to-day be possessed. 
He then showed the absurdity of the 
excuse given by Sir Albert of the 
C. P. R. policy of bis Government. 
Sir Albert bad complained that 
Tilley had come from St. John to 
speak in this Conner. Was’nt he 
the first to invite him to come? Did 
he not himself bring Edward Blake 
here last year? Did he not accom­
pany him to St. John (Laughter 
and Cheers.)

Sir Albert replied by charging Mr. 
Landry with ingratitude. He 
(Smith) had made him what he was 
and this.was all the thanks he had 
for it. When Sir Albert bad con­
cluded Mr. Landry again came for­
ward, but Sir Albert also returned 
to the front and beckoned with his 
hand. Then ensued a scene. A 
large number of Mr. Landry’s sup­
porters had withdrawn at the close 
of bis speech and were away from 
the ground or on the outside of the 
crowd, but they speedily gathered 
in. Meanwhile the vocal powers of 
Dixon Gooden and others show­
ed op well. Mr. Savage was 
in Paradise. Sir Albert was an 
angry man, bnt looked with some 
satisfaction down the cavernous 
throats of his yelling supporters.
