AGRICULTURAL.

Salt fou Weeds___An experienced
ggjxlenei' says:—-Balt is sometiinea ap 
plied to gravel walks and roads in a 
liquid state, or in the form of strong brine 
used quite hot, or as near the boiling 
point as possible. This is said to be very 
effectual in preventing the growth of 
weeds. Sundry other solutions are also 
recommended for the purpose, but I 
know of nothing more effectual than a 
liberal dressing of dry s^H, sufficient to 
whiten the entire surface of the gravel. 
A slight sprinkling is of little use, and 
may even increase rather than diminish 
the evil which it is intended to cure. 
In applying such a dressing as has just 
been recommended it is, of course, nec­
essary to exercise caution, in order to 
prevent the salt coming in contact with 
the grass, box Ql" other plants, which may 
form an edging to the road or walk 
operated on. In my garden lust year 
some walks which were salted early in

the season have been free from weeds all 
summer.

The Piioper Time to Cut Grass.— 
The report’ of the analytical chemist of 
the Department of Agriculture*—aum- 
ming up the results of analysis of 
nearly ail the cultivated grasses, says 
It is apparent, then, that in most cases 
the time of bloom, or thereabout is the 
fittest for cutting grasses in order to 
obtain the most nourishment and largest 
relatively profitable crops, and for the 
following reasons : The amount of water 
was diminished and the shrinkage will 
therefore be less. The weight of the 
crop will be tho largest in proportion to 
the nutritive value of its constituents. 
The amount of nitrogen not present as 
albuminoids will be at its lowest point; 
fibre will not be so excessive as to pre­
vent digestion, and the nutritive ratio will 
be more advantageous. If cut earlier, 
the shrinkage is larger, although the 
fibre is less and the albumen is a little 
larger. The palatibility may be increas 
ed, but the total nutriments to the âcre 
will not be so large, and the nutritive 
ratio will be move abnormal. The disad 
vantages of late cutting are evident in, 
the increase of fibre, destroying the di 
gestibility of nutriments and the falling 
off of the albumen by conversion into 
amides. This is not made up by the 
larger crop cut.

HOUSEHOLD.
Queen Cake—Take one pound sifted 

sugar, one pound flour, one pound butter, 
eight eggs, half pound currants (washed 
and picked), flavor with nutmeg, mace 
or cinnamon (as preferred), beat the 
whites of the eggs for twenty minutes, 
work the butter to a cream, add the sugar 
and mix all. Then beat, the yolks for 
half an hour, and put them to the butter. 
Beat all together, and then add the 
currants, flour and spices. Sprinkle with 
sugar when placed in the little puns for 
baking.

King of Cakes—Take one pound but­
ter, a small teacupful white sugar, and 
one egg well beaten, and as much flour 
as It will take up. Place in a pan lined 
witli white Vaper, score into squares and 
bake in a quick oven.

Lady’s Cake—.One half cup of butter, 
one and a half of sugar, two of flour, 
nearly one of sweet milk, half teaspoon 
soda one of cream tartar, whites of four 
eggs well beaten; flavor with peach or 
almond.

Yellow Lady’s Cake.—One and a half 
cups flour, one of sugar, half cup butter, 
half cup sweet milk, teaspoon soda, two 
teaspoons cream tartar, yolks of four 
eggs, teaspoon vanilla.

Superior Sponge Cake.—Beat the 
whites of ten eggs to a stiff froth, and 
yolks and one round of sugar to a cream; 
mix, and add a grated lemon; stir in one 
pound flour, and bake immediately. It 
requires two persons to make it.

Lemon Cake—Une pound flour, one of 
sugar, three-fourths pound of butter, 
seven eggs, juice of one and rind of two 
lemons. The sugar, butter, and yolks of 
eggs must be beaten a long time, adding 
by degrees the flour, and the whites of 
eggs last. A tumbler and à half of sliced 
citron may be added. This keeps well.

White Mountain Cake___One cup but­
ter, two cups sugar, three cups flour, 
four eggs, one cup milk, one teaspoon 
soda and two of cream tartar. Flavor 
with any essence.

Potato Cheese Cake__ Take four-
ounces mashed potatoes, halt pound flour 
one teaspoonful baking powder, five 
ounces drippings, four ounces currants, 
two ounces sugar, ounce candied lemon 
or orange peel, one ounce butter, one 
egg, a little salt, and half a cup cold 
water* Grate the rind of half a lemon; 
stir in butter, sugar, currants and candied 
peel. Take one dozen patty-pans, put a 
teaspoonful m each, put in a quick oven 
and bake twenty minutes.

Fat Rascals—One pound flour, six 
ounces butter, one ounce sugar, one tea­
spoonful salt, one quarter pound currants, 
half a teaspoonful baking powder. Put 
the butter in the flour, then add currants, 
sugar, and baking powder. After mixing 
well, stir in liait* gill milk, make into 
thick pastry half an inch thick; dust with 
sugar and cut with a tumbler. Bake from 
twenty to thirty minutes.

Potato C.vkk—For potato cakes, take 
ten ounces of floury potatoes, boiled and 
smoothly pounded. When just warm add 
gradually a little salt, six ounces of flour, 
and two ounces of butter; no liquid is 
required. When the ingredients are 
thoroughly mixed, roll the dough into 
thin cakes, the size of a sailor’s biscuit. 
Bake in a moderate oven or on a griddle; 
when done, split open, butter well, and 
serve very hot. It is also good cold.

Waffles—One quart of milk slightly 
warmed; five cups of flour; three eggs 
well beaten: two-thirds of a cup of home­
made y cost, and half teaspoonful suit. 
Set us sponge overnight. In the morning 
add two tablespoonfuls of molted butter. 
Have the waffle irons very hot and well 
greased, and turn quickly to prevent 
scorching.

DOG TAXES.
ALL persons in the City of Fredericton, liable 

to nay fax fur Keeping or Harboring dogs, 
under a Law passed by the City Council, on the 12th 

day ot September, 1873, entitled; ‘‘A Law to im­
