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WINTER RECREATION.

In our last issue we drew attention 
to the need there existed for provid­
ing profitable recreation for the peo­
ple during the long winter—and in 
that connection instanced what had 
already been done in Newcastle in 
that direction, and also advocated 
the re-opening of -the Mechanics' In­
stitute. The importance of provid­
ing the masses with suitable and in­
nocent enjoyment, cannot be over­
looked, acting as it does as an anti­
dote to the means employed in the 
opposite direction to entice the un­
wary, and to lead men from the paths 
of sobriety. And as ail tastes have 
to be consulted iii catering to the 
wants andjrequirements of the public, 
there should of necessity be variety 
in order to achieve the success which 
is so much desired by those who are 
actuated by the true spirit of philan­
thropy. Among t!;e many sources of 
enjoyment that of Music ought to 
take the foremost place Every 
home circle is really the better and 
happier where its refining influence 
is one of the attractions of the family 
circle ; and if this be true as regards 
the home, the same influence, only 
more widely diffused, may be made 
the medium of much good where the 
love of music is encouraged, and the 
talent for the art jlevloped through 
the instrumentant}’ of Philharmonic 
Societies, Glee Clubs, etc., where the 
young people of the towns can meet 
for mutual improvement in this par­
ticular. Why is it that Newcastle 
is so far behind in this matter?— 
It is certainly not from Lack of talent , 
for we may safely venture the asser­
tion that there is not a town in this 
section of the Province more highly 
favored in this particular—possess­
ing considerable musical talent which 
to a considerable extent is lying dor­
mant for want of cultivation. Can­
not something be done towards estab­
lishing a school of instruction, in 
which the little folk of our town may 
acquire the groundwork of a musica! 
education, and those more advanced 
in the art be afforded an opportunity 
to further improve themselves in a 
branch of study which offers so many 
advantages to them in the future. 
We think the fitting time has arrived 
for a move in this, direction. We 
have at present in Newcastle a per­
son who is well fitted,to train class, s 
in vocal music, and who, we feel as 
sured, will be found willing to under­
take the task for a reasonable remun­
eration, as that is his vocation. We 
refer to Mr. Follansbee, who has al 
ready established some excellent 
classes in some portions of this 
County. Parents and guardians can­
not do better than to aid in implant­
ing in the hearts of those committed 
to their keeping a love for music, the 
ennobling influence of which is uni­
versally recognized—and the benefits 
flowing from which will follow them 
through the journey of life—cheering 
them in man}' a dark hour, and help­
ing them to better bear the disap 
pointments and annoyances that, fall 
to the lot of all. Talmage, the elo­
quent divine, in speaking upon “ The 
Pleasure of Music,” has said :—

“Ifyou can afford the time and the 
money—I say if you can afford the time 
and the money—have in your house harp, 
or flute, or piano, or organ. Just as soon 
as the child's hand is large enough to 
compass the keys, teach that hand to pick 
out the harmony. And I say to all young 
men, try the power of music upon your 
moral character, and in your entertain­
ments and in the proper occupation of 
your hours of silence and solitude 
Many a young man has been kept away 
from the temptations of this life because, 
although he has had only one room per­
haps in a botirding house, in that room 
he has had some instrument of music 
that was his charm in time of solitude 
and temptation. There is something in 
it to soothe pain, to quell passion, to re­
claim dissipation, to strengthen the im­
mortal soul, and especially if that melody 
is of a religious character."

The United States Elections.

The recent elections over the bor­
der have resulted disastrously to the 
Republicans, who have hc.d sway for 
about a quarter of a century. Large 
Democratic gains are reported in a I 
directions. The majority given for 
Cleveland, for the Governorship of 
New York, is said to be unprecedent­
ed in the history of State elections, 
being in the vicinity of two hundred 
thousand. General Butler, who has 
frequently been before the people on­
ly to meet defeat, has at last succeed­
ed in reaching the goal of his ambi­
tion by being elected Governor ol 
Massachusetts. The Republican 
majority will be changed to a min­
ority in the next Couapess. The 
reason for the change Mvidentiy the 
existence of wide sprchtPnksatisfac- 
tion with the extravagance exhibited 
by the last Congress, find with the 
manner in which the affairs of the 
country have been administered by 
the Republicans. This is evidenced 
most pointedly and emphatically by 
the great Democratic victory in New 
York. It was in the Eighth Disfri 
of that city that Mb. John J. Adams, 
brother of the Hon. Surveyor Gen 
eral of New Brunswick, was put for­
ward as the Democratic candidate 
He was opposed by John Walts 
Russell, Republican, and Jas. Riley, 
Democratic. The newspapers op­
posed to Mr. Adams were especially 
severe in the canvass used against 
him, describing him as a “ carpet 
bagger,” etc., bui notwithstanding 
the great odds against which he had 
to contend in a .Republican strong- 
bold which twoyaars Ik;lore had elect­
ed a Republican candidate with a 
majority of overlive thousand, Mr. 
Adams was eleetdd with a majority of 
three thousand fjnee hundred and 
eighty nine. His success is due main­
ly to the support accorded to him by so 
many of the leading firms in the City,

Republican as well as Democrat, 
who look upon him as holding high 
rank in his profession, and thorough­
ly conversant with the important 
mercantile interests of that great city. 
We have before us a cop}" of his nom­
ination paper, which bears the signa­
tures of between sixty and seventy 
of the leading houses in New 
lrork. We congratulate friend 
Adams, and wish him abundant suc­
cess in the important position he has 
been called upon to fill.

Whether the revolution will be perma­

nent or not depends upon the use which 
the Democrats make of their fortuitous 
victory. If the Governor whom they; 
have elected shall administer the affair) 
of state in accordance with the princifiTjs 
laid down in the two letters which he has 
written, and the representatives of his 
part}’ in Congress shall come up to the 
same high standard, »we see no reason 
why the voters will need to call back the 
Republicans for another trial. If, how­
ever, the party now restored to power 
shall fall again under the domination of 
Tammany Hall, and the men whom it 
sends to Washington shall repeat the 
follies and blunders of their predecessors, 
the Democrats will be turned out as 
promptly as they have been upon former 
occasions when they proved unequal to 
the opportunity afforded them by the peo­
ple. They have every inducement to 
make their present start a genuine new 
departure. It will shortly appear whe­
ther they are equal to it.

The London Telegraph, in an editorial 
oa the American elections, referring to 
Civil Service reform says :—“ We may 
take it for granted that disgust at the 
continued indifference of the party 
managers to the national disgrace has 
tended greatly to alienate thousands of 
voters who stayed at home, or defying 
all traditions of their political lives, 
voted the Democratic ticket. It would 
oe strange if it were reserved for the 
Democrats to cleanse the stables of 
American politics and secure for the 
people what every well-ruled State must 
have, au upright and permanent civil 
and judicial service.”

The Standard.—The Standard says :
If the Republicans in the United States 

lay seriously to heprt the plain lesson of 
Tuesday’s elections, they will not in the 
long run have much reason to deplore 
the magnitude of the discomfiture in 
which the misconduct of their leaders 
has involved them. The result will cer­
tainly give an impetus to civil service 
reform. In that lies the hope of the 
future for honest men of all shades of 
political opinion, and the remedy for the 
evils which nNw deprave politics.”

Stone Throwing.

New Archbishop for Halifax.
A cable despatch was received yester­

day stating that Rev. C. O’Brien, D. D., 
P. P., of Indian River, P. E. I., had been 
nominated Archbishop of Halifax, in the 
room of the late Archbishop Hannan. It 
was generally anticipated that some 
ecclesiastic from outside the Province 
would be brought to assume’the higli 
position ; and it has been understood for 
some time past that the choice would fall 
on Dr. O'Brien.

The new Archbishop is a young man. 
not yet forty. But lie has achieved great 
distinction as a scholar. A student of 
the Propaganda at Rome, lie carried oli' 
gold and silver medals almost whenever 
offered during his stay there ; and proba­
bly one reason of his selection has been 
that his fame in this respect must have 
been very high, pointing him out as fitted 
for the most elevated position. He is 
unostentatious and unambitious. The 
summons to the Archbishopric will find 
him in his quiet little parish of Indian 
River, Prince Edward Island ; and, as the 
Straits will close with ice soon, it is pro­
bable that immediate preparations will 
he made for his reception and assumption 
of the Archbishopric.

The Bishop of St. John, who is the 
Senior Bishop of the Archdiocese, has 
received no notification of the appoint­
ment. It is quite likely, however, that it 
has been made, as Dr. O’Brien’s name 
was the first of the three sent to Rome 
for selection by the Pope. Dr. O’Brien 
is of Irish descent and a native of P. E. 
Island. He studied at Rome, as stated 
by the-Recorder, and’ was a classmate of 
Rev. Mr. Dochi, of St. John. He is re­
cognized as a very able man and his ele­
vation to the high position of Archbishop 
will give general satisfaction. He will 
be the fifth titular Bishop of Halifax ; Dr. 
Fraser was the first, Dr. Walsh second, 
Doctor Connolly third, and Dr. Hannan 
fourth.—Recorder 10th.

The Local Legislatures and. Prohibi­
tory Liquor Laws.

The Privy Council in England held 
recently, in a case which was taken be­
fore- from New Brunswick, that the 
Canada Temperance Act of 1878 was 
within the powers of the Dominion 
Legislature, and was not an interference 
with those vested in the Provincial 
Legislatures ; that it is an Act dealing 
with public wrongs rallier than civil 
rights ; that it is a matter of general and 
not merely of a local or a private na­
ture in the Province, and that if it ali’eets 
the revenues of a Province it is only in­
cidentally. It is thus settled that the 
Dominion Parliament has a right to 
pass a general prohibitory law. But a 
lurther question arises—has the Do­
minion Parliament alone the power to 
pass a prohibitory liquor law? That 
was the question presented to our Court 
of Appeals in a case which came before 
it during tlic present month at Quebec— 
The Corporation of Three Rivers, ap­
pellant, and Suite, respondent, which 
we noticed in a recent issue of the 
Legal News. The unanimous judgment 
of the Court which was pronounced by 
Mr. Justice Ramsay, was to the effect 
that a prohibitory law—for example, an 
act empowering a municipality to make 
by laws prohibiting the sale of liquor, 
or allowing its sale under certain con­
ditions, is within the powers of the local 
Legislature—that the power of the Do­
minion Parliament to pass a general 
prohibitory liquor law incident to its 
right to legislate as to public wrongs, is 
not incompatible with a right in the 
provincial legislatures to pass prohibi­
tory liquor laws as incidental to munici­
pal institutions. In arriving. at this 
conclusion the Court was guided bv the 
state of things existing in the provinces 
at the time of the Confederation, and it 
appeared that by the municipal systems 
in force ill Upper and Lower Canada, 
and in Nova Scotia, prohibitory powers 
were possessed by the municipal authori­
ties.— Montreal Gazette.

Prizes in the Schools.
We believe the move made to award 

prizes in the various schools in this 
District, semi-annually, is a move iu 
tlic right direction, as it will naturally 
tend to bring about more regularity in 
the attendance, and stimulate the 
children to greater diligence in their 
studies, and also to a closer observance of 
school discipline. Should these results 
be secured, and we believe they will, to 
some ' extent at least, the amount ex­
pended annually '(about one hundred 
dollars) will be money well invested. It 
is perhaps as well to say that in these 
competitions it is not always the bright­
est scholars who carry off the prizes, 
for there aie several things to he con­
sidered in making the awards. In 
Regulation 34 of the Manual of the 
School Law it is stated that the 
standard upon which the daily average 
shall be made is as follows “ Prompt 
attendance at each school sitting ; un­
exceptionable conduct while subject to 
the Teacher s supervision, whether in 
the School-room or elsewhere ; indus­
trious application in the discharge of 
every school duty ; and excellence of 
Scholarship in the subjects of prescribed 
study, according to the pupil’s assign­
ments in tiie course of instruction pur­
sued iu the school.”

Now from this it is clearly shown that 
tiie brightest scholar in any department 
has only an equal chance with the dul 
1er, plodding scholar, who does his or 
her best to comply with or come up to 
all the Requirements of the Standard, 
and this fact tiie teachers should faith­
fully impress upon the minds of the 
pupils, as an incentive to regularity of 
atttendance, diligent study, and a will­
ing observance of every duty. We hope 
our youug friends will do their best to 
win a prize, and even should they fail, 
as some very naturally will, they will 
Iiaye the satisfaction of knowing that the 
competition ’has developed their own 
faculties, and given them a greater de­
sire for concentrated and diligent study.

Dear Advocate :—I have again the 

pleasure of forwarding for your columns 
a very brief report ®f the show of farm 
and dairy produce, manufactures of the 
loom &c., of the Blackville and Derby 
Agricultural Society, held on the pre­
mises of James II. Underhill, Esq., Black­
ville, on the 4th inst.

The display of grain was not so large 
and varied as on some former occasions ; 
this perhaps may he accounted for from 
the Society’s requiring to hold this meet­
ing a mouth earlier than usual, and many 
of the farmers not having their grain 
threshed, and of course quite unprepared 
for the Show. The samples of grain ex­
hibited, although few, were very good.

The show of dairy produce though also 
small, was very superior ; and in the dis­
play of home manufactures, both woven 
and knit, the ladies deserved the highest 
praise, notwithstanding the assertion of 
some of the Judges that some of the arti­
cles exhibited had a familiar look about 
them. This however was declared to be 
untrue, and that such fraudulent acts 
were never perpetrated upon the society 
by any of the exhibitors then present. 
Taken all in all this show, in the quality 
of its exhibits, was as good if not su­
perior to any that have been held since 
the inception of the society.

Accident on the Maine Central.
About ten o’clock oil Wednesday morn­

ing, while the express train from Bangor 
for St. John was waiting at Lincoln, (a 
station about 10 miles east of Bangor) a 
special containing Superintendent Tuck­
er of the Maine Central, Mr. Phillips, the 
President of the road, and a number of 
other railway men, had dashed into them 
with lightning speed. The rear car—a 
second class—containing a large number 
of passengers, had been driven complete­
ly through the first-class car, ‘and all the 
passengers in both cars had been more 
or legs hurt. None were killed, but the 
injuries of some were very serious. 
There were a large number of New 
Brunswick passengers among them.

Mrs. A. F. Randolph, of Fredericton, 
and Mrs. Judge Steadman, who were 
among the passengers were unhurt. 
John A. McGill, traveller for Lombard 
& Co., Boston, was on hoard, and es­
caped injury. John’s many friends at 
tiie Cnpes and elsewhere will he pleased 
to learn this. Mr. Andrew J. Goudet 
and a Mr. Belllveau of Sackville, with 
four or live others said to belong to 
Westmorland and Albert. Mr. Belllveau 
had his left leg broken in two places. 
He was accompanied by Dr. M. T. Wilsyn 
and an assistant of Lincoln, Me.

Squire Homer, of Springdale. Kings 
Co., received a scalp wound,land had his 
right leg bruised. Hazen Thompson, 
Upper Sackville, had his hack bruised. 
There were also several Nova Scotians 
on board, returning home from the 
States, some of whom were hurt, none 
seriously. Ir. order to avoid suits for 
damages tiie Maine Central immediately 
began to make settlements with the in­
jured. Mr. BcUivcau received $600. 
Mr. Goudet received 825. having only 
sustained slight injuries. In other cases 
passengers received from 8300 to 81,000 
each.

Tlic passengers in the rear car of the 
mail train became aware of the approach 
of the special ami jumped in time to save 
their lives, which must otherwise have 
been sacrificed.

The regular train was ifi charge of con­
ductor Whitney, to whom no blame is 
attached. The special was in charge of 
conductor Pollster. A complete inves­
tigation as to the cause of the accident 
will be made.

The Kent Election.
Fredericton, Nov. i0.:—In the first 

Kent Election petition case, application 
w;Vs made to remove the same from the 
files oif the grounds of the fraudulent 
character of the sureties. Messrs. Wel­
don, Q. C., ami Blair in support of appli­
cation. Mr. Sayre ill person contra. This 
case was argued before II is Honor tiie 
Chief Justice. The first summons which 
was argued was an enquiry into the sol­
vency of D. D! Landry, one of Mr. Sayre’s 
sureties, on the grounds that lie was iu 
reality insolvent at the time of entering 
into the recognizances and that the same 
was a fraud upon the Court. On this the 
judge considers. A second summons 
was also returnable calling on Mr. Sayre 
to show cause why tiie petition present­
ed by him in reference to the second 
election should not be taken off the fyles

on several grounds, involving tlic same 
point as to the sureties in the first sum­
mons, and also tlic effect of the resigna­
tion and new" election upon the first pro­
ceedings. At two o’clock yesterday Mr. 
Sayre applied for further time to answer, 
stating that new matters had arisen iu 
tiie argument on tlic petition which he 
desired to answer. Aftef some discus­
sion the Judge adjourned the hearing to 
2nd December ill St. John, and postponed 
tiie trial of tlic petition of the first elec­
tion until 3rd January. As^to tiie pro­
ceedings to set aside the second election, 
no further steps will be taken until after 
the argument oil the 2nd December, and 
tiie Judges’ decision is given thereon. 
Our Fredericton correspondent tele­
graphs that the impression there seems 
to he that the effect of tiie argument yes­
terday was rallier damaging to Mr. Sayre.

The Globe, from which the above is 
taken, says :—In connection with tiie 
election protest of Mr. C, J. Sayre, of 
Kent, we are asked to state that hilt one 
of his sureties, Landry, was insolvent.

Explanation.
It was not until after the Advocate was 

issued last week that we noticed in the 
Advrmcr an uncalled for allusion to this 
paper which needs explanation. In our 
issue of the 1st November we stated that 
we were unable to attend the races at 
tlic opening of tiie Chatham Driving 
Park. We were therefore indebted lor 
the account published to the press and 
other sources. In that report we stated 
that J. B. Snowball, Esq., was one of 
the Judges. It seems however, that Mr. 
Snowball, did not act in that capacity, 
although requested to do so, for the rea­
son that n horse owned by him was put 
into the County trotting race as a post 
entry. It was a simple mistake, one 
which could not possibly do Mr. Snow­
ball harm, certainly not of that nature 
which would warrant the Advance in say­
ing that the Advocate in that particular 
displayed a contemptible spirit, or of 
venting its spleen oil the editor of the Ad­
vance in that way. We think it is about 
time the Advance editor ceased his 
“ Jack-in-the-box” exhibitions of spring­
ing lip every time Mr. Snowball's name 
is mentioned, especially if he wishes the 
public to believe his utterances to the 
effect that there is no connection be­
tween the Advance and Mr. Snowball. 
We trust the time may soon arrive when 
it will be possible to mention the name 
of Mr. Snowball without being treated 
to the squealing of his self-constituted 
guardian, which while it may be amusing 
to a few who look upon his irrational 
cavilling as exceedingly clever, is 
nevertheless distasteful to the lovers of 
respectable journalism, and must certain­
ly be a source of aunoyauce to the 
gentleman whose cause lie champions 
with so much viciousness and impru­
dence.

Who is Besponsible.
Th'e following appears in the Journal 

of Commerce ;—
Who is Responsible?—Unmindful of 

the late warning sounded by tiie fearful 
destruction of life and property through 
the foundering of the Asia, it appear» to 
be a most heartless disregard of danger 
to human life, aud culpable neglect of 
some one in authority, that the 
Government sanctions, by subsidizing 
at a heavy expense to carry the mails, 
the running of the little old river steam­
boat Clyde between Campbellton aud 
Gaspe Basin, at times a most stormy 
route on the Gaspe Coast, and when where, 
only a suitable staunch seaworthy vessel 
sliotilu be placed. Our attention has 
been repeatedly called to this unaccount­
able indifference on the part of the 
authorities to the manner of its mail 
contracts being fulfilled, and to the con­
tractors’ recklessness as to tiie comforts, 
convenience and even fate of those 
whose business compels them to take 
the risk of a passage on the Clyde. 
Let those responsible see to it ere the 
warning lie too late.—Journal of Com­
merce.

This does not in­
clude British Columbia arrivals or re­
ports from the United States frontier be­
tween Emerson aud the Rocky Moun­
tains.

province.

The Department of Marine and Fish­
eries has received from the British Gov­
ernment a piece of plate for presentation 
to Captain C. E. Fulton, master of the 
ship Flora, of Amherst, iu recognition of 
the part he took in rescuing the crew of 
the barque Margaret Boyd, of Androssan, 
Scotland, which was wrecked in the At­
lantic in November last, on a voyage from 
Miramichi to Larne, Ireland. The Brit­
ish Government had previously awarded 
a binocular glass to the first mate, a gra­
tuity of £3 sterling to tiie second mate, 
and one of £2 to each of the seamen who 
manned the boat that effected the rescue.

The Jflansion House Banquet.

London, November 9.—Lord Gran­
ville, Lord Selborne, Earl North- 
brooke, Earl Kimberley, Messrs. Glad­
stone, Childers and Fawcett attended 
the Lord Mayor’s banquet to-night.

Mr. Childers, returning thanks for 
the toast to the Army, compared (he 
capture of Tel-el-Kebir with the tak­
ing of Quebec by the British. He 
pointed out that England had uot 
waged war with unvarying success, 
and said perhaps the most conspicuous 
disasters she ever met with were in 
war withJier American subjects.

Mr. Gladstone, replying to the toast 
to the Ministers, said, when he spoke 
at the Lord Mayor’s banquet in 1881 
the question was whether the fabric 
of society in Ireland was to remain on 
its ancient foundation or be broken 
up. The Government had not 
scrupled to use the powers entrusted 
to them with vigor and determination ; 
at the same time they relied more con­
fidently on measures of justice. He 
coaid now record his conviction that 
a new tone of sentiment was dawning 
among the Irish to seek the ameliora­
tion of law by peaceful efforts. He 
ventured to say that the foundations 
of society in Ireland were now but in 
little dauger. The monthly return 
of agrarian outrages was now 111, 
compared with 511 in October, 1881. 
There might be in Ireland extravagant 
opinions and desires that coaid never 
he fulfilled, bat, it the Irish would be 
content to walk in the waysof legality, 
the Empire was strong aud free 
enough to entertain in a friendly, 
kindly spirit any demand made for 
free discussion and perfect publicity 
in matters relating to its Irish policy. 
British ‘institutions would have 
strength enough, he was firmly con­
vinced, to effect a settlement of every 
political controversy by bringing it to 
a completely satisfactory, or at least a 
fair and tolerable, issue. Mr. Glad- 
s’one highly praised the conduct of 
the British, forces in the Egyptian 
campaign, which he believed would 
be memorable in history. The Gov­
ernment must not be too confident of 
the future. The vast extent of the 
Empire exposed them to ever-recur­
ring anxiety. Yet he cherished the 
hope that England would ever be able 
to prove her power in association 
with liberty.

Lord Granville déclin d to enter in­
to details regarding the Government’s 
Egyptian policy. Lord Duflerin, be 
said, had uot gone to Egypt to estab­
lish any undue or illegitimate influ­
ence, but to co operate with Sir 
Edward Malet, whose legal know­
ledge and great ability were invalu­
able lor the maintenance of peace, 
order and good-government in Egypt 
in the future.
Germait Jealousy of Russia.

Berlin, Nov. 6 —The Minister of 
War lies given orders that the Baltic 
forts he extended and strengthened at 
once, and directed the construction of 
earthworks and batteries to protect 
the harbour of Memel at the north 
end ot Curischo hoff, the now nor­
thern extremity of the German Em­
pire. The erection of strong earth­
works lo defend the harbour of Pillan, 
at the entrance of Friechehoff, the ex­
tension and completion of the fortifi­
cations in eastern Prussia, and es­
pecially those at Posen, have also been 
ordered. An explanation of this act 
of llie military authorities ot Germany 
may be found in the repeated warn- 
tigs received from thp Em.tassy at 

St. Petersburg, as well ss various 
uuofficialri'oports, tending to show the 
alarming increase of warlike feeling 
in Russia, a leeling which it is believ­
ed the Russian Government is strong Iv­
in sympathy with. The recent heavy 
concentration of troops on the Rus­
sian frontier has caused serious ap­
prehension here india Vienna. 
Members of the general JSJff entertaiu 
some rather startling theories on the 
subject of this movement of Russian 
troops, and it is plainly stated by 
some of these that whatever Russia’s 
intentions may be, Germany will be 
found ready at all points should the 
ill-concealed antagonism of the two 
nations come to the ar dtrament of* 
war.
